1.The application is premature for the reason that the infrastructure, including the
necessary highway network and education facilities, is not in place to support the
development, nor is it likely to be secured by this development, contrary to policy H8C
of the West Wiltshire District Plan — 1% Alteration 2004.

2. Notwithstanding the proposed vehicular access, the access for construction traffic
through the existing development would be unacceptable and harmful to the amenity
of existing residents by reason of nuisance and disturbance contrary to policy C38 of
the West Wiltshire District Plan — 1% Alteration 2004.

Permission as recommendation.

Application No. 9 — 08/00623/FUL - Land at Lower Westbury Road Bratton

REFUSAL for the following reasons:

1. The proposal, located remote from services, employment opportunities and being
unlikely to be well served by public transport, is contrary to the key aims of Planning
Policy Guidance Note 13 which seeks to reduce growth in the length and number of
motorised journeys.

2. The traffic generated from the proposal would use a road, which by virtue of its
function in the highway network and its inadequate width, alignment and junctions is
considered unsuitable to accommodate the increase in traffic from this development
and that for which it would set a precedent.

Permission as recommendation.

Application No. 11 — 08/00154/FUL - 13 Dark Lane North Steeple Ashton
