Reason for the application being considered by Committee

This application has been submitted to the Committee for decision under the scheme of delegation in
force after the 8" April 2002 because there have been more than 5 letters of objection.

Summary of Report

This application proposes the amendment of rear fenestration and porch details to 16 dwellings under
construction in the first phase of the development of the Rowden Lane housing site permitted at appeal
by 02/00600/FUL. The proposal also increases the height of the dwellings by 0.5m. The considerations
are:

e Impact on neighbouring properties

e Impact on design

Proposal and Site Description

The proposal is to “improve” the detailing of the previously approved house types on this part of the
Rowden Lane. The changes are the addition of a bathroom first floor window and ground floor french
doors on the rear elevation, the addition of a first floor window to the front and amendments to the
porch detail to simplify the entrance to the houses.

The dwellings have also been increased in height by 0.5m.

The plots referred to are largely within the development some distance from existing housing.

Brookfields is an existing farm and houses should not be built close to it.

Planning Considerations

Principle of development

The principle of the residential development of this site has been established at appeal under reference
02/00600/FUL and there is no application to increase the number of houses or their position. The
changes are to alter the fenestration, alter the porch design and to increase the height of the properties
by 0.5m.

Impact on Amenity

The dwellings are sited within the site and even the increase in height of 0.5m is considered to be
negligible given their context.

The changes are considered to be acceptable and in line with the Inspector’s original decision on
02/00600/FUL.

Recommendation and Proposed Conditions/Informatives
Planning permission be granted subject to the following condition:

1. The permission hereby granted specifically and only relates to alteration of fenestration, alterations
to porch detail and increase in height by 0.5m of the construction of 138 dwellings with ancillary roads,




public open space and ancillary works granted planning permission under the Council’s planning
reference 02/00600/FUL granted on 9th December 2002. The two permissions therefore need to be
read together and all planning conditions applied to the original permission, reference 02/00600/FUL,
as amended by subsequent permission 07/03151/FUL, shall continue to apply to the development.

Reason: To define this permission and ensure the development is carried out in accordance with the
conditions of the original permission.
