The 
activity channels young peoples’ energy into constructive activity and provides an excellent opportunity for them 
to stay fit and involved in healthy physical activity.  
 
There is a tremendous deal of respect within the Parkour community and the young people of calne have met 
and trained with some of the best exponents of the sport in the country. Consequently this will encourage peer 
support and promotes safety and well being of participants.
