Calne has few public open spaces and Castlefields Park is the largest park close to the town centre. The park
has undergone gradual improvements over the past few years thanks to the joint efforts of Castlefields Canal
and River Association (CARP), NWDC and Calne Town Council. However, much potential remains for the park
to become even better for the people of Calne and visitors alike. The Chaveywell Gardens project would provide
an attractive year round focal point focussed on the old park walls and the unique, attractive Chaveywell Spring
lying at the foot of the park walls. The gardens would include a home for some of the origional Harris stone pigs
rescued from the factory and a mosaic made by Calne schoolchildren. From the spring pours crystal clear water
throughout the year, this flowing into the adjacent Wilts and Berkshire Canal (Calne Branch) Immediately next to
the spring runs the main path through the park which also forms part of the Sustrans National Route 4 cyclepath
connecting Lacock to Avebury via Chippenham and Calne. The keep fit trial instilled in the park also runs along
this path. The park is used extensively by many people visiting the park, including: casual walkers; joggers; dog
walkers; cyclists; fishermen; keep fit trail users; and others. These number many thousands throughout the year
all of which would benefit from this proposed garden which would be prominently located either side of the
existing path and centred on the spring.

NWDC will not meet future running costs for projects. Please tell us how these will be met in the future
The garden would be maintained by the existing volunteer CARP members as is the existing and successful
pocket park within Castlefields Park.

Castlefields Park and River Park Association (CARP) is an established charity with a positive track record of
delivering improvements to Castlefields Park through working with NWDC, Calne Town Council, local groups
and organisations. Through a combination of fund raising to gain grants for construction projects and by
volunteers physically working on projects, improvements have included the building of a pocket park, trim
trail, new paths and seating, wild flower meadow, art works, new park gates, new drainage, annual river
rubbish clearances as well as holding community events such as the annual Easter Egg Hunt. CARP includes
representatives from local interest groups including conservation volunteers, Calne Artists Group, Wilts and
Berks Canal Trust, Calne Town and NWDC Councillors, and has a network of supporting experts in
landscape design, engineering and river restoration. The CARP Working Group meets at least monthly on
site to maintain existing projects or to deliver new improvements. The proposed Cheveywell Gardens would
be delivered by a combination of contractors to do the very heavy work in digging out the old soil, with the
working group undertaking the rest of the work including the fixing of the trellis and mosaic, and undertaking
the planting and maintenance. Thus it will be very much a community project.
