The project aims to provide and install adequate washroom facilities (permanent portaloo
facilities) for the users of the Airdome and existing Astroturf pitch. There are no current
washroom facilities at the Airdome site and these can only be accessed at the main sports
club building if this is open. The provision of washroom facilities will ensure the welfare of
existing and new users. The washroom facilities has been well researched and agreed that
the Airdome would benefit from permanent portaloo type facilities, but they would be
connected to the mains (so have lighting and running water) and be vandal proof.

The initial need was raised by Chippenham Netball club with regards
providing washroom facilities for their members at training sessions. The
club were aware that there would be a need for welfare facilities in the
future. The original construction of the Airdome did provide the
foundations for this in the future, but could not be afforded at that time.
However this lack of facilities has now been raised as a barrier to
participation for certain groups, especially during the daytime when the
main clubhouse is not open. The issue, however initially raised has been
supported by numerous users through comments back to the committee
and Airdome manager. The new facilities will benefit the local community
by Chippenham Sports Club being able to offer a fully functional facility
that offers all the basic requirements for users.

The Airdome caters for a variety of sports, on a regular basis which include netball, basketball, cricket, badminton,
football, tennis, running (Junior Harriers), circuit training and martial arts. The Airdome has enabled Chippenham
Netball Club and Chippenham Harriers to run youth programmes for the first time with both clubs now having over
80 junior members. The facility has also played host to a series of netball tournaments; has brought the MCC’s SW
Area Cricket Camp to the Sports Club for the second successive year on the grounds that it provides a fall back
venue if the weather is bad; has enabled various neighbouring rugby and football clubs (junior and senior) to train
during the severe spells of the last two winters; and has similarly provided another indoor venue for Sheldon School.
