As this was a non-pecuniary interest Clir Walsh would
remain in the meeting and take part in discussion on that applications.

47 Chairman's Updates

The Chairman made the following announcements:

Partner and Community Updates

The Board noted the written updates and papers from Partners and Community
Groups included in the agenda pack.

The following presentations and updates were then received:
The Office of the Police & Crime Commissioner

Deputy PCC Jerry Herbert gave a presentation on the annual Precept
proposals.

The precept was increased last year, with additional money and the additional
officers that came as part of the ‘Boris Bobbies’ scheme, into our Rural Crime
team. There would be a total of 65 additional Officers by the end of the financial
year. Up to 1050 Officers in total from the 934 two years ago. A vast amount of
those Officers were going into the Community Police Teams.

Other areas of Policing which had received an uplift were Cyber-crime, dealing
with crime prevention and investigation.

A flat cash settlement from the Home Office would pay the basic costs, beyond
that there would be a shortfall of around £3m, that was driven by the fact that
the Home Office funding did not pay for the 50% of last years pay award which
fell into the next financial year, the increased costs of running the Police
Aviation service or the national Police technologies.

The only way to keep the force running at the current level was to rise the
precept. A £15 increase a year, which worked out as £1.25 a month for a band
D property. Without this they would have to cut Community Policing

It was expected that there would be an add 48 officers in the new financial year.

The Commissioner has just launched a consultation period, running from 5
January 2021 to 2 February 2021. Please could you spread the word on the
consultation as would like as may contributions as possible. It offers the chance
to contribute your thoughts on what you think the local priorities should be.
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Police
Inspector Pete Sparrow highlighted some points as detailed in the written report
attached to the agenda.

Questions:

Clir Rogers gave thanks to Inspector Sparrow and his team for the professional
way they handled enforcement work especially those businesses serving food.
Answer: Inspector Sparrow outlined the key principles which were to engage,
explain, encourage then lastly to enforce.

Clir Douglas also thanked the Police teams for their work.
Safer & Supportive Salisbury

Anne Trevett, who was recently recognised in the new year’s honour list, gave
an update on the work of Safer & Supportive Salisbury.

Work included the production and circulation of a series of newsletters to 250
recipients. These newsletters had been well received and included vital and
local information brought together in one place.

At the start of the pandemic, the group had received lottery money, which was
the only funding in to the organisation. It hoped to replicate that in the future.

One the AB funded project was the Hidden Figures project, in February 2020
which was awarded £5000, towards the cost of the first figure. Figures were
hoped to be available at a cost of approx. £1000 each.

Champions Updates:

Older Persons Champion, Irene Kohler, outlined that she had been a
champion for 3 to 4 years. One of the most important things about the role was
that as being new to Salisbury, firstly she set about getting to know what was
going on and what to do to make a difference.

| developed the Silver Sunday Programme in 2018, to coincide with the
International Older People’s Day. This was an introduction to new activities and
other older people by a series of free taster sessions.

We created a short film of older people in lockdown and highlighted how they
were helping to support others during the lock down. We took tea to 170 people
in their homes during the restrictions.

Carers Champion, Helen Dowse, outlined that she had taken over in Autumn
2019 and was also a volunteer with, Carer Support Wiltshire, SDH and
Salisbury Medical Practice.

Salisbury Status Report

The Board considered the report and recommendations as set out on P53.

Marc Read Community Engagement Manager explained that 12 months ago
before the pandemic was developing, he was in the process of working with
Public Health and partners including the Police to pull together the Joint
Strategic Needs Assessment (JSNA) data.

All of the usual meetings that would have been held were cancelled due to the
pandemic, but now we were able to see the light at the end of the tunnel with
vaccinations underway.

Marc had produced a summary of our priorities so far using data from last year’s
JSN assessment and the input from other groups and organisations.

