Chairman's Welcome and Introductions

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting of the Chippenham and
Villages Area Board.

32

Apologies

Apologies for absence were received from Councillor Howard Greenman and
Councillor Adrian Foster. Additionally apologies were received from Philip
Wilkinson, Police and Crime Commissioner for Wiltshire and Swindon as well as
Inspector James Brain (Wiltshire Police), who had arranged for Sergeant
Richard Marshall to attend the meeting in his absence.

33

Minutes

The minutes of the meeting held on 27 September 2021 were presented for
consideration. The Chairman raised the following points that arose from the
previous minutes:

e Regarding Future Chippenham, the Chairman noted that workshops had
taken place in the past two weeks.
e Regarding the Chippenham Place Partnership, it was updated that this
group is still being formulated and a meeting is yet to take place.
Resolved

To approve the minutes as a correct record.

34

Declarations of Interest

Councillor Ross Henning declared that he is a trustee of the Community Hub.

35

Chairman's Announcements

The chairman gave the following updates:

e Changes to Wiltshire’s Taxi Tariffs
The Chairman drew attention to a briefing note attached to the agenda which
provided an update regarding the proposed changes to the Taxi Tariff Schedule
for Hackney Carriages in Wiltshire. The note included information that was
shared with the Licensing Committee at its meeting on 13 September 2021.
Approval had already been provided for the proposals to be implemented, which
will take place on 4 January 2022 subject to the proposals being advertised and
undergoing standard consultation processes.

It was also raised by Area Board Members that it would be positive for there to
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be a move towards the use of electric taxis in the future.

e Update on Leisure Centres Transferring to Wiltshire Council
The Chairman drew attention to the leisure insourcing project, which would see
10 leisure centres currently managed by Places Leisure move over to Wiltshire
Council. This transfer would include The Olympiad, Chippenham and further
information, and a frequently asked questions section can be found on a
webpage via the included link in the report.

Councillor Doctor Nick Murry added that he had spoken to the Cabinet as well
as Chippenham Town Council in regard to receiving additional CIL funding in
order to return The Olympiad to its previous state.

e Wiltshire Youth Council Update

The Chairman referred to the report attached to the agenda which provided an
update on the Wiltshire Youth Council. The Wiltshire Youth Council will start
next year, with representatives from secondary schools across the county
elected to speak out on issues that are important to them. Schools have been
invited to encourage 11-17-year-olds to put themselves up for election, with
elections due to take place between 31 January 2022 and 4 February 2022.
Further information on the Wiltshire Youth Council, can be found in the agenda
pack.

Following the announcement there was time for the following points to be raised:

e It was confirmed that all of the schools in Chippenham have submitted
candidates for the Wiltshire Youth Council.

e |t was raised that though the Wiltshire Youth Council plan to allow elected
young people to spend time with elected Members of Wiltshire Council; it
could be positive and educational for them to also spend time with the
leader of the opposition as well as the Chairman and Vice-Chairman of
the Scrutiny Committee.

e |t was suggested that Area Board Members approach schools and ask
whether they would be prepared for Members to visit and give talks.

e Community Governance Review
The Chairman drew attention to the briefing note attached to the agenda which
related to a survey being undertaken for a community governance review,
including an ongoing survey on a proposed change to the name of Biddestone
Parish Council. The surveys, along with other information, would enable the
Electoral Review Committee to consider if any changes should be made to
parish governance arrangements in these areas.

e Bike Theft Crime
The Chairman updated that The Chippenham and Villages Area Board are
working with Wiltshire Police to deal with the rise in bike theft crime and are
supporting bike marking days by investing in specialist kits.
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Resolved

That the Chippenham and Villages Area Board approved £540 of funding
towards bike marking kits.

It was noted that eventually once the bike marking event is arranged, that Area
Board Members are made aware so that they can promote the event and also
attend in recognition of the finding provided by the Area Board.

Partner Updates

Updates were received from the following partners:

e Wiltshire Police
The Area Board received a verbal update from Sergeant Richard Marshall. An
overview was provided of the performance over the last 12 months to
September 2021, which included the following points:

An overview of the local priorities for Chippenham was provided, which included
the following areas:

e Current issues surrounding the town centre of Chippenham and
bike thefts — It was updated that during the past two months, the Police
have seen a year high of bike thefts. These thefts have been committed
by one group of people, who have now been identified, with the potential
that three members of the group will be charged with 30-40 charges
including for theft, bike theft, anti-social behaviour and possession of
weapons. Op Sleigh is set to take place over the Christmas period, with
the hope that there will be a decrease in crime.

