1 Apologies
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors Ernie Clark and Edward
Kirk.
2 Minutes of the Previous Meeting
The minutes of the meeting held on 6 October 2022 were presented for
consideration, and it was,
Resolved:
To approve and sign the minutes as a true and correct record.
3 Declarations of Interest
There were no declarations of disclosable pecuniary or other interests.
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Kieran Elliott, Democracy Manager (Democratic Services), explained that
additional advice was being sought regarding declaration of interests in light of
the updated Code of Conduct, in relation to Other Registerable Interests, and as
a result had requested that the grant applications for Park Yoga and Urban
Festival be deferred to the next meeting.

Chairman's Announcements

The announcements as set out in the agenda and agenda supplement were
detailed and noted.

During the meeting it was proposed by the Chairman and agreed to move the
agenda order of several items.

Partner Updates

Updates from partners were received as follows:

Wiltshire Police

Inspector Andy Lemon was in attendance and provided an update on local
police operations and activities, including county or regional operations which
impacted Trowbridge such as some recent raids and arrests relating to drug
offences. He provided details of changes to the operating management model
for officers based in Trowbridge, as well as presenting figures from local
speedwatch data.

Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner

Philip Wilkinson, Police and Crime Commissioner, was in attendance. He
acknowledged Wiltshire Police had faced some difficult reports on its
effectiveness in some areas in recent years, and since his election in 2021 he
had been putting in place reforms to improve the effectiveness of the
headquarters, as well as making it more responsive to the needs of its officers
and the public, though his role holding the Chief Constable to account. He
highlighted the increasing of the rural crimes team, which had reduced crime
rates by 50%, which he intended to improve further. He noted speeding
enforcement was up, and thanked the many volunteers who made this possible.

The Commissioner explained a new Chief Constable would be in place from the
end of February 2023.

The Area Board had the opportunity to ask questions of the Commissioner.
Queries were raised about technological solutions for speedwatch monitoring,
which it was stated were being looked into, though some options provided data
which could not be used in court. The improved communications with
speedwatch volunteers was welcomed. There were also questions on conviction
rates for sexual offences, which had recently improved but remained low.

The Board thanked the Commissioner for attending.
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Dorset and Wiltshire Fire and Rescue Service

Andrew Laskey was in attendance and provided details of incidents which had
taken place within the last 3 months. The service was focused on prevention
work, noting as a result of the cost of living a rise in use of candles and open
fires. Details were also provided of some previous issue relating to fires at a
derelict property in the Green Lane area.

Town and Parish Councils
The written update from Trowbridge Town Council was noted. There were no
other updates.

Other Updates
Opportunity was provided for any other updates from groups or individual
partners.

Area Board Priority Update: Cost of Living

The Area Board had chosen as a priority to focus upon the supporting low
income families and individuals. It sought to engage with local groups and
individuals working to identify and alleviate issues arising from cost of living
pressures, and where possible support projects and other measures taking
place.

The Board received presentations on behalf of a number of groups working in
the community area.

Clive Jackson from the Trowbridge Debt Advice Service based in Stallard Street
provided details of the work of the trained volunteers of his service. This
provided free and confidential advice to people with debt, helping them to
acquire relief orders or obtain debt management plans amongst other support.
Almost 100 clients were currently being supported, with referrals from the
council, housing associations or direct requests. Three had been a big rise in the
number of people aged 25-40 requiring assistance, and housing association
eviction attempts had also been rising during the current crisis.

Richard Culverhouse from Trowbridge Lions provided an update to the board on
the work of Lions Clubs, which were volunteer service organisations which
provide support and assistance to the community in a variety of ways, such as
supporting elderly vulnerable people on outings, making donations, repairing
broken machinery and others.

Rory Donaldson from Ruksak45218, which provides rucksacks of essential
supplies to young people and families in need across Wiltshire. He highlighted
the very large increase in the number of families helped in the last year, up
nearly 1000 to around 1500. In just the first 19 days of 2023 83 families had
been provided assistance, noting the current crisis meant many people
previously not struggling could not afford essentials such as cleaning products
or nappies. He gave details of donations that had been received such as for
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school uniforms, and encouraged anyone to refer young people in need to them.