Comments and questions included:

e Clirs welcomed the opportunity to make informed and intentional grant
decisions. Several of the priorities seemed to be connected and
interchangeable.

e With regards to climate change and environmental issues, progress had
been made and we had come a really long way since the Board held its
forum. It could be time to hold another to share the work that had been
done.

e There would be a change of Clirs on the Board in May after the election.

e Some areas of work was ongoing and could be picked back up wherever
possible once the pandemic allowed. It was noted that to lose the
expertise of some of the groups due to them not being able to start back
up should be avoided where possible. Could the CEM see if they required
any support to keep going? Answer: Marc would be happy to do that.

The Board then considered the proposals as set out in the report and voted on
the recommendations.

Decision
The Salisbury Area Board agreed:

(1) To approve and adopt the Community Status report
(2) to produce a rolling action plan including up to 5 priority actions at any
one time to demonstrate where it would contribute to addressing the

identified issues.

(3) to prioritise its resources including funding upon those issues
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identified in the status report.

(4) to request the Community Engagement Manager to work with key
partners, agencies and community groups to encourage them to

consider where they were best placed to take actions around the priorities
identified.

(5) that regular updates would be submitted to the Area Board on progress
made in relation to its own action plan.

52 Future High Street Fund Update

Victoria Molony, Head of South Wilts Economic Recovery to give an update on
the plans following the announcement that Salisbury had been awarded
£9,355,731 as part of the Government’s Future High Streets Fund.

On boxing day the Council was informed that it had been awarded £9,355,
through the Future High Street Fund, which was lower than the amount bid for.

A provisional funding offer of capital funding only, which meant that it could not
be used on new physical structure on and not on maintenance.

There is a 5% level on beautification and was a 4 year funding envelope which
meant that projects would have to be delivered by March 2024.

We now need to carry out an exercise to look at the new amount and decide
what could be delivered with that. It was still early days, there were lots of
options to consider to ensure we get the best outcome.

We were at the concept stage, there would be further consultation and
engagement.

Comments and guestions included:

e Was this tied in with The People Friendly Salisbury (PFS) project?
Answer: The PFS project was not linked, they were two separate
projects. The design that went forward was very much at concept stage
and flexible.

e There was only so much space on Fisherton Street, and it would be
difficult to do much if the traffic was still flowing. Was the council planning
to bring back the PFS at a later date?

Answer: | am only dealing with the future highstreets fund project.

e It was disappointing that we only got £9.3m when the original request was
£17m and before that £25m. Trowbridge got £16m.

Answer: When we went in with the larger funding bid, they weren’t happy
with one of our projects so had to reduce it, then there was a problem
with a private landlord, so had to remove that element also. We will do
what we can with this pot of funding.

e You talked about public consultation, would that include stakeholder
consultation? Salisbury Playhouse was a major stakeholder, would you
set up an engagement with us?

Answer: Yes we would indeed. | will come and talk to you given your
position along Fisherton Street.

Mel spoke in support of the application, noting that the actual amount needed
was £850, and not the figure quoted on the application.

Clir Rogers suggested that in addition, the applicant may wish to contact the
Rose Gale Trust as it may be able to provide some level of future support terms
of laptops.

Decision

The Bridge Youth Project was awarded £850 towards an online mentoring
project.

Reason — The application met the Community Area Grants Criteria 2020/21.

Cllr Hocking put forward an Area Board Initiative for funding to complete the
Street Name Plates project. The funding would be for the two remaining wards.

Clir hocking noted that over the last three years the Board had replaced and
refurbed 300 street nameplates. The last 2 wards were Harnham, St Marks &
Bishopdown. The works would cost approx. £12,000

There would be a further tranche, but that would be looked at in the next
financial year.

There was another list that totalled at approx. £10k however, Clir Hocking would
wait to see what other community grants came forward for the last meeting of
the year and if any funds were remaining he would propose that the balance be
allocated to start work on the additional list.

Tom Corbin asked that the board consider one piece of work for Cedar close as
it had not had a name plate for some months now. He was advised to email the
details to Cllr Hocking who agreed to look into it.

Our foster carers do an amazing job, making a massive difference to the life chances of some
of Wiltshire’s most vulnerable children and young people. Foster carers provide a safe and
nurturing home for our children who have experienced abuse, trauma and loss.