e Increase in anti-social behaviour and crimes by a large group of
youths in Chippenham town centre — It was noted that this problem is
also being caused by the same group of individuals, with acts of abuse
towards shop staff and members of the public as well as criminal damage
having taken place. The Police are using their power to issue community
protection notices, with ringleaders targeted.

e Shop Theft — Also linked to the same group of individuals, normal
Christmas increases of shop thefts have taken place, however these
have been exasperated by the linked group. The Police are looking to
bring the charges together in order to apply serious conditions.

e County Lines and local line drug dealers — The Police recently
secured numerous charges on people within local lines dealing high
amounts of Class A drugs. The Police have so far secured charges for 4
cases of conspiracy to supply Class A drugs. Convictions will range from
2 to 6 years, with the hope that this will have a huge impact on the
amount of drugs sourced from within Chippenham.

Following the verbal update there was time for the following questions and
points to be raised:
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It was queried whether the CCTV would be able to be placed in specific
locations to address concerns. Such requested locations were prominent
locations within the town centre, the A350 to act as a visible deterrent for
speeding as well as in Pewsham.

It was questioned how much of a difference the new HD CCTV is
providing to the Police. To which it was clarified that the difference has
been positive, with the improved quality allowing for distinguishing
features on both property and individuals to now be identified.

It was suggested that Sergeant Marshall and Councillor Doctor Nick
Murry meet, in order to discuss where new cameras would be best placed
for the Cycle Network Group.

Clarity was sought regarding the group causing anti-social behaviour
issues and bike thefts. It was stated that this group are local
(Chippenham, Calne and Bath) although they travel to be together in
Chippenham.

Dorset & Wiltshire Fire & Rescue Service

The Area Board received a verbal update from District Commander, Tim Elliott.
The update covered the following:

The importance of prevention work was referenced, in order to make sure
that fires and incidents don’t occur. The fire service offers Safe and Well
visits to those who could be living alone, are over 65 years old, have a
health condition or might not have a smoke detector. Safe and Well visits
are free and last one hour, covering such topics as individual needs, good
practice, cooking and electrical safety. The following phone number: 0800
0382323 and website: https://www.dwfire.org.uk/safety/safe-and-well-
visits/ can be accessed for those interested in booking a visit.

There has been on-going interaction by the Protection Team with local
businesses and private landlords within the town to raise awareness of
general fire safety. Complaints can be raised regarding commercial
premises by using the following email: enforcement@dwfire.org.uk as
well as calling 01722 691717 during office hours or 0306 7990019 out of
office hours.

The Fire and Rescue Service are currently looking to recruit on-call
firefighters, who though they have “normal” jobs during the day, they are
available when at home overnight and weekends to be on call. On-call
firefighters receive the same level of training and equipment and training
as those who are professional. For those interested in becoming an On-
call firefighter, further information can be found via the following link:
www.dwfire.org.uk/workingfor-us/on-call-firefighters/.

There have been no real incidents to respond to since the last Area
Board meeting and though incident numbers are higher, it is expected. In
particular, possibly linking to the Police update, there have been issues
with fire alarms in the Saddlers Mead and Monkton Park Area. The Fire
Service are working to reduce anti-social behaviour with partners.
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Following the verbal update there was time for the following questions and
points to be raised:

e It was encouraged that the Fire Service apply for Area Board grant
funding to help fund SPECTRA (previously Salamander) courses.

e The safety concern of Christmas lights on homes was raised, with
reassurance provided that communications will be put out in the near
future to address fire risk surrounding lights.

e |t was acknowledged that it was positive to see that the Safe Drive Stay
Alive roadshow has returned to schools. Tim Elliott updated that recently
one at Hardenhuish School was cancelled due to Covid restrictions,
although this will be rescheduled.

e BaNES, Swindon & Wiltshire Clinical Commissioning Group (BSW
CCG)
The Area Board noted written updates attached to the agenda. It was
additionally clarified that though the closure of vaccination sites in Wiltshire was
referenced within the report, Hathaway Medical Centre in Chippenham will
remain open for vaccinations.

e Older People / Carers Champion
The following verbal update was received from Alison Butler, Carers Champion
and Rural Representative. The update covered the following:

e Having previously spoken about local water quality at the previous Area
Board, Alison had been in touch with Andrew Chatterley at Wessex
water, who if the Area Board was to have an environment themed
meeting, would be willing to attend.

e Alison updated that she shared the same concerns as Julia Stacey, Older
People Champion, that during current challenging times the Council has
funded smaller community groups, which have effectively acted as a
safety net, doing an excellent job.