A verbal update was provided on behalf of Trowbridge Future, who conducted
many supportive activities in the area including community fridges. They noted
that in the current situation even those not on very low incomes were struggling,
and also highlighted the stress faced by volunteers and workers for charitable
and supportive organisations, who were facing such high levels of demand.

The Board thanked all those in attendance for presenting to the Board, and for
the excellent work they were providing to vulnerable people in the community
area. All Members were asked to help signpost people to relevant groups, who
often worked together to coordinate efforts, and to consider additional ways
support could be provided to local groups providing support.

Funding

The grants for Park Yoga and an Urban Festival were deferred.

Community Grants

HELP Counselling Services had requested £1965 to contribute toward new
office furniture. It was explained the service had moved to new, larger premises
and was supporting an increasing number of people suffering with their mental
health.

On the motion of Councillor Jo Trigg, seconded by Councillor Stewart Palmen, it
was then,

Resolved:
To award £1965.00 to HELP Counselling Services.

Reason:
The application met the grants criteria.

HELP also invited a Member of the Area Board to be a trustee of their
organisation. Councillor Stewart Palmen volunteered.

Collaborative Schools had requested £1965 to contribute to fencing around their
hub site on the grounds of The John of Gaunt School. This would ensure there
was an enclosed outdoor area to allow safe access for children. Details were
provided of programmes for young children and provision of family learning
activities at the hub. On the motion of Councillor Mel Jacob, seconded by
Councillor Antonio Piazza, it was,

Resolved:
To award £1965.00 to Collaborative Schools.
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Reason:
The application met the grants criteria.

Youth Grants

The following two grants were considered by the local Child Friendly
Partnership. Colin Kay on behalf of the partnership noted its support for both
applications, with both applicants having good track records for delivery of
projects.

Wiltshire and Swindon Sport requested £5000 for the Beat the Street,
Trowbridge event. The Board discussed previous such events, which they
considered had been a success, and sought details of when the next event
would take place, probably late September. David Redfern, Assistant Director
Leisure, Culture and Libraries, made a comment on joint working with the
council to deal with legacy from Beat The Street.

On the motion of Councillor Daniel Cave, seconded by Councillor David Vigar, it
was then,

Resolved:
To award £5000.00 to Wiltshire and Swindon Sport.

Reason:
The application met the grants criteria.

Wiltshire Youth for Christ had requested £497.99 for enhancement of a pop up
café. This related to their Stallards park pop up café for young people, which
required upgrading to ensure they were better equipped for hot weather, and
widen the range of activities, which included physical and quieter sedentary
options. a Publicity Campaign. On the motion of Councillor Antonio Piazza,
seconded by Councillor Stewart Palmen, it was then,

Resolved:
To award £497.99 to Wiltshire Youth for Christ.

Shared Lives Update

Amy Smith, Registered Manager, Respite and Day Services, delivered a
presentation on the Shared Lives Service. This was a national scheme that
promotes supportive shared living.

It was stated that Shared Lives was a bit like fostering, but for vulnerable people
over 16 who wanted to live as independently as possible. It enabled people to
live as part of a family, within a carers home, to receive practical and emotional
support. Carers might support someone living in their home long-term, for a
shorter period, or provide respite. Shared Days carers supported someone for a
few hours during a day.

Those supported by the service included adults with learning difficulties, mental
or physical health needs, or who are elderly and in need of support to live as
independently as possible. Some would need assistance with most day to day
needs, whilst others needed mostly guidance and limited support.

Details were provided on what support might be provided within a home, and
how carers would decide if they were willing to learn how to provide personal
care, and be fully trained to do so. The process for becoming a carer was set
out, and the fee they received, which could be up to £593 per week based on
the needs and level of care provided.

The Board welcomed the presentation and sought details on how people were
referred to the scheme, and the extent of the team in Wiltshire compared to
other authorities, which was stated to be about average. In response to queries
it was confirmed that the service would save the council and others money by
providing support before more complex assistance was required, and Members
hoped that the service could be expanded, both for the effective personalised
support for vulnerable people, and in a cost effective way, noting details in the
draft Wiltshire Council budget. Recent media coverage was noted, as part of
improvements in the marketing of the service in the last year.