We are currently seeking to recruit 100 new foster carers over three years so that our children
can continue to live in their local communities, within Wiltshire. We started a campaign back
in May 2020 at the start of Foster Care Fortnight to encourage more applications to foster. To
date, we have successfully recruited 26 new fostering families towards our target. This is
great news, but we still don’t have enough to keep all our children in care within Wiltshire,
especially for our teenagers.

With more Wiltshire Council foster carers, our children and young people can remain living
locally, which means they are more readily able to remain in the same school, see friends and
maintain relationships with their family.

We are sharing our message with each area board, with the hope you can encourage people
to support and promote our recruitment campaign and highlight the importance of foster care
in your local communities.

In all areas, we require more fostering families to look after our children in care. We know that
some areas may need a significant increase whereas a few others may only need a few
more. We would like our fostering service to get to the position where we are able to offer
children a choice of foster carer to best suit their needs.

We especially need more foster carers who want to care for our teenagers and specialist
carers, able to look after a parent and child and /or provide an emergency home at a time of
crisis and/or look after children with complex medical needs and/or disabilities.

Louise, a 14 year old young person who lives in foster care, who has explained below how
foster carers can help teenagers deal with the ups and downs of growing up.

“When I've been upset, they've cheered me up. They also help me understand my

feelings and help me with my worries. They are also good fun too and don’t take things too
seriously. Children need foster carers who have lots of time. They listen to what | have to say
and are interested in my thoughts. The three things | think are most important for foster carers
are: listen to what | say, make me feel like | am a part of their family and get along with me in
general.”

To become a foster carer, people need to be over 21 years of age and have a spare
bedroom. More details are available on the fostering website: www.fosteringwiltshire.uk

Fostering payments vary depending on the skills and experience of the foster carer, starting
at £350 per week per child up to a maximum of £1300 per week for a specialist parent and
child carer providing an assessment.

Coronavirus vaccination

More than 137,000 people in Bath and North East Somerset, Swindon and Wiltshire
have received their first coronavirus vaccination since we began vaccinating in
December 2020.

By the end of January we had offered the vaccine to health and care workers and
residents in all care homes in Wiltshire.

Vaccination across the county is being led by GPs working together in Primary Care
Networks with additional services available in a large vaccination centre in Salisbury
City Hall and, for those in west Wiltshire, at Bath Racecourse.

Early February saw three pharmacies in the region starting to provide the vaccine to
those people who are currently eligible - Shaunaks Pharmacy in Westbury, The
Pharmacy in Ludgershall and Avicenna Pharmacy in Swindon. Due to space
constraints, the Pharmacy in Ludgershall is basing its vaccine clinic at the nearby
Memorial Hall.

The three pharmacy vaccination sites can be booked through the national
coronavirus vaccine booking system, along with the large vaccination centres at Bath
Racecourse and Salisbury City Hall.

Vaccinators are also now visiting housebound patients who fall into the top priority
groups in their own home, and we hope to have completed this phase of the
vaccination programme by the middle of February

From Monday 1 February 2021 our Patient Advice and Liaison Service (PALS) and

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Commissioning Support Unit (SCWCSU) for a period of approximately nine
months. The SCWCSU team already handle feedback for the Swindon locality.

The SCWCSU team will be taking on new cases from 1 February 2021. All existing
cases will be retained and closed down by the CCG in line with existing timeframes.

As a paid position, on-call firefighters commit anywhere between 40 to 120 hours per week, during
which time they must be able to respond to the station immediately.

Some of our crew respond from their workplaces during the day,
and we are very grateful to their employers for releasing them to perform their vital duties.

Anyone over 18 years old can apply (although you can also apply once you are 17%2) you must be
able to respond and attend the fire station within 5-8 minutes, you have a good standard of physical
fitness (i.e. you are generally active), and you must have the right to work in the UK.