Following the verbal update there was time for the following questions and
points to be raised:

e |t was stated that Wessex Water could attend Area Board meetings in
order to provide partner updates, especially as they will be a key partner
for the Chippenham River Festival.

e During the previous Area Board meeting, funding was awarded to Avon
Needs Trees towards the planting of trees on Stanley Lane. Planting is
set to take place between now and Christmas, with volunteers welcome
to help.

Warm and Safe

The Area Board received a presentation from Lorna Wilcox, Warm and Safe
Wiltshire Project Officer. The presentation covered the following:
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Warm and Safe Wiltshire offer free and impartial energy saving advice to
householders. Having started in 1979, the aim of the charity is to improve
the energy efficiency of homes across Wiltshire as well as providing free
and impartial advice to all residents.

Warm and Safe Wiltshire runs in Partnership with Wiltshire and Swindon
Councils, Dorset & Wiltshire Fire and Rescue service as well as the
public health sector including hospitals in the county.

Lorna explained the energy efficiency of homes and how different parts of
the home allow for more or less heat to leave properties. Therefore
meaning that different properties need different treatments, for example
insulation and damp proofing, heating, prevention of damp and mould.
The charity also offers guidance on bills and debt, specifically how to
understand bills and potentially switching tariffs and providers. Support is
also provided to identify applicable supplier services and discounts.

As part of the partnership work conducted by Warm and Safe, people can
be referred to the Dorset & Wiltshire Fire and Rescue service for Safe
and Well visits.

Following the presentation there was time for the following questions and points
to be raised:

It was questioned whether Warm and Safe have a FAQ guide of what to
look out for with scammers. It was clarified that though there isn’t a guide,
Warm and Safe suggests that people don’t engage with people knocking
on doors and that they are always available as a way of identifying
genuine schemes and for guidance on how to apply for them.

It was clarified that as an impartial charity, Warm and Safe do not partake
in community energy buying schemes.

It was suggested that Warm and Safe contact the Community Hub in
order to further promote their service.

38

Community Hub

The Area Board received a presentation from Sandie Webb from the
Community Hub. The update covered the following:

The Community Hub came about following the recognition that though
Chippenham had community spirit, there was no central hub for
community support, advice or signposting.

Following discussions with the owner of Borough Parade shopping
centre, the Community Hub was given a shop with a 2-year rent free
lease, including waived service charges. The Area Board and Town
Council provided an initial grant, with the lease signed in April 2021.
Collecteco also donated 61 items of furniture towards the Community
Hub.
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e An explanation of what the Community Hub does was provided, including
contributing towards making Chippenham a compassionate community,
signposting with a variety of professional organisations to offer support,
providing training courses for all ages and abilities.

e The Community Hub works with a large variety of organisations in the
local area with multiple purposes.

e The Town Centre Development Team was established as the
Community Hub wanted to be more recognised and heard. The aim is to
ensure that community voice is heard whenever town centre development
takes place. Examples of work have included community surveys.

e The Town Environment Team was established to tackle community
environment issues, such as knotweed in Monkton Park and along the
river. Work is completed in conjunction with the Wiltshire Wildlife trust,
Wiltshire and Town Councils.

e Sandie stated that volunteers are always welcome at the Community
Hub.

Following the presentation there was time for the following questions and points
to be raised:

e Area Board Members sounded their appreciated for the work that the
Community Hub has contributed to Chippenham as well as fostering the
development of a community feel to Chippenham.

The Area Board agreed to ring fence £10,000 from this year’s budget to go
towards a Climate/Environment and Ecological projects, including projects
with community co-benefits.

The Queen’s Platinum Jubilee celebrations

1. Purpose

1.1 To update Area Boards on arrangements to support communities to celebrate the
Queen’s Platinum Jubilee.

2. Background

2.1 In 2022, Her Majesty the Queen will become the first British Monarch to celebrate a
Platinum Jubilee (70 years of service) having acceded to the throne in February 1952.

2.2 An extended Bank Holiday, from Thursday 02 June - Sunday 05 June 2022 will
provide an opportunity for communities and people throughout the United Kingdom to come
together to celebrate the historic milestone by means of community street parties.

2.3 These four days of celebration will include public events and community activities, as
well as national moments of reflection on the Queen’s 70 years of service.

2.4 Similar events took place in 2012 for The Queen’s Diamond Jubilee, with many
communities holding street parties, barbeques and tea parties in honour of the milestone.
Wiltshire Council have specified previous guidance and relevant officers will follow the
same process as used in 2012.