The Board thanked Amy Smith for her attendance and the work of the Shared
Lives Team.

Leisure Update

David Redfern, Assistant Director, Leisure, Culture, and Communities, was in
attendance to provide an update in respect of Trowbridge Leisure provision.
£25m had been allocated in the 2022/23 budget, with work being undertaken on
leisure needs assessment and development of detailed requirements for the
area.
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It was explained that the council was not yet in a position to determine the
location or locations of the new provision, though it hoped to be able to
announce this in time for the July 2023 meeting of the Area Board. A summary
was provided of the appraisal methodology that would used to assess potential
sites, including consideration of its walk/drive catchment area. At the meeting
the presentation stated this would be 10 minutes, but post meeting this has been
updated to be 20 minutes. It was stated that over 500 young people had
responded to a survey on leisure needs, following comments from the Board
that further engagement with young people was necessary.

Whilst the Board appreciated the attendance of the Assistant Director and the
public consultation taking place, they expressed frustration at the current lack of
participation of elected Members in the project. Some suggestions were raised
whether it would be possible for them to, on a confidential basis, be provided
with details for example of the options assessment at the point when a location
or locations were being chosen. It was felt that this may enable them to engage
with the public on a more informed basis and respond in an understanding way
to whatever was decided, as without such information there were concerns their
views in context would not be as effective as they could be.

David Redfern responded to the comments at the meeting, and would update
the council Board which would make decisions regarding the progression of the
project, and stated he would continue to engage with them as much as would be
possible, though not all information was able to be shared. He emphasised that
any decision on a site or facilities would be based on analysis of the evidence
gathered.

The Board also discussed the rise in costs from inflation and how far the £25m
allocation might now go in terms of options, and sought details on trends from
the initial consultations on leisure needs. Clarity was sought on reference in the
Wiltshire Council 2023/24 Budget report to deleting references to upgrades to
the Trowbridge Sports Centre on the Infrastructure List and replacing this with a
new entry for New Trowbridge Leisure Facility Project. It was stated that what
form the new facility would take depends on the outcome of the options
appraisal and could relate to a different site. Inclusion on the List means that the
Council may use Community Infrastructure Levy funding for this project in whole
or part. Currently alternative funding is made available in the capital programme
for this. Additional comments were provided by Lucy Townsend, Corporate
Director, People.

The Board thanked David Redfern for his attendance and update.

Area Board Priority Update: Local Economy

The Chairman, Councillor Daniel Cave, provided a short update in his role as
appointed Board lead on the priority of the Local Economy.

It was explained that a larger update was planned for the next meeting, and the
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Chairman was seeking to arrange a meeting between local business
stakeholders around local investment, as had taken place in Chippenham.

The following briefing note summaries sources of information and support, and actions that
have been taken by the Council and partners.

For a summary of the resources and recent announcements, take a look at the Council’s
dedicated Cost of Living page. This includes links to information for sources of national and
local support.

The interactive_community directory which helps people to search for warm spaces and
community food providers in their area, also lists the easiest bus routes to help people find
help more easily.

Free sims and mobile data from Wiltshire libraries

Wiltshire Libraries are working with the Good Things Foundation to distribute free SIMs and
mobile data to people in need. The National Databank scheme is supported by UK mobile
networks including Vodafone, O2 and Three.

The free SIMs and mobile data are available from Chippenham, Devizes, Salisbury,
Trowbridge and Warminster libraries.

To be able to access the National Databank you must be 18+ years old and from a low-income
household. One or more of the following must also be true:

e You have no or poor access to the internet at home.
e You have no or poor access to the internet away from home.
e You can't afford your existing monthly contract or top-up.

If you meet the criteria, contact Chippenham, Devizes, Salisbury, Trowbridge or Warminster
libraries to find out more and to book an appointment.

Bus fare reductions over winter

Wiltshire bus users can now travel on most routes in the county for just £2 or less for a
single fare until 31 March.
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The fare price reduction has been funded by the Government and is aimed at getting
more people to use buses across the country during the current cost of living
challenges.

As part of the promotion, many single bus fares in Wiltshire have been capped at just £2
for both adults and concessions. If the single fare was originally less than £2, it will
remain at the reduced price, and many day return tickets have also been reduced.