Review Minutes & Actions

Actions covered by separate agenda items, other than the following:

e Tree Strategy
David reported that an updated version of the Tree Policy was adopted by SCC
Services at their 7/12/2020 meeting. This policy covered how existing trees would be
handled: a Tree Strategy was still outstanding. The draft Strategy would be shared
with Nicola when available. Action: David B

e Salisbury P&R usage
Due to commercial sensitivities limited figures could be released: but Richard reported
that the COVID-19 pandemic had led to a dramatic fall in patronage across bus services
generally, down to about 10% of normal levels. There was some recovery over the
summer, but once again another lockdown had led to decreased usage.

e C(Clean Air Day
Previously deferred from 2020 to 2021 but Margaret reported that the sub-group
involved has now decided not to draw down the funding (allocated from the Health &
Wellbeing budget). Plans put on hold for the day, given the uncertainties re PFS and
COVID-19 restrictions.

Latest Air Quality Results

Gary was unable to attend the meeting, but sent in a report. (To save space in these
minutes only the average figures for the 7 diffusion tubes with the highest Salisbury
readings are given below). Data was supplied for months excluding December:

“As you can see we are awaiting the December tube results. These in “normal” years are
high as there is a seasonal trend in nitrogen dioxide levels which peaks in winter and falls in
summer, due to the nature of the chemistry of nitrous oxides in the atmosphere. The figures
to look at are South Western road and 17 Wilton road, these are our highest readings
normally, (in the order of 50ug/m3).

Both these are down this year. The bias adjustment we make when QA/QC figures are
released in March generally reduced these figures by about 10%. Diffusion tubes are known
to over estimate nitrogen dioxide and we use data from our real time monitors ( hence the
triplicate co location tubes at the real time monitor) and data from other councils that use
the same laboratory to apply a national correction figure that eliminates this error.

The first lockdown commenced on the 23rd March and figures for Wiltshire achieved a low
in May 2020 with no tubes in the county above 40ug/m3.
| asked for the monitoring package to progress following the removal of the PFS scheme but
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this has not been possible.

We have our consultants from AECOM working on modelling for the Wiltshire AQ action
plan. | have nothing to report at present but as things evolve will keep the group informed.

We are working on new developer guidance and will let the group know more on that as it
comes together.”

There was discussion of the ‘Business Case’ and evidence of positive impact on the A36
which projects needed to be funded from ‘designated funds’. Heather was not aware of
what further information was needed and felt that what was requested needed to be
proportionate to the size of the scheme. Neil would try to find out what additional
information might be needed: the COVID-19 situation had led to some difficulties
communicating with HE’s Air Quality team.

Nicola inquired if there was any scope for a landscape improvement scheme. Neil thought
probably not, although one of the other funding streams might be able to help with this, it
would need an appropriate initiative from someone at WC (e.g. Lynn Trigwell).

Neil mentioned a ULEV fleet trial system being undertaken in Leeds and something similar
in Bristol: David inquired whether there was funding SCC could access as they were
looking to replace their fleet of older city council vans. Neil was not sure whether funding
was still available for this but would make inquiries. Action: Neil W/David B
David mentioned that an initial vehicle is being brought in during the next few weeks, this
was being funded by SCC, but any additional funding source would speed things up.

Salisbury People Friendly Streets

Marc reported that this started on 21/10 but WC suspended the scheme indefinitely from
1/12 because of a lack of support from SCC and other stakeholders. SCC’s Full Council has
since voted narrowly to support reintroduction in 2021, but realistically nothing was likely
to happen before the May elections.

Whether there would be any funding for additional measures, which was to have come
from the SWLEP, would be determined at a LEP meeting later this month.

Margaret mentioned that a review of the statements sent in to SCC’s Full Council meeting
had shown that there was some concern about traffic migrating from the City Centre to
other roads and causing air quality issues there.

Salisbury River Park

The consultation closed on 8/1 and Richard Walters will be making a statement to the Area
Board on 21/1. David reported that SCC have been involved, due to their ownership of the
Ashley Green area, and a good working relationship has developed with the Environment
Agency. SCC have been supportive and we await the results of the public consultation.
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6 | Future High Street Fund

Salisbury had been provisionally awarded £9.3 million as part of the Government's Future
High Street Fund. This would be used to improve the Fisherton Street gateway/Railway
station area. Only about 70% of the funding requested had been allocated and there
would be work on a revised Business Case to specify what could actually be delivered.
Victoria Moloney would be presenting to the Area Board on 21/1 which would be an
opportunity to get an update on proposals.