3. Procedure and management of applications

3.1  Wiltshire Council has a robust and straightforward system in place to ensure that
communities wishing to celebrate the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee are signposted to the
council’'s web page where they will find the appropriate tools, support and guidance to
apply to hold a street party. See here — Platinum Jubilee celebrations — useful
information and guidance

3.2  The application process will be a combined departmental effort, as with previous
events of this nature.

3.3  The council’s Traffic Orders, and Highways teams will need time to ensure that all
road closure notices and provisions are in place to allow for a safe and enjoyable event
for all guests, while maintaining and facilitating access for emergency services at all
times. A minimum of eight weeks’ notice is required to process applications if a road
closure order is required.

3.4  The council is committed to managing this process utilising a cross departmental
approach. Such departments will include the Community Engagement Managers, Traffic
Orders, Communications, Highways, Streetscene, Wiltshire Police and Waste.

4. Conclusion

4.1 Relevant council departments are aware of the importance that street parties are to
the residents of Wiltshire to celebrate the Platinum Jubilee.

4.2 Planning in preparation to support these activities is well underway to ensure
communities will have what they need to celebrate this unique occasion.

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Chairs Announcement — Changes to the Highway Code

Jane Deeley (Road Safety Manager — Education) has highlighted that there are to be
changes to the Highway Code from 29 January 20222. However, there is not yet
anything official yet from Department for Transport in terms of publicity assets around the
changes to the Highway Code, although they have promised there will be a THINK
publicity campaign ‘soon’.

In the meantime there is further information on the outcomes of the Government’s 2021
consultation on the proposed change here: Government response to the review of The
Highway Code - GOV.UK (www.qgov.uk)

Attached is a summary table of the changes from the gov.uk website, which can be
shared.

Major changes include:

e Theintroduction of a hierarchy of responsibility of road users. Drivers of
vehicles that can cause the greatest harm in the event of a collision bear the
greatest responsibility to take care and reduce danger for others. There is
emphasis throughout on everyone sharing roads and other routes safely with other
road users

e Priority for pedestrians at junctions. Drivers, motorcyclists and cyclists should
give way to pedestrians crossing or waiting to cross a road into which or from
which they are turning. You should give way to pedestrians who are waiting to
cross at a zebra crossing and pedestrians or cyclists waiting at a parallel crossing
(previously only when actually crossing)

e Priority for cyclists, riders and horse-drawn vehicles at junctions. Drivers and
motorcyclists should not cut across the path of cyclists, riders and horse-drawn
vehicles going ahead when you are turning at a junction, in the same way that you
should not cut across any other road user.

e Clarification on road positioning for cyclists, who are advised to ride in the
centre of the lane in some situations to make themselves as visible as possible,
especially at the approach to junctions or road narrowings where it would be
unsafe for drivers to overtake. (This is taught in Bikeability training)

e More information on safely overtaking motorcyclists, cyclists, horse-riders
and horse-drawn vehicles and filtering by cyclists.

e Adopting what is known as the ‘Dutch Reach’ technique when opening the
doors of a parked vehicle. Use the hand on the opposite side to the door you are
opening (e.g. use your left hand to open a door on your right hand side) This will
make you turn your head to look over your shoulder and avoid injury to cyclists or
motorcyclists passing on the road or to people on the pavement. Video here: The

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Waste collection days to change from 28 February for most Wiltshire residents

The household waste collection days for nearly all Wiltshire properties will change from
Monday 28 February, as Wiltshire Council seeks to make the rounds more efficient.

This change will only affect the general household waste collections — there is no change to
recycling or garden waste collections, which will still take place on their usual day for all
residents.

To help residents with the change, every household will receive a personalised information
letter that explains how their collection day will change and what they need to do. They’ll
also have a hanger label placed on their general household waste bin on their last collection
under the old schedule that will give them more information. Letters will start landing on
doormats from 31 January and during the following two weeks, while people will start to
see the hangers on their household waste bins from 14 February.

Clir Dr Mark McClelland, Cabinet Member for Waste, said: “Changing the waste collection
day for nearly every household in Wiltshire will enable us to make our rounds more
efficient, help reduce our carbon emissions and save more than £1.5m over the next five
years.

“While we’re making these savings, our waste contractors, Hills, will maintain the current
number of collections staff, as there are a number of vacant positions that will now not be
filled.

“This change only affects what we call residual waste, which is essentially the general
household rubbish bins, and not the recycling or garden waste collections — these collection
days will stay the same across the county.

“From 31 January and for the following two weeks, all households will receive a letter that
explains the changes and details their new collection day, so people don’t need to do
anything until they receive their letter.

“We look forward to these new rounds helping to reduce our carbon emissions and deliver
value for our residents.”

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Take part in the Great British Spring Clean this March and April in
Wiltshire

Wiltshire Council is encouraging local groups and organisations to take part in the Great
British Spring Clean this year, from 25 March-10 April.