Vital help with energy bills for more homes — the Energy Bills Support Scheme (EBSS)
Alternative Funding scheme

The EBSS Alternative Funding is a one-off £400 non-repayable discount to eligible households
who have not received the main EBSS payment automatically to help with their energy bills
between 1 October 2022 and 31 March 2023, but are still facing increased energy costs.
Individuals will need to apply for the EBSS Alternative Funding via a Gov.UK portal which has
yet to go live.

The Department for Energy Security and Net Zero (DESNZ) expects eligible households to
include those with a commercial landlord or intermediary, such as park home residents and
some housing association tenants. The EBSS Alternative Funding is expected to reach a
significant number of vulnerable people, including self-funding residents in care homes.
DESNZ is expecting approximately 900,000 households in Great Britain (around 3%) to be
eligible for EBSS Alternative Funding. No household will be eligible for both the EBSS payment
and an EBSS Alternative Funding payment.

Details of the scheme have yet to be published by the Government, and the Government portal
is not yet live, but we expect it to be so in the last week of February. We will publish information
on the website as soon as we know more.

Support for Council House Tenants and Housing Associations

The council's tenancy sustainment team has been supporting tenants through the ongoing
cost-of-living crisis by assisting them to get access to more than £600,000 in new and
backdated benefits, external grants and third-party debt cleared.

In addition, following funding received from the Government's Green Homes Grant, the
Council has been improving the energy efficiency of 100 properties. This work has been
received well by those who have benefited from it, particularly the fact that homes are being
made more energy efficient amid the ongoing cost-of-living crisis. The council is currently
focussing the project on those with the greatest potential increase in energy efficiency.

The Household Support Fund has also allocated funding to the Housing Service for outreach
work to rough sleepers, and to support Council House tenants to combat hardship through the
allocation of vouchers. This is building on the strong engagement work of this team, who under
the people they work with well to provide the most effective support.
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Through partnership working, and the sharing of information, we are highlighting to housing
associations how their tenants can access support. We are confident that their tenants have
been able to access services as, for example, Housing Association tenants made up 42%
those being supported in the Wiltshire Installs project with 16% being Wiltshire Council
tenants, Owner Occupier 28% and Privately rented 14% .

Households to get new cost-of-living payments from spring 2023

The Department for Work and Pensions (DWP) announced on the 3 °f January, more detail
on the payment schedule for the next round of cost-of-living support unveiled in the
Chancellor's Autumn Statement on 17 November.

The £900 payment for over eight million eligible means-tested benefits claimants (including
those on Universal Credit, Pension Credit, and tax credits) starts in spring. Payments will go
directly to bank accounts in three payments over the course of the financial year. There will
also be a separate £150 for over six million disabled people and £300 for over eight million
pensioners on top of their winter fuel payment.

Payments will be made automatically if individuals are eligible and there will be no need to
apply. Claimants who are eligible for any of the cost-of-living payments and receive tax credits,
and no other means-tested benefits, will receive payment from HM Revenue and Customs
shortly after DWP payments are issued.

Exact payment windows will be announced closer to the time but are spread across a longer
period to ensure a consistent support offering throughout the year. They will be broadly as
follows:

£301 - First Cost of Living Payment — during Spring 2023

£150 — Disability Cost of Living Payment — during Summer 2023
£300 — Second Cost of Living Payment — during Autumn 2023
£300 — Pensioner Cost of Living Payment — during Winter 2023/4
£299 — Third Cost of Living Payment — during Spring 2024

Those eligible will be paid automatically, and there will be no need to apply. For more
information, please visit GOV.UK.

Winter Fuel Payment videos

The DWP has also created some short videos answering key questions about Winter Fuel
Payments. The videos are now also available in British Sign Language version

We would encourage you to share these videos:
Winter Fuel Payment - British Sign Language and Winter Fuel Payment Information

Most of those eligible do not have to claim their Winter Fuel Payment, as it is awarded
automatically.
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People who have not been paid by 13 January 2023 are encouraged to check their bank
account before contacting the Department’s Winter Fuel Payment Centre.