7 | Salisbury Neighbourhood Plan

Margaret reported that she is on the Transport & Movement theme group and the overall
steering group for the Neighbourhood Plan being developed by SCC. A draft is currently
being prepared and it has been suggested that the Plan should include a policy which seeks
to prevent the air quality from getting worse, and to have an improvement.

It would seem to be appropriate to refer to the Supplementary Planning Guidance on AQ
which might be in force: it is noted that this is currently being reviewed by Public Health.

Various other policies are being drafted, including one which will apply maximum, rather
than minimum, parking standards within the City and which will allow for car free
development in the City Centre. This is already happening, as e.g. as flats over shops get
brought back into use, but Wiltshire’s current parking standards do not make allowances
for this sort of development. Heather suggested that any draft like this should be shared
with the Sustainable Transport team for their review at an early stage.

Request to allow contraflow
cycling along Meadow Road
and Coldharbour

Salisbury.

As previously advised the introduction of contraflow cycling in
Meadow Road and Coldharbour Lane broadly meets the criteria
its introduction set out in Local Transport Note (LTN) 1/20 Cycle
Infrastructure Design.

To introduce contraflow cycling in Meadow Road and
Coldharbour Lane would require the introduction of a TRO to
formally allow cyclists to travel in contraflow. To address safety
concerns around allowing cyclists to travel along the roads in
contraflow triangular cycle warning signs with the
supplementary cycles crossing plate would need to be erected
in Ashley Road (x2), Avon, Terrace, Clifton Road, Gas Lane,
Marsh Lane and James Street. The proposed signs are 740mm
(w) x 1065mm (h). An example of the sign is attached as
Appendix 2 The base of the signs must be a minimum of 2.1
metres above ground level. To accommodate these signs (and
minimise sign clutter as required by the DfT) it would require a
significant number of changes to existing sign assemblies,
including illuminated sign assemblies, and the provision of new
signposts.

If the group wished to proceed with these proposals a formal
street lighting assessment must be undertaken by the council’s
consultants Atkins to determine the impact on illuminated sign
assemblies and the changes required to them to accommodate
the proposed additional signage. The estimated cost of the
street lighting assessment is £1,250.

Discussions focused around the
safety of allowing cyclists to travel
along Meadow Road and
Coldharbour Lane in contraflow
and in particular the visibility of
cyclists travelling in contraflow to
motorists turning into the roads.

A majority of the group felt that the
street lighting assessment should
be funded to enable the design of
this scheme to be taken forward.

That the Area Board approves the
allocation of £1250 to allow this
work to be undertaken.

Survey of Bishopdown Estate - 2019
As an initial project for a Residents Association for Bishopdown Estate, the volunteer

Committee members decided to undertake a survey of Bishopdown Estate to identify
problems of infrastructure, of dead trees, overgrown areas, broken things and areas
for improvement.

General Comments

Bishopdown Estate was built 1957-60 when current car usage was not
envisaged. As such, the Estate has suffered from the needs of car owners,
both in movements making a more dangerous environment for children, and
in pressures of parking and storage. The comparative narrowness of the
roads encourages many to park on the kerbs, impeding pedestrians and
particularly wheelchair users.

Wheelchair users are particularly hard hit by poor provision of accessible
infrastructure, in many places drop kerbs do not exist, and those that do
exist are poorly executed and needing repair. In almost every case the
stones are NOT flush to the road surface. In parts of the Estate the less
able are forced to use the road.

As a Council housing estate Bishopdown residents had as an original
condition of their tenancy a requirement to keep their properties clean and
tidy, including the front lawns, which were not to be enclosed. The Estate
was meant to be open and free-flowing. A number of front lawns on the
Estate have in recent years been enclosed by low fencing, or have gardens
grown on them, or have car-parking patios built on them. Question - did
the original requirements upon the Council tenants die when the properties
were bought as private properties, or is it a case that the current council,
Wiltshire Council, has failed to enforce this requirement?