Groups across the county are urged to sign up on the Great British Spring Clean website
and join in to help clean up the county from unsightly litter. Though please note that litter
picks in the Salisbury area are not encouraged - here, the advice from the UK Health
Security Agency (UKHSA) remains 'if you didn't drop it, then don't pick it up'.

Litter picking equipment has been provided by Wiltshire Council to town and parish
councils and local community groups across the county, so people should contact their
local town or parish council see if they have any equipment to borrow and if they are
hosting a clean-up event to support.

Where possible, volunteers should dispose of bagged waste in their usual household
black bins or a public litter bin that has sufficient capacity.

For large events that could collect more than 10 bags black bags full of waste, the council
can arrange single collection following the event. To arrange this, people should

email streetscene@wiltshire.gov.uk a minimum of 10 days before the event with as much
information about the event as possible and contact details of the event organiser. Any
large items or suspected fly-tips should be left where they are and reported to the council
on the MyWilts app.

Cllr Dr Mark McClelland, Cabinet Member for Transport and Waste, said: The Great
British Spring Clean is a fantastic opportunity for our communities to get involved in
making a difference in their area.

We have provided more than 1,500 litter pickers and 1,500 pairs of gloves to local town
and parish councils, so people should go there to borrow the equipment for their event.
They can also sign up on the Great British Spring Clean website, so others can join in on
the picks in their community.

It would also be great if people shared photos of their events on social media using the
hashtag #GBSCWilts - and we'll share the best.

We'd ask that groups in the Salisbury area adhere to the latest UKSHA advice and not
take part in litter picks; but people can get involved in every other area of the county to
help keep Wiltshire clean.

I hope that community groups from around the county can take part and help to keep
Wiltshire beautiful.

For the Salisbury area, a UKHSA spokesperson said: As a precaution, UKHSA continues
to advise the public not to pick up any items. The advice remains 'if you didn't drop it, then
don't pick it up'.

On Call Recruitment

Have you always wondered if you could join the fire service, but haven’t had the opportunity to find
out more? Have you found yourself seeking your next challenge, keen to give back to the local
community or wanting to learn new skills including leadership and teamwork? Then becoming an
on-call firefighter is for you.

As a paid position, on-call firefighters commit anywhere between 40 to 120 hours per week, during
which time they must be able to respond to the station immediately.

Many have ‘normal’ jobs during the day, then upon their return home make themselves available
overnight or during the weekends. Some of our crew respond from their workplaces during the day,
and we are very grateful to their employers for releasing them to perform their vital duties.

Anyone over 18 years old can apply (although you can also apply once you are 17%2) you must be
able to respond and attend the fire station within 5-8 minutes, you have a good standard of physical
fitness (i.e. you are generally active), and you must have the right to work in the UK.

Electric blanket safety

With colder weather now kicking in, we’ve been reminding people about the best ways to stay safe
and warm. The recent cold snap will have led people to get heaters and electric blankets out of
storage. However, there has already been at least one fire involving an electric blanket this winter,
so please follow this advice if you're intending to warm your bed this way:

* Folding up electric blankets damages the internal wiring, so store them flat or rolled up instead.

» Check the wiring and plug on your blanket before using it, to make sure there is no fraying or damage.
* Unplug blankets before you get into bed, unless they have a thermostat control for safe all-night use.

* Never use hot water bottles in the same bed as an electric blanket, even if the blanket is switched off.

¢ Make sure you have smoke alarms fitted on every level of your home, and test them regularly.

Waste site fire near Devizes

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Motorcycle safety focus of fire station display

Firefighters at Stratton fire station are again supporting the Christmas road safety campaign
with a dramatic visual display.

This year’s road traffic collision reconstruction, at the fire station in Highworth Road, involves a
car and a motorbike, kindly provided by Grist Environmental. There is also a banner that says:
“‘Don’t get smashed — don’t drink and drive”.

Dorset & Wiltshire Fire and Rescue Service runs Biker Down Wiltshire, which is a free course
available to motorcyclists and motorcycle clubs in Wiltshire and Swindon. A similar programme
is available in the Dorset area, organised by the DocBike project.

Whether you ride your motorbike with a group of friends or on your own, there may be a time
when you are the first person at the scene of a fallen biker. Injured motorcyclists need to be
dealt with in a specific manner as it can be easy to cause them further injury, particularly by
removing a crash helmet unnecessarily, or in the wrong way.

Covid-19 vaccinations

As at 9 February 2022, more than 2.1 million Covid-19 vaccinations have been given
out at sites across Bath and North East Somerset, Swindon and Wiltshire.