Energy support for businesses

The Energy Bill Relief Scheme launched in under Liz Truss and Jacob Rees-Mogg was
Business and Energy Secretary for an initial period of 6 months end at the end of March. On
January 9, Government announced plans to replace the scheme, from the start of April, with
a new Energy Bill Discount Scheme (EBDS).

While the old scheme capped energy prices in a blanket fashion, businesses can only benefit
from the new scheme when prices are at or above £107 per MWH for gas and £302 per MWh
for electricity.

At this point, bills will automatically be reduced. This reduction applies to businesses, charities
and public sector bodies and is less generous than previous suppport provided.

Higher discounts are on offer for energy-intensive businesses such as steelmakers and
manufacturers. The threshold at which the discount kicks in is also lower for these firms

The EBDS will run for 12 months from 1 April 2023 to 31 March 2024
Warm & Safe Support

Wiltshire Council’s friendly library staff are continuing to play their part too, by working with
Warm and Safe Wiltshire and The Rural Communities Energy Support Network, to assist
residents seeking basic energy advice and make referrals to experienced energy advisors in
all but its smallest libraries. All libraries can signpost people to community partners and
agencies that can support people through the rising cost of living. Libraries are also collection
points for Warm Packs, which includes a hot water bottle and blanket, for anyone who would
benefit from some free essentials. In all but the smallest libraries there are at least two energy
champions who are trained to offer advice and support people to access help.

There are no criteria for anyone who might need to use the library as a warm space, staff and
volunteers will be friendly and welcoming so that people feel as comfortable as possible. There
are also opportunities to spend more time in the library to take part in board games, colouring,
jigsaws and tea and chat where these are part of a local library programme.

The council is always looking for volunteers to support library services, so if anyone has time
to spare and wants to join a friendly team this winter they should email
libraryenquiries@wiltshire.gov.uk or visit Libraries.

Rural Communities Energy Support Network

The Rural Communities Energy Support Network, delivered as a partnership between the
Council and the Centre for Sustainable Energy, is looking to recruit people from local
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communities would like to be able to offer people in their community more support around
staying warm and keeping the bills down

Volunteers would gain access to training and resources so they can offer energy saving
advice.

Warm and Safe advice service

The service has continued to play a prominent role in Wiltshire’s cost of living support to low-
income households, by providing energy, debt, bill advice, small grants, insulation advice
and referrals. Since the beginning of October, the service has received 1009 enquires,
made 144 heating and insulation referrals, 87 Priority Service Register sigh ups and
provided £26,000 in food and fuel vouchers and distributed £30,328 of Surviving Winter
Grant to Wiltshire households.

Boater Support

Public Health working alongside Economic Development secured UK Shared Prosperity
Funding (UKSPF) to support the boater community, who find themselves disproportionately
affected by the cost-of-living crisis. The funding has allowed Public Health to mobilise an
outreach programme with Julian House to support our boating community with emergency fuel
and food vouchers, within an extremely tight timescale to ensure the boaters secured the
funding at a time of great need. The project was delivered throughout the 3-week cold period
in December and helped 71 Boaters and 4 Roadside Travellers with both fuel and food
vouchers. Households were identified by Julian House based on eligibility criteria: low income,
health condition, single parent and children with health condition.

Wiltshire Installs project

The Wiltshire Installs project is delivered by Warm and Safe Wiltshire and has been particularly
busy this winter. The scheme aims to provide new boiler/repairs, Fuel and food voucher
support to households that can demonstrate that they comply with the strict eligibility criteria:
low income, have a health condition, their energy needs are off the mains Gas network and
have a prepayment meter. The scheme has supported 209 households since the beginning
of October 2022, through a mixture of prepayment meter and food vouchers, in addition 11
new boilers have been fitted where households have had a no heating situation.

Support for households that rely on life saving equipment.
Warm and Safe Wiltshire has worked in partnership with both Integrated Care Board and Adult

commissioning to identify households that rely on life saving equipment, who are
disproportionately affected by the high energy prices. Through November families have been
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offered support through the provision of food and prepayment meter vouchers, to date 13
families have been supported.

Community Case Worker

This winter we have increased the ability to support Council, Primary Care, NHS and
Voluntary and Charitable organisations with outreach work through the Community Case
Worker project (Warm and Safe), which has allowed us to deliver 24 events, outlining the
Warm and Safe service and the referral routes available to organisations to allow
households ease of access into the service. In addition, this role has allowed us to provide 1
to 1 support and advocacy to people in crisis.