Wiltshire Council owns and rents out approx. 130 garages on the Estate.
We would encourage WC to engage on a survey of the garage-use on this
Estate, as we suggest at least of third of the garages are used for other-
storage and not for car-storage. Is it a condition of renting a garage that
the tenant keeps their car in it and not other goods? Parking problems on
the estate might be significantly eased if all garages were actually used for
parking cars, and not just rented as a local storage facility.

Trees were originally planted on the Estate, but often too close to properties
causing problems in later life — many have been destroyed, some illicitly.
Can WC engage with residents on the Estate to find places, greens in the
closes primarily, where new trees can be planted, such as Cherry Blossom,
Magnolia, or Fruit Trees.
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Bishopdown Estate walkabouts
Walk 01- Bishopdown Road- from hill-top to lower end of estate.

Where cycleway over hill meets Bishopdown Rd by school, the contractors who
tarmac-surfaced the footway left their framing timber all the way up the road. For
most of the way there is a gap between the timber and the grass beyond, which acts
as a litter trap. Here, the timber stands proud by 2inches, impeding cycle and
wheelchair access to the cycleway over Bishopdown Hill.

Entry of 20mph zone, top of Bishopdown Hill. The 20mph sign is filthy, mostly due to
being close to tree overhang. Adjacent to it a trench in the road needs filling again.

Entry of 20mph zone, top of Bishopdown Hill. Cycle bypass is filthy, the signs are
filthy, the island is surrounded by scree which has vegetation growing in it.
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4
Bishopdown Hill, two trenches that
require filling, both overlooking houses
below Bishopdown Road. They both
held water when I was there.

Entry road of houses below Bishopdown Road. This drop-kerb is steep and angled and
the kerb-stones are not flush with the road.

6a

Junction of Bishopdown Road and Denison Rise (right). This steep section of footway
is bumpy and degraded, especially where the inspection cover is, part of the
inspection cover frame stands clear and is a tripping hazard. This whole section needs
relaying.

6b Crossing point of Denison
Rise, drop-kerbs are not flush
- which must exacerbate the
steep slope for wheelchair
users. Road surface is
somewhat degraded too at
this point. The street sign for
Denison Rise is missing.

Footway crossing entrance from Bishopdown Road from Anderson Road. The road
surface is poor, and the drop kerb is not flush with the road surface.

Entry of Bingham Road from Bishopdown Road. Poor road surface and drop kerbs not
flush with road surface.
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Junction of Bishopdown Road with lane/garages to Burgess Green. The drop kerb
here is again poor and not flush with the road surface.

Drop-kerb crossing point of Bishopdown Road by Bishop's Court flats — a car is
impeding the crossing point, therefore thought should be given to marking this as a
proper crossing point. Similarly, at the junction of Barrington Road with Bishopdown
Road there is no crossing point at all for wheelchair and other less able users. Thirdly,
the entrance of Gilbert Way has no drop kerb crossing point at all.

Drop-kerb at entrance of Fotherby Crescent from Bishopdown Road, surface missing
and drop-kerb is raised, very difficult for a wheelchair. Poor road surface on
Bishopdown Road by Catholic Church. Drop-kerb crossing point of Bishopdown Road
by Catholic Church - a vehicle parked on it, thought should be given to designating
such crossing places against parking.
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Drop-kerbs. First image is Bingham Road and Bishopdown Road by Catholic Church,
very poorly done. Second & Third are upper entry of Hoadley Green, the drop-kerb is
only applied to one-third width of the pavement, it stands proud of the road, the
surface of which is poor.

Drop-kerbs. First is lower entry to Hoadley Green, again really poorly done with
degraded road surface, proud stones and uneven and narrow paving. Second and
Third are drop-kerb crossing point at bottom of Bishopdown Road, the kerb stones
again proud.

Hoadley Green has uncleaned gutters with some grass growing in places.
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Bishopdown Estate walkabouts
Walk 02- Denison Rise - from Barrington Road up the hill to Bishopdown Road,

including Link Way. Talbot Close and Burgess Green.

Denison Rise

16- At junction with Barrington
Road, the Denison Road sign is
dirty and faded, new paint is
needed on the lettering.