Since the beginning of 2022, more than 3,000 adults have come forward for their first
vaccination. This is partly due to the innovative ways in which the vaccination offer
has been taken to the heart of people’s communities. Pop-up vaccine clinics have
taken place in sports clubs, community centres, places of worship and even pubs
thus removing previous barriers to uptake including inconvenience and proximity to a
site.

Children aged between five and 11-years-old, who are deemed to be clinically
extremely vulnerable, can now get a single dose of the Covid-19 vaccine from more
than a dozen venues across the region. Efforts to make settings as comfortable as
possible for this audience are being offered including ‘Superhero’ themed child
environments at Salisbury City Hall, that also have therapy dogs for the children to
cuddle and play with.

More than 30,000 secondary school children have received a first dose of the Covid-
19 vaccine, and more than 10,000 have had a second. This means the Bath and
North East Somerset, Swindon and Wiltshire area is leading the way in vaccinating
12 to 15-year-olds, with current uptake being the highest in the south west. Children
in this age group are being offered the vaccine in school but can also get the jab at
evenings and weekends from venues such as Salisbury City Hall.

Walk-in vaccination appointments are still available at a number of sites. Pre-booking
at many venues is no longer a requirement. It is hoped that by removing the booking
process, people who may have been putting off getting vaccinated, perhaps due to
work, home or other commitments, will find it easier to get protected.

All vaccination centres, including those that offering walk-ins, are listed on NHS
England’s national Find My Nearest Walk-in Vaccination service.

Those using the online tool will be able to see a list of the vaccination centres closest
to them by entering their postcode in the search box.
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Current pressures on local health and care system

The health and care system in Bath and North East Somerset, Swindon and
Wiltshire continues to face enormous pressure. A main contributing cause is Care
Home capacity issues as a result of Covid-19 which directly impacts on discharge
flow for Wiltshire patients out of hospitals.

A number of initiatives have been implemented to alleviate pressure and help with
flow through Salisbury hospital by discharging patients who are well enough to go
home. These include:

e The commissioning of 7 beds at South Newton Hospital for admissions until
the end of March 2022.

e Supporting the wider CCG system to open and effectively use additional
capacity in Bath, including a Care Hotel and opening additional capacity on a
community ward at St Martin’s Hospital in Bath.

e Working with the provider, Abicare, to maximise the use of additional Live In
Carers.

e Collaboration with Wiltshire Council and Wiltshire Health and Care on several
initiatives including the provision of two CCG colleagues to the Wiltshire Flow
Hub and an area-wide call-to-arms to support additional domiciliary care
provision as part of the Council’s Support at Home service.

Appeals to the public to support services during this difficult time are ongoing. The
main messages being for people to use our health services appropriately, support
hospitals by collecting loved ones as soon as they are ready to go home, using our
pharmacies for help and support wherever possible and using the online 111 service
in the first instance.

Wiltshire Link Schemes

Wiltshire Link Schemes are community-based, volunteer run charities which aim to
improve the quality of life for disadvantaged, elderly or infirm people by providing
transport and ‘good neighbour’ services.

Link schemes help to keep local communities connected to vital services, by
connecting volunteer drivers (using their own cars), with passengers who have
limited access to transport. Depending on volunteer availability, this can involve
taking someone to a medical appointment, taking them shopping or providing ‘good
neighbour’ services like prescription collection.

There are currently 42 schemes in Wiltshire supported by 1,567 volunteers. Together
in 2021 alone, they completed over 23,136 everyday tasks and offered over 81,000
hours of support. The economic value of the schemes in 2021 was over £1million
pounds.

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Our Shaping a Healthier Future — Health and Care Model
Consultation

Our Shaping a Healthier Future public engagement programme to seek local
people’s views on our developing health and care model concluded in mid-
December. The model sets out what health and care services will be like for people
in the next ten years and will provide a framework to ensure we take a coordinated
approach to how we design and plan services across our partner organisations.

People across BSW have shared their thoughts and opinions by taking part in a
short survey online and by attending in-person engagement events. Around 750
people completed our survey and almost than 1,200 people attended workshops and
interviews.

The completed findings and recommendations will be presented at a forthcoming
BSW Partnership Board on 25 February 2022 that will be held in Public, with
supporting papers being available on the CCG website on the 18 February. A further
dissemination plan will then follow.

Oximetry

The oximetry service in Bath and North East Somerset, Swindon and Wiltshire CCG
is going from strength to strength. The service enables clinically vulnerable patients
with Covid-19 who are isolating at home to measure their own oxygen levels and
send data into local hospitals for monitoring.

If clinicians spot any early warning signs in terms of low blood oxygen levels — which
can lead to complications and poor outcomes — the patient can then be admitted to
hospital where they can receive treatment.

The remote home oximetry service is supported through collaboration between a
number of health and care partners including hospitals, Medvivo and the West of
England Academic Health Science Network.