Wiltshire's Wellbeing Hub is available to help advise people through the cost-of-living
crisis

As well specific and general telephone contacts, the Council is making their Wellbeing
Hub phone line available for people who may be worried about the cost-of-living crisis
and needing some information and advice.

The hub was originally set-up at the start of the pandemic to provide information and
advice. Anyone can access the hub and it can provide confidential advice, information,
and signposting from the council's friendly team in relation to the current high cost of
living.

People can call the hub Monday to Thursday 9am to 5pm and Friday from 9am to 4pm
on 0300 003 4576 or email wellbeinghub@wiltshire.gov.uk. The opening hours will
continue to be regularly reviewed depending on what the demand is for the service.

Promoting Fundraising Campaigns

As part of our work with our Voluntary, Community and Social Enterprise partners, Wiltshire
Council is helping to promote the Wiltshire Community Foundation’s Cost of Living Appeal
through our networks.

Building on the work of previous appeals where people who can afford to are encouraged to
donate any surplus winter fuel allowances, the wider community is being asked to help
generate vital funds to help grassroots voluntary groups and charities in Swindon and Wiltshire
who are supporting families and individuals in the face of escalating rent, food, and energy
prices.

The money raised through this joint appeal with fund a new grants programme to support
projects which are keeping people fed and warm and provide additional practical support and
advice to help people cope throughout this period of great hardship

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This Months Focus

Project Zero

Led by our ever-proactive Roads Policing Unit and supported by the Neighbourhood Teams; we are taking
some time to focus on Road Safety.

Project Zero is born from a National Initiative and ambition, to reduce the number of Road Deaths to zero.
1760 people died on Britain’s Roads in the 12 months to June 2022, with a further 28044 peofple seriously
injured. Itis the leading cause of death amongst 15-19 year olds and it disproportionately affects young
men at a rate of 3:1. Excess Speed is a factor in 25% of Fatal Collisions.

We have heavily invested in ﬁ)reventative Road Safety functions; with dedicated Road Safety Officers to
look at the holistic picture, alongside Speed Enforcement Officers, who target this area in particular.

Project Zero looks to target what’s known as the “Fatal Five”: Drink Driving, Drug Driving, Careless Driving,
Failing to Wear a Seatbelt and Using a Mobile Phone whilst Driving. Roads Policing Officers rotate aroun
the County, targeting these offences one Town at a time.

This is also supported by our Community Speedwatch Teams and the Neighbourhood Team:s.




Crime Exceptions

Crime Exceptions are described as a volume of offences outside of the normal range expected, based
on the last two years’ worth of data.

All Crime — Trowbridge

February 2023 saw 262 reported crimes across the town of Trowbridge compared to 272 reported crimes in
February 2022, a reduction of 10 crimes.

N Across February 2023 offences of Burglary — residential are showing as a crime exception, with 11 reported
incidents across the town.

3 of the burglaries relate to Attempted Burglaries, whereby attempts have been made, unsuccessfully, to gain
entry to a property.

8 of the burglaries relate to offences that have occurred predominantly across ET12, ET13 and ET14. These
offences range from insecurities to windows being smashed in order to gain entry.

The order prohibits anybody other than the tenant from accessing the property for a period of three months.

Closure Order

A Partial Closure Order was granted for a property in Park Road, Trowbridge, following concerns relating to the occupant of the address
being exploited. Officers visited the resident’s address and found a male present who was believed to be using the address to deal Class
A drugs.

The order prohibits anybody other than the tenant from accessing the property for a period of three months and allows the police and
partner agencies a period of time to ensure that sufficient safeguarding is in place moving forward.

Section 35 Dispersal
Order

A Dispersal Order was authorised for a period of 48 hours, following a spate of incidents of antisocial behaviour, theft and drug use by a
small group of people.




Local Priorities & Updates Continued

Priority Update

A man was arrested on suspicion of drug driving during Project Zero patrols in February. Officers arrested the man in his 30’s due to a
strong smell of Cannabis emanating from his vehicle. He has since been released under investigation whilst enquiries are ongoing.