16a- Bus Stop in Denison Rise
by entry to Burgess Green. This
bus stop, placed on a narrow
green verge, has its back to the
road, and is often daubed with
graffiti. The enclosed nature of
it, often with overhanging
greenery, makes it a potentially
threatening environment.

17 - Outside No0.49 Denison
Rise a join in the road becoming
a trench. And, a kerb stone and
paving which has dropped.

Further up Denison Rise a gap in the hedge forming the boundary of the Crematorium
Garden of Remembrance, has been repeatedly forced by a local dog-walker. A recent
repair with wire fencing and a pile of logs and brushwood was taken apart within a day
by the offending person.
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19- This drain, just above
the junction of Denison Rise —
and Link Way, and outside No. .=
16 Denison Rise, is blocked
with grass.

19a- Garages in Talbot Close
- are they all used for parking
cars?

The top bus-stop of Denison Rise faces the road and is clean and tidy.

The pavements are mostly fair.

Link Way
20- Link Way road sign - at junction with Denison Rise - on the Crematorium side,
was knocked off by Council grounds contractors.

21- Link Way- where the road bears right up the slope, a cherry blossom tree is
nearly dead.

Pavements mostly good, a bit untidy at the top end of the road.
22- The paved footway up Link Way to climb to Bishopdown Road by steps, has the

risers and some slabs lifted and slanted. This has been so for many years.

A trench left across the road at entry to garags. A hole left a ntry of garags - a
child on a scooter caught a wheel on it and fell as I crossed the road.

28a- Also, there are only one or two partly-usable entries on to the main Green of
Bishopdown, one at corner of Barrington Road/Fotherby Crescent, one at corner of
Bishopdown Road/Fotherby Crescent — both of which are really continuations of
accessible paving on those two main roads. There is one by the children's play area in
Fotherby Crescent, using a traffic calming hump. However, most of the Green remains
completely inaccessible to those in wheelchairs.

Fotherby Crescent
29-

There are no drop-kerbs across the entrance of the garages by the Catholic Church,
and, indeed, crossing the forecourt of the Catholic Church. Wheelchair users are
forced currently to go on the roads here, which is unacceptable.

30 -

Flats 16-19 Fotherby Crescent have
overgrown elder and other shrubs
along the side wall, which clearly
should not be there and must be
removed.




Garage Space between Burnett Way and Neville Close. We have had recent trouble
here with youths climbing across the garage buildings, using the fence-bar seen on
the right to mount on to the roofs. They are clearly into par-cours and have
trespassed in several properties local to these garages, causing damage to one
resident's garden shed. The garage space has a spread of mud and debris, suggestive
that the garages have few if any cars within them.

Within the garage spaces is a former Council yard and workshop buildings, sixty years
ago it was a local base for maintenance men on the new estate, until recently British
Gas operated an office from here. Now, it is defunct and has been abandoned with an
open gate - an open invitation to troublesome youth.

Youth have been drinking, smoking, and generally gathered here on recent summer
evenings. The three rooms at the left have, debris which has clearly been lit and
burnt, wooden pallets asking to be burnt, and various debris. This neighbours directly
the bungalows at Nos. 8 & 9 Blyth Way, and must be a concern to both them and
other neighbouring properties.

The footway needs correction, much of it has sunk against the kerb-stones.

And, outside the flats at 8 and 10 Neville Close are a couple of overgrown shrubs
which may need removal.

A drop-kerb on the footway leading from Neville Close into Blyth Way garages space
requires imrpovement.
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Bishopdown Estate walkabouts
Walk 4 - From Barrington Road down to London Road, and up Seth Ward Drive,

including Jewell Close, Hallum Close, WoodVvill Rd and Fison Walk.

The shop in Barrington Road. There is no drop-kerb anywhere in the vicinity to allow
wheelchair users to cross Barrington Road close to the shop. The corner nearest the
shop has no drop-kerb, and the pavement is much degraded, both by tree disruption
and by delivery vehicles turning on the corner. The shop forecourt may be accessed in
wheelchair by a poor degraded drop-kerb just beyond the left front corner of the shop,
but the forecourt of the shop has degraded paving, and wheelchair users are forced to
travel along the road to get there. This is unacceptable.