Annual Health Checks for people with Severe Mental lliness (SMI)
and learning disability

The Bath and North East Somerset, Swindon and Wiltshire CCG are launching new
initiatives to encourage people to come forward for their Annual Health Check
(AHC). The AHC is offered to people with learning disabilities and also those living
with Severe Mental lliness (SMI) as a recognised, evidenced method of improving
their health. They are vital to ensure that these patients remain safe and clinically
well, and also to inform the review and update of the patients’ health action plan.
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People living with severe mental illness (SMI)1 face one of the greatest health
inequality gaps in England. The life expectancy for people with SMI is 15-20 years
lower than the general population. This disparity in health outcomes is partly due to
physical health needs being overlooked. Smoking is the largest avoidable cause of
premature death, with more than 40% of adults with SMI smoking. Individuals with
SMI also have double the risk of obesity and diabetes, three times the risk of
hypertension and metabolic syndrome, and five times the risk of dyslipidaemia
(imbalance of lipids in the bloodstream) than the general population.

Poor uptake for health checks is proven to lead to earlier diagnoses of life limiting
conditions and leave individuals with poorer health outcomes should they succumb
to COVID-19.

In response, First Option Healthcare have been commissioned to support local GP
surgeries with AHCs and have already completed over 1300 health checks since
they started in February 2021. The BSW team are leading a focused effort in
reaching children and young people, working with Special Schools across Wiltshire
to be able to extend the offer and offer AHCs in school settings. The initiatives form
part of the operational plan for 45% of eligible individuals to have completed their
AHC by March 2022 and further work to drive awareness of the importance of having
and access to AHCs is being planned.

Devizes Health Centre

The construction of the Devises Health Centre has now passed the half way point
and is on track to open later this summer. Devizes Health Centre will be one of the
region’s first integrated care centres with several organisations coming together to
provide a range of health services from one building. Healthwatch Wiltshire are
currently conducting a survey to collect thoughts on service provision covering
aspects such as opening times and what services would be desired at the centre.

Integrated Care Board

As we move towards the establishment of the Integrated Care System (ICS) on a
statutory footing on 1 July 2022, we welcomed Sue Harriman to the CCG in February
2022 as Chief Executive Designate of the BSW Integrated Care Board (BSW ICB)
and are making good progress with the recruitment to other roles on the Integrated
Care Board.

Sue brings a wealth of NHS experience. She joins from the Solent NHS Trust where
she was Chief Executive for eight years. Whilst at Solent she took up a six-month
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secondment at Chief Operating Officer for the national Covid-19 vaccination
deployment programme.

Following more than 16 years of clinical experience gained from working as a nurse
in the Royal Navy, Sue joined the NHS in 2002 as a nurse consultant in infection
prevention. Since that time, Sue has held various executive roles within the NHS,
including as a Director of Nursing and Allied Health Professions, Chief Operating
Officer and Managing Director before becoming Chief Executive at Solent NHS
Trust. Under her leadership, Solent NHS Trust achieved an improved Care Quality
Commission (CQC) rating, from ‘requires improvement’ to good overall with
outstanding in the caring domain.

Sue was appointed to the Chief Executive Designate position last November and has
now officially started her new job which will see her work with health and care
partner organisations and VCSE groups across BSW to improve outcomes in
population health and healthcare; tackle health inequalities in patient outcomes,
experience and access; enhance productivity and value for money and support
broader social and economic in the local area.

As regards other roles for the ICS, recruitment for four of the five the Non-Executive
roles has also completed. Appointments are in the process of being finalised for the
Non-Executive Director roles covering Audit, Public & Community Engagement,
Quality and Remuneration & People. Further information on the appointments will be
made available shortly. An appointment was not made for the role covering Finance
and this will be re-advertised.

Recruitment for the Integrated Care Board Director positions for Medical, Planning &
Performance, Strategy & Transformation and Chief Nurse is also underway with the

closing date for applications being the 28 February. Recruitment for the Director of
Place roles will commence at the start of March.

The yellow road between the two blue arrows is the London Road and it has a weight limit of 7.5
tons.

Despite the London Road having a 7.5 ton weight limit, HGV’s routinely use it for access beyond
Chippenham to Calne and Devizes. Although sometimes mistakes are genuine many more
lorries approach from the direction of the town centre, leading us to believe the signs are not
clear enough at the Avenue LaFleche roundabout (red arrow).

There are 7.5 ton limit signs shown at both ends of the London Road (red arrow and blue arrow
to the right). However, the signs approaching the roundabout at the Avenue LaFleche (red
arrow) aren’t clear enough, certainly not early enough so that HGV’s can select the correct
(right) lane. There is no sign that directs traffic and HGV’s to Pewsham Way (the bypass) as
THROUGH TRAFFIC.