As well as the arrest, 14 Traffic Offence Reports (TOR’s) were issued for offences including defective tyres and mobile phone use, and 11
Fixed Penalty Notices (FPN’s) were issues for various offences including failure to wear a seatbelt.
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Project Zero . . . .
J Speed checks were also carried out at 12 locations the community had raised concerns about.

A/Insp Will Ayres said ; “During these speed checks, speed enforcement caught 97 drivers speeding. Roads were clearly signposted with
30mph speed limits and were all in regular use by pedestrians. One driver was caught reaching speeds of 52mph. This is completely
unacceptable and the work we are doing is about the importance of driving within the speed limit in a bid to keep our roads as safe as
possible”.

On Call Recruitment

Have you always wondered if you could join the fire service, but haven’t had the opportunity to find
out more? Have you found yourself seeking your next challenge, keen to give back to the local
community or wanting to learn new skills including leadership and teamwork? Then becoming an
on-call firefighter is for you.

As a paid position, on-call firefighters commit anywhere between 60 to 120 hours per week, during
which time they must be able to respond to the station immediately.

Many have ‘normal’ jobs during the day, then upon their return home make themselves available
overnight or during the weekends. Some of our crew respond from their workplaces during the day,
and we are very grateful to their employers for releasing them to perform their vital duties.

Anyone over 18 years old can apply (although you can also apply once you are 17%2) you must be
able to respond and attend the fire station within 5-8 minutes, you have a good standard of physical
fitness (i.e. you are generally active), and you must have the right to work in the UK.

In a disaster/emergency widespread damage to utilities, buildings, trees and roads is likely to cause
issues across the county. Our emergency services will be dealing with the most urgent concerns, so
your local community will be the most immediate source of support and help.

They are fitted around whatever your community wants them to be, but primarily they are designed
so that community members can help themselves, but also have a linkage into the emergency services
in your local area.

What'’s the Purpose:

In an emergency the responding agencies will be heavily stretched, where they must prioritise urgent
calls. Many of the minor issues can actually be resolved by the community themselves, often with just
a little organisation or information required. The Emergency Contact hub is to build on and enhance
what is already in place in the community. It is not designed, nor does it intend to remove any levels
of responsibility that already exist that support our society.

The fundamental purpose of the Emergency Contact Hubs is that the community can come together
to help one another, but also enabling the emergency responders and community groups to feed
information to one another. For example;

- Police, Community Support Officer’s (PCSQ’s) can visit the site with key updates and can
then take back any urgent issues and feed them up the chain.

- Warmth and welfare can be provided within the hub to anyone that’s needs it.

- Food and water can be dropped off at the site for residents/community in need.

- Activities to help in the incident can be coordinated at the hub.

- Community can come together with people in a similar position to themselves.

How is the Hub run?

In general, the hub is run by the community for the community. It uses the community venues
themselves and is predominantly staffed by community volunteers. It’s essentially a place for the
community to come and help each other. Each hub will have an emergency pack which will give
some suggestions on roles e.g., supervisor and welfare, but these do not need to be stuck too and
can be altered to whatever suits the group. There is also no requirement to predefine people to
roles, the system works so that you can open up and get started from there.
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Examples
Widescale Power Outage

- Community decides to open the hub.

- Information brought down to community via the hub from local responders (e.g., PCSQ’s).

- Community information fed back up to responders via hubs (e.g., via PCSOs).

- Community comes together to identify vulnerable who might need some help.

- Food dropped at hub for distribution.

- Community shares out torches and lighting facilities to those in need.

- Information on safe processes available at hub (e.g., how to keep food cool without a
fridge).

- Focus point to report medical emergencies if 999 is not operational.

Flooding Event

- Community decides to open the hub.

- Community collates any issues that they are aware of.

- Communication fed into Local Authority/Environment Agency (via phone call/email or visit).
- Information and assistance passed down to hub.

- Resources passed into hub.

Project Summary:

Bellefield Primary School would like to introduce a Wiltshire Scrapstore PlayPod onto their school playground. This will be
introduced to improve behaviour but also to encourage our pupils back to collaborative imaginative play as we are
increasingly seeing the negative effects of COVID on the children playing. Our onsite Nursery will have access to the PlayPod
as will the special school satellite classroom that uses our site.