34-

Opposite the Vicarage, possibly the most avoidd trench in the roads of the estate.
Poor paving in front of the Vicarage. Opposite 13 Barrington Road, poor road surface.

35-

Poor paving by entrance of Denison Rise, the drop-kerb crossing is often impeded here
by parked cars. Blocked drain by 24 Barrington Road. Lower end of Barrington Road
another drop-kerb crossing, this time to the bus-stop, here blocked. Again, can some
scheme to enforce these points be worked up?

Crack Willow, corner of Barrington and Seth Ward,drops branches after high winds.
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Barrington Road road-sign completely missing, apart from one post. Drop-kerb to
access London Road pavement is very poor. Drop kerb from London Road crossing the
entrance of Barrington Road is also very poor for wheelchair users.

Seth Ward Drive

Junction of Seth Ward Drive and Barrington Road - the semi-circle of briar-roses has
been poorly maintained in recent years to the detriment of its performance. Layby
and entrance from Seth Ward Drive to Bishopdown-Laverstock Cycleway, this has
been poorly done using two successive drop-kerbs, neither of which is flush to the
road surface. This should be improved.

Bus Stop bottom of Seth Ward Drive - this shrubbery has not been maintained, and
has been infiltrated by tree-saplings, blackthorn, thistles etc. Can someone who
understands gardening — ie: NOT idverde who are completely incompetent - please
maintain this shrubbery properly.

Lower bus-stop in Seth Ward Drive, again
the drop-kerb crossing point impeded by
parked vehicle... .

The same also applies to the crossing
point at the bus stop near the entrance of ¥
Blyth Way.

Jewell Close, leading to Hallum Close, Woodvill Rd and Fison Walk.

The latter three were added in the mid-1980s and, unlike the rest of the 1950s estate,
are not open-plan. Much of the car-parking is by gravel frontages, which is unsightly,
though this has happened to parts of the original estate as well. As with elsewhere
drop-kerbs are poorly done, litter and leaf-debris have been allowed to collect in
gutters, which allows grass and weeds to grow.

40- The signed cycle-route from the traffic-light crossing at Barrington Road, to
Jewell Close, here crosses the grass verge to meet the footway of London Rd by the
M&S Garage. It is on a blind corner, and is not well done - in fact the entire section of
cycle-route is not well done and might well be accommodated on the grass verge
which runs the length of Seth Ward Drive.

41- A cherry tree by 20 Jewell Close is suffering die-back and needs attention.

Footway in Hallum Close leading to Fison Walk. Many of the residents of Fison Walk
are elderly and less-abled, several appear to use wheelchairs. This drop-kerb and
footway are alike in poor condition, and are representative of general conditions.

It leads initially to this corner of land at the lower end of Fison Walk. This was a
planning anomaly and has just been left blank and untended, it is not overlooked by
the front of any property and often becomes a dumping ground.
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43- General state of kerbs
and gutters - debris and
weeds.

Between Nos. 29 & 31 Fison Walk an access path was left when built to allow
residents to get to and from rear gardens. This has now become overgrown with
trees and shrubs and a haven for litter and overflow of people's gardens. The elderly
residents are unable to bring bins out from the rear - this has apparently been seen
by Mostyn Coombes in June 27" 2019. What is being done?

45-  Following a cloudburst in 1989 and flood-water running over the frontages of 31
& 33 Fison Walk, a land-drainage gully was installed with metal grids. However, this
has not been maintained, and consequently the grids have lifted and weeds have
grown - can this be remedied please.

A main route from Bingham
Road (and the rest of the
Estate) to Jewell Close, and
thereby on to Bishopdown
Farm Estate, this garage
space and parking place is
used by many walkers,
cyclists and the less able.
The drop-kerbs and bollards
are a problem to this, and
should be improved.

From a moving vehicle the only visible sign
is at the beginning of Woodvill Road (No.1 Fison Walk) so that emergency response
vehicles inevitably come to that point, and often are forced to walk all the way down
Fison Walk to those properties which are actually closer to Hallum Close. Additional
signs to the area were agreed following a tenant panel in November 2013, but nothing
has been done.