There is a sign on the Avenue LaFleche roundabout (red arrow) stating no access to the London
Road, there are no arrows on the sign to deter HGV’s and by the time they get to the second
roundabout (blue arrow above the red arrow), it’s too difficult for them to turn around.

HGV’s using the London Road is a particular hazard because children use both sides of the
road to walk to school and HGV usage appears more frequent in the morning when children are
walking. Also, the pavements are quite narrow in places and as a result, children often spill onto
the road.

| have been noting the details of HGV’s and emailing, telephoning them to advise the health and
safety risk to young children. Most hauliers respond well however, their drivers continue to use
the route.

There is also an issue of speeding. The speed limit is 30 mph however, drivers frequently
exceed the limit which again, increases the risk to young school children. London Road
(between the 2 blue arrows) would benefit from speed limit indicators that light-up when
exceeded.

Project Summary:

Back in early 2019 the Heritage Trail Project approached both the Corsham and Chippenham Community Area Boards for
grants to support the development of a series of eight Heritage Trails to encourage the local community and visitors to
appreciate the historical environment and experience the natural beauty of our North Wiltshire countryside. Since then, the
Project has delivered the eight way marked Trails, improved the Public Rights of Way, with the assistance of the Cotswold
Voluntary Wardens and Northwest Wiltshire Ramblers, and has had two print runs of the eight Trail leaflets totalling 32,000
leaflets. We are now down to our last box of each of the eight Trail leaflets, approx. 360 of each. We believe the continued
delivery of these of Heritage Trails aligns well with both the Chippenham and Corsham Town Council Strategic Plan to
promote health and wellbeing. Especially over the past 2 years when the Trail leaflets have enabled our local communities to
explore their local environment due to the necessary travel restrictions. In addition, the project has supported both directly
and indirectly several other organisations and programmes that include, but not limited to: Walking for Health, Corsham
Walking Festival, Walkers are Welcome (Corsham is a member of this Association and the Heritage Trails have been
mentioned and commented on in the last two annual returns) and the Cotswolds National Landscape. Therefore, we would
like to apply for funding for an update to the trail’s information and a third print run of 2000 leaflets for each of the eight
trails. We have obtained costings from Pear Tree Studio’s for the printing which comes to £2450 and await their costs for
minor updates to the leaflet information which | estimate at £150. Total cost = £2600. The breakdown of funding is
proposed below: Heritage Trail Project - £520 Cotswold National Landscape, Wardens Countryside Fund Grant (yet to be
applied for) - £400 Leaving £1680 to be split between grants from the CABs of: Corsham CAB - £1260 Chippenham CAB -

Project Summary:

Please note: This application is for a portion of the £10,000 grant funding set aside for capital projects to tackle climate
change. Transport is the biggest contributor to greenhouse gas emissions in Wiltshire. Cycling represents a low-cost
alternative to the car for many short journeys, for those who are able to. To get more people cycling their short journeys in
Chippenham, we need a network of safe car-free or quiet routes that will be attractive to all potential users. Unfortunately,
some of Chippenham'’s existing cycle routes have chicane barriers in them (see image attached to funding application for an
example). These hinder or exclude certain (potential) users of the paths, thereby making it less likely that these people will
make journeys by bicycle/tricycle. These barriers are in some cases also illegal under the Equality Act 2010, meaning
Wiltshire Council could face thousands of pounds in damages if a disabled person was to take it to court. The Chippenham
Cycle Network Development Group has been working with Chippenham CATG to have all chicane barriers removed from
Chippenham’s cycleways, and replaced where necessary with bollards or other safety interventions that protect path users,
but importantly, do not exclude any legitimate path users in the way chicane barriers do. CATG terms of reference stipulate
that CATG funds can only be spent on works on land under the control of Wiltshire Council's Highways department. Of the
10 chicane barriers we have identified, 6 are on Highways land, and we have secured funding and approval for these to be
removed, including via CATG. The remaining 4 are on land under the control of Wiltshire Council’s Rights of Way (RoW)
department. CATG rules mean that CATG funds cannot be used to fund the barrier removal works on this land, since it is not
‘highway'. We therefore need to raise the funds for the removal of the remaining barriers, to enable us to complete this
vital accessibility project, and thereby make Chippenham'’s cycleways significantly more inclusive and attractive. The total
cost of this project includes: * Removal of the chicane barriers * Replacement with bollards * Other safety measures to
protect people walking, wheeling and cycling, on a site-by-site basis. This includes tactile paving, surface markings and
signage