Vulnerable Adults Wellbeing Partnership challenging behaviour in
Funding the community

Project Summary:

The project involves training at least 4 volunteers to deliver sessions for the wider community to make people aware of how
to respond to trauma induced behaviour. Wiltshire Council has been rolling out a programme of training for staff working
in Children’s Services called Five To Thrive. This is an approach to responding to trauma induced behaviour based on
neuroscience, developed by Knowledge Change Action (KCA). Trowbidge Child Wellbeing Partnership believes that this
approach has been shown to be highly effective and is applicable not only to children and young people. The Partnership
feels that disseminating the approach more widely through the Trowbridge Community could have significant benefits for
the mental health and wellbeing of the community. To test this out a pilot community session was held in March 2022 to a
mixed audience of Councillors, staff of Trowbridge Future, Trowbridge Town Hall, Active Trowbridge and Selwood Housing.
The session was extremely successful and the evaluation report of it has been included with the application. The session was
funded as a pilot by Wiltshire Council, however, their focus is on developing awareness of Five To Thrive across the whole of
Wiltshire rather than saturate a particular area so they are unable to fund the training of community facilitators for
Trowbridge., To reduce the cost of delivering further community sessions without direct KCA involvement the Partnership
has worked with KCA to develop a community session that could be delivered by volunteer facilitators. This funding
application is to cover the development cost of the session £400, training the volunteer community facilitators to deliver
sessions to the wider community in Trowbridge £750. £150 to cover the cost of venue hire both for the training event and 4
future community events, this is based on the Town Hall’s rate of £15 per hour, and £200 to cover the costs of materials for
the community sessions e.g. flip chart paper, refreshments, any travel costs incurred by the volunteers. It is proposed to
train a minimum of 4 volunteers who would each deliver a minimum of 1 session to 10 people over the course of a year so
reaching a minimum pf 40 people in the Trowbridge Community. Once trained the volunteers become an important
resource for the community and ther is no extra charge from KCA if more sessions are delivered. Volunteers need to have
already done Five To Five Training, ideally the Five To Five trainer training and be experienced trainers. Five potential
volunteers have been identified. In terms of target audience for the community sessions initial discussions have already
taken place with Trowbridge Future, Trowbridge Town Hall and Selwood Housing and interest has also been expressed by
school governors. Each community session delivered will be thoroughly evaluated. A modest out lay of money would
support a significant attempt to improve the mental health and wellbeing of the Trowbridge Community.

Funding

Project Summary:

Park Yoga provides a free yoga outdoor in public parks in the UK. The sessions are free for one hour on Sunday mornings
between May and September. Park Yoga is a registered charity and funded through donations and grants. In 2021
Trowbridge hosted its first Park Yoga with 984 people attending over the 20 week period, an average 49 per week. We
would like to welcome Park Yoga back in 2023. One of the most cited benefits of taking part is the sense of community it
instils in its participants. At a time of the cost of living crisis a project outdoors and open to all is much needed within
Trowbridge. There is strong evidence base showing the benefits of access to greenspace and outdoor exercise on wellbeing
and mental health.

(min 3:12) we are able to provide the supervision required to manage behaviours whilst encouraging, supporting,
celebrating & praising our beneficiaries.

Project Summary:

There are two main overlapping parts, both to run for up to 12 months from receipt of grant funding, and a set of
supporting activities. They are to take place in venues around the area such as the Town Hall and youth clubs in Trowbridge
and the Area Board parishes, in evening, weekend and/or vacation sessions. 1. Large-group art making - Leading young
people and those under 25 with SEN or Disabilities, and their families, in creating large-scale collective art works, using a
structured process called Art Arena Games (A-Ag). 2. Delivering art into public spaces - Selecting artworks by children,
young people and others, identifying suitable walls, fences etc., getting the owners’ and any other needed permissions, and
supervising the painting of chosen artworks as publicly visible murals, either permanent or as removable hoardings.

Grant funding will contribute to the continuance and/or improvement of cultural, social and community activity and wellbeing in the
community area, the extent of which will be dependent upon the individual project.

Councillors must ensure that the Area Board has sufficient funding available to cover the grants awarded.
