Minutes
Decision

The minutes of the meeting held on 12 November 2015 were agreed as a
correct record and signed by the Chairman.

Declarations of Interest

The following declarations were made:
Item 10 — Community Grants

Clir Douglas noted that her daughter had previously attended South Wilts
Grammar School (SWGS), but were no longer in attendance. This did not
constitute an interest; therefore Clir Douglas took part in the discussion and vote
for this application.

Clir Clewer noted that his Daughter was in attendance at SWGS, he did not take
part in the discussion or vote on this application.

Chairman's Updates

The Chairman made the following announcements:

e Stanhope had been invited to return to the March 2016 meeting to update
on the progress of the proposed Maltings and Central Car Park
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development.

Note: Since the meeting this invitation had been declined, the Board
hoped to receive an update later in the year.

e March Meeting — The Board had hoped to hold the next meeting in March
at the newly opened Campus building at Five Rivers. However due to the
Campus being unavailable on Thursday evenings, the Board would
consider whether to move the date of the next meeting.

Note: Since the Area Board, it had been decided to keep the original
date of Thursday 10 March 2016 for the next meeting, at South Wilts
Grammar School.

Child Poverty

The Community Engagement Manager; Karen Linaker introduced the item,
explaining that the Board had sent out target invites to ensure the discussion
was well informed.

Kate Blackburn, Public Health Specialty Registrar and Sarah Heathcote, Head
of Child Health Improvement gave a presentation to the Board. A copy of the
slides from the presentation are attached to these minutes.

The Board invited people to join them in shining a light on child poverty in
Salisbury, to look at what was being done already by statutory, community and
voluntary sector partners and to decide what more was needed, and how we
were locally going to respond.

The Board then heard from Professor Al Aynsley Green who helped to
summarise the information from the presentation and provide inspiration for local
action planning.

Following this everyone in attendance took part in a round table discussion on
some key themes, to identify some actions which were then fed into an
interactive voting session to prioritise suggestions for local action. The results of

Shared Space - Blue Board Row

Spencer Drinkwater, Principal Officer Transport Strategy Sustainable Transport,
delivered a presentation on a concept design for a shared space scheme along
Blue Boar Row.

The Salisbury Vision’s Traffic and Movement Strategy had identified three key
aims which the Blue Boar Row scheme would try to incorporate. The aims were
to:

« Minimise traffic movements circulating or moving through the City Centre;

+ Make the City more ‘friendly’ for pedestrians and cyclists; and

« Improve the streetscape within the core of the City.

What was shared space?

« Shared space was an urban design approach which sought to give all
users more freedom in how a space was used.

« It meant different things to different people, and design must reflect the
local context of each site.

« The aim was to create a multi-functional, flexible space, with ‘place’
qualities prioritised over vehicle movement.

« The aim was an inclusive, comfortable environment for all non-vehicle
users that was not dominated by vehicles.

» Definition and segregation of ‘vehicle space’ was reduced, creating a
greater sense of uncertainty for drivers and removing their sense of
priority - thereby reducing vehicle speed and deterring drivers.

Page 5 of 10
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Coming to the Board was the first stage in the consultation process, to gain the
support for the initial development and design stages of the scheme to move
forward. If the Board supported the concept, then the scheme would move
forward and there would be further consultation including:

Consultation with Wiltshire Councillors, the City Council, and Disability
and Access Groups

Consultation with other stakeholders

Consideration of representations

Report to Salisbury Area Board (Select preferred option)

Report to Cabinet Member

Decision to progress to detail design and implementation (Yes/No?)

Comments and questions included:

It was refreshing to see something new for Salisbury, this would be an
opportunity to try something different.

Would the road close during the works? Answer: Yes the junction would
close for some time whilst the works were undertaken.

This would be good for cyclists as vehicle speeds would reduce with this
scheme.

Businesses would love this scheme, it would encourage people to stay in
the City for longer. It would be important to spend time on the
consultation and to get businesses on board.

How soon could a scheme take place? Answer: A scheme could be
implemented as early as 2017.

The congestion and air quality issues at this part of Salisbury are an
issue, this scheme would ease the problems here.

Could the scheme be expanded in the future? Answer: It was recognised
that the scheme could be expanded in other areas of the city, perhaps in
Castle Road to change the environment there.

Would making this area shared space have a negative impact on users of
the crossings there who were blind or disabled? Answer: All of those
issues would be considered and consultation with all groups in Salisbury
would take place to gain a wider understanding of the concerns of
disabled and blind people.

Decision

The Salisbury Area Board fully supported the concept of a Shared Space
Scheme for Blue Boar Row and welcomed further updates and
presentations as the scheme progressed.

Update from Representatives

Page 6 of 10
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The Board noted the written updates attached to the agenda and received the
following verbal updates:

Local Youth Network (LYN) — Winnie Manning

A copy of the notes from the last LYN Management meeting held on 15
December 2015 was circulated at the meeting. Kirstie Stage, Chair of the LYN
gave an update, explaining that the group had met to consider funding requests
as detailed in the report. The recommendations would be considered by the
Board during the Community Grants item later in the agenda. A copy of the
report is attached to these minutes.

Salisbury City Council (SCC)
City Clerk, Reg Williams gave an update, this included:

e The Policy and Resources committee had met to recommend a budget to
full council. It recommended a 0% increase to the precept for 2016.
These recommendations were then approved by Full Council on 18
January 2016.

e The Guild Hall roof project was on budget and was hoped to be complete
in mid May 2016.

e The Victoria Park project was so far under budget, however due to poor
weather this was a few days behind schedule.

Salisbury Business Improvement District (BID)

Steve Godwin, Business Manager explained that the BID was well into its third
year and was well established at working on behalf of the City Centre
businesses.

The BID was working in partnership with Salisbury City Council and Wiltshire
Council to produce a Waste Charter for the city.

The two Street Rangers were out and about the city to report on any issues
which occurred.

Laverstock and Ford Parish Council
Clir David Burton gave an update which included:

e River Bourne Community Farm creator Ben Parker was honoured an
MBE in 2016 New Year's Honours List.

e Two Councillors had been doing tremendous work at the Youth club at
Old Sarum, which had now received the Phoenix award.

e The Parish Council operated a small community grant scheme, funded
from income unconnected with council tax. Applications from local
community based, ‘not for profit’ or charitable organisations e.g. voluntary
groups, societies, clubs (including new startups), sports clubs, youth
clubs, playgroups, and Community Projects were invite. Full details
available on the website: http://www.laverstock-ford.co.uk/

Police — Inspector David Minty
Inspector Minty invited questions from the floor. These included:
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e Was there a local Youth Strategy that the Police were working to?
Answer: There was a force Youth Strategy, but locally they ran a Cadet
scheme in Swindon and Trowbridge. This was where the Police worked
with groups of 20 young people to get them involved in beneficial
activities and work for the community. It was hoped that a scheme could
be started in Salisbury in the near future.

e Would this include life support training for cadets? Answer: Yes that
would hopefully be included.

e There had been reports that manpower had been reduced for Salisbury,
what were the implications of that? Answer: The Journal had published
an article about Community Policing in Amesbury. The new model would
see Officers working a 5 shift week on a 24/7 pattern, where we would be
back to Policing Salisbury with Local Police Officers. This would be a
more efficient way of working. There would be 5 sergeants for the area. A
report would be brought to a future Board meeting outlining the new
model.

Action: Clirs asked for the report to be brought to the next meeting.

Police and Crime Commissioner

The Police and Crime Commissioner Angus Macpherson was in attendance to
consult on the proposals for the increase to the precept for 2016/17. His
proposal was an increase of just under 2%, which equated to £3.12 per
household for the year.

This increase would enable him to protect Community Policing, which was
greatly valued. Local Policing was key, and would continue as before.

A consultation flyer was circulated at the meeting and people were urged to take
part in submitting their views online or by completing the slip and returning it.
The consultation would close on 2 February 2016.

Community Area Transport Group — Clir John Walsh

The next meeting was scheduled for 24 February 2016. Funding was still
available for small minor improvement schemes. The deadline for submission
was the end of January.

Community Area Grants

The Board considered four Community Area Grant Applications for funding for
2015/16, as detailed in the report and online. Applicants present were invited to
speak in support of their projects. Following discussion, the Board Members
voted on each application in turn.

Decision

Wyndham Park Infants School was awarded £4,860 towards the Somerset
Road Educational Trust Cycle to School Initiative.

Reason — The application met the Community Area Grants Criteria 2015/16.

Decision

Salisbury Malayalee Community was awarded £1,000 towards Kitchen
Appliances.

Reason — The application met the Community Area Grants Criteria 2015/16.

Decision

The application from the Wiltshire Bobby Van Trust was deferred until a
future meeting, to allow time for the Police and Crime Commissioner (PCC)
to be asked whether this service could be funded by him.

Reason — The Board felt that this was a valuable service for the
community, which could be funded by the PCC.

Decision

South Wilts Grammar School for Girls was awarded £5,000 towards the
Salisbury Athletics Track Improvement Programme from the Youth budget.
Also, the board agreed in principle to support the granting of a further
£15k to be ratified in May 2016, noting that such a decision was necessary
to facilitate the submission of the Heritage Lottery Funding bid by the 11
January 2016.

Reason — The application met the Community Area Grants Criteria 2015/16.

Note: Clir Clewer had declared an interest for the above application and so did
not take part in discussion or vote.

The Sound Emporium Funding Bid

The Board was asked to confirm funding support for The Sound Emporium’s
free youth night’s up to the 31 March 2016, as detailed in the report attached to
the agenda.

Decision
The Salisbury Area Board awarded a grant of £4,375 to support the
continuance of the youth group at Hendrix House until the 31 March 2016.
This funding would be deducted from the Salisbury Area Board’s Youth
Budget.

Decision

The Salisbury Area Board ratified an urgent decision to grant £500 from
the Youth Budget to cover TSE costs during the first weeks of 2016 was
agreed by councillors and implemented on the 17 December 2015 under
the Community Engagement Manager’s delegated authority.

CHILD WELLBEING UPDATE

Purpose of the report

1. To take forward the conclusions of the 7t January 2016 board meeting when a
discussion took place concerning child poverty in Salisbury.

2. To seek the board’s agreement to make child wellbeing a priority, taking this
forward as a focused task and finish group, to report back to the Area Board in
12 months.

3. To nominate a unitary councillor to lead the task and finish group.

Background

4. On the 7 January 2016, the board was brought up to date regarding key facts
and statistics on the topic of child poverty in Salisbury. This information came
from Wiltshire Council’s public health department. The Director of Public Health
has asked all area boards to take a lead in helping communities to shine a light
on child poverty and to respond with local action to tackle the issues.

5. Appendix 1 is a copy of the voting slide from the 7t January meeting, when the
approximately 70 people in attendance were asked to prioritise what they
considered to be the top issues and top actions required.

6. Key representatives in attendance were local charities, rotary, GPs, health
visitors, children centres, housing, the community and voluntary sector, unitary
and city councillors, churches, police, fire and young people. The hope is that a
number of these will come together to form the task and finish group.

7. The proposal is that the issues on the voting slide be the starting point to inform
local strategy and an action plan on child wellbeing.

Recommendations

8. To note the outcome of the 7t January 2016 discussion.

9. To set up a focused task and finish group to have the responsibility of forming
and implementing a local action plan for child wellbeing in Salisbury.

10. To nominate a unitary councillor to lead this work.

Health and Wellbeing Group

The Council is proposing that each Area Board establishes a Health and Well Being Group. Health
and Wellbeing Groups are intended to provide a community led local forum to facilitate the
coordination of joined up services for older people living within a community area. They are
intended to gather the views of local older people and ensure these views are represented at the
local Area Board. The groups will focus on working with community commissioners to identify the
needs of a local population and support the development of services that will meet these needs.

What will they be expected to do?

It is anticipated the groups will identify how best to co-ordinate support for vulnerable people in
their area in a way that that is more inclusive than the current good neighbour service and makes
best use of the existing community capacity.

Each Health and Wellbeing Group will reflect the needs of its local community and different area
boards plans will reflect this however the intention is that the Health and Wellbeing Group will
ensure wellbeing and community resilience is a key priority for Area Boards and the Group will
support community initiatives.

It is anticipated that Health and Wellbeing Groups will draw on local resources and assets in order to
generate support for local initiatives. Funding previously used to commission the Good Neighbours
Service will be devolved (ring fenced) to the Area Boards to support local initiatives identified by the
Health and Wellbeing Groups.

Health and Wellbeing groups can respond to local challenges and make the best use of local assets
including local knowledge, resources and voluntary organisations.

The Council Adult Care Community Commissioners can work closely with members, customers and
key stakeholders to respond effectively to local needs while coordinating county wide solutions

where required.

The groups will promote links between universal services (including leisure and libraries) and
services that support specific customer groups including older adults or those with a disability.

Who would be part of a Health and Wellbeing Group

This would be decided by each Area Board. It is suggested that the Community Engagement
Manager, the Older Peoples’ Champion, Unitary and Parish Councillors, CCG Care Coordinators,
Healthwatch, Representatives from the Voluntary Sector should be included.

When can an Area Board commence work on Health and Wellbeing Groups?

Anytime. A number of Area Boards have already planned meetings to start their Health Well Being

Groups. In approximately 6 /9 months’ time there will be a review of progress being made to
establish these groups and a report highlighting good examples of the work being undertaken
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Central Car Park and The Maltings, project

General update and recent activity

e Stanhope and Wiltshire Council continue to work closely together to bring
forward the regeneration of the Central Car Park and The Maltings, and remain in
regular dialogue with TH Real Estate as owners of The Maltings shopping centre —
a key partner in any future proposals for this area of Salisbury.

Key activity since November 2015

e Since the presentation to the Salisbury Area Board in November 2015, Stanhope
and Wiltshire Council have continued their dialogue with TH Real Estate about the
opportunity to deliver a comprehensive regeneration of the wider Maltings site.

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CYO update of ring fenced grants

The LYN request to earmark positive activities funding for Bemerton Heath and
the Friary as a result of the child poverty data was agreed at the Area Board
meeting on 12" November 2015. The rationale behind the request was to
ensure resources could be targeted to the wards that were showing 12-20%
indicators of child poverty.

The approach taken in each ward has been different and determined by the
number of organisations actively engaging in those communities and whether
there is a school located within the community.

The Friary

Funding to the Friary has been devolved to the AOG church to provide a
programme of positive activities for young people.

The CYO is in regular consultation with this group as there are several young
people who are defined as CIN [child in need] so the approach taken is to
support the church who have already established relationships with young
people and their families. The young people living in and around the Friary
have been able provide feedback through the drop-in sessions and also
through the Salisbury Positive Activities survey distributed via their schools.

The church employs a part-time youth worker, Scott Ashburn, but it has not
had the financial resources to provide trips, activities and or events to enhance
the programme on offer. They have recruited two volunteers, Alba and
Andrew, to work with 13-19 year olds in the drop-in. This, in turn, has helped
to build up the social capital, or skill set, within the local community. And
through this, pro vision will become more sustainable.

In addition, they have set up a junior group and have staffed this with a young
volunteer from the senior group as well as an additional volunteer.

The volunteers have attended the ‘Learn to Lead workshop’ which was part of
the Our Place Programme. The organisation has also accepted a license from
Wiltshire Council to be part of the Run A Club scheme which records
attendance as well as outcomes for their members. It also allows the
organisation to remain up to date with changes in policies and procedures.
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The funding to date has paid for a Christmas meal [£99.04] weekly
refreshments [£39-37] and a Christmas ice skating trip [£128.00]. The young
people are looking forward to Easter activities and an outdoor education
programme from April onwards with Wiltshire Outdoor Learning, which will
continue throughout the summer. This will include four activity days —
canoeing and climbing, abseiling, camp craft and a trip to Monkey world. The
cost of the WOLT programme is to be confirmed and the estimate is £2,000.
This is based on figures last year for one outdoor activity day at GUL which cost
£495- 05.

Bemerton Heath

The funding for PAYP on Bemerton Heath has required an approach that has
involved the CYO working with the school and key partner organisations to
ensure there is no duplication in the offer. We also needed to ensure that we
were able to capture the views of young people effectively.

A new survey was designed for young people at Sarum Academy and there
were 104 responses — Football, Arts and Crafts and the GYM were the top
three choices. In addition, a consultation event was held at the BHNC with
other stakeholders present and 26 young people attended this. Stakeholders
attending included SPLASH, Rise61 , City Council and Sports Development.
They were all able to promote their own current offer and to hear the views of
young people directly.

Given that football is already provided by two of these organisations, it was
agreed that the best way forward was to set up an arts and crafts hub which
could also promote a range of other activities including cookery .The lead
organisation would be Rise 61 supported by City Council. The CYO will work
with Robin Innes from Rise 61 to look at the costings of the activities including
the expenditure for bringing in additional, specialist expertise.

Wellbeing gym
The wellbeing gym for 50 young people proposed by the LYN and agreed by
the Area Board has commenced . It is a targeted project for young people who

are facing barriers to their participation in positive activities. The challenges
faced may be due to mental health issues, being NEET or at risk from becoming

Page 32



NEET, and other risk factors including youth offending as well as general
health issues.

The project is by referral only and the wellbeing gym staff provide a
comprehensive induction on the first visit .

The junior gym

The junior gym also proposed by the LYN and ratified by the Area Board is for
12-17 year olds and starts on Wednesday 20t April from 3-30 to 4-15. Itis a
universal offer open to 100 young people within the Salisbury Area .

It will be promoted by the LYN young members via social media and through
the schools .

5. Appendix 1 is a copy of the voting slide from the 7t January meeting, when the
approximately 70 people in attendance were asked to prioritise what they
considered to be the top issues and top actions required.

6. Key representatives in attendance were local charities, rotary, GPs, health
visitors, children centres, housing, the community and voluntary sector, unitary
and city councillors, churches, police, fire and young people. The hope is that a
number of these will come together to form the task and finish group.

7. The proposal is that the issues on the voting slide be the starting point to inform
local strategy and an action plan on child wellbeing.

Recommendations

8. To note the outcome of the 7t January 2016 discussion.

9. To set up a focused task and finish group to have the responsibility of forming
and implementing a local action plan for child wellbeing in Salisbury.

Executive Summary

Wiltshire Council is undertaking a major programme of investment in highway
maintenance over six years, which is delivering a significant improvement in the
condition of the county’s highway network.

The flooding in 2013/14 had an adverse effect on road conditions, but the
additional investment through the Council’s ‘Local Highways Investment Fund
2014 — 2020’ has arrested this deterioration, and the county’s road conditions
continue to improve.

The investment has been targeted at those roads in worst condition, and
includes minor roads as well as the main roads. The programme is just reaching
the end of its second year, and has already seen a substantial amount of work
completed (see Appendix 1).

In 2016/17 it is proposed to increase expenditure on treating the smaller sites,
many of which have been outstanding for some time, and to reduce the number
of larger surfacing sites.

A list of potential sites for next year has been prepared for each community area
(see Appendix 2). The site list is based on the existing condition of the roads
and the anticipated deterioration in the future, and the area boards are invited to
consider the proposals.

It should be noted that the list will probably need to be reviewed during the year
as the rate of deterioration of individual roads does vary because of weather
and local conditions.

There has been an extensive programme of integrated transport, traffic
management and safety schemes carried out in recent years. (See Appendix
3). The Community Area Transport Groups (CATGs) have had a vital role in
helping prioritise schemes.
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The Council is in the process of identifying a ‘Resilient Road Network’ (See
Appendix 4), which will form the core network where specific measures would
be considered in order to ensure the continuing availability of this route in
extreme weather conditions.

Proposals

Area Boards are asked to note the work completed so far in connection with the
‘Local highways Investment Fund 2014 — 2020’°, and consider the list of
proposals for highway maintenance in their areas for 2016/17.

The Area Board are requested to note the proposed ‘Wiltshire Resilient Road
Network’, and are invited to comment on the proposed network and any
sections of the route of particular concern in their area.

Reason for Proposal

Wiltshire Council has a major programme of investment in highway
maintenance over six years, which is already delivering a significant
improvement in the condition of the county’s highway network.

Purpose of Report

1. To advise the Area Board regarding progress on Wiltshire Council’s Local
Highways Investment Fund 2014 — 2020, and to review the local highway
maintenance priorities for 2016/17.

Relevance to the Council’s Business Plan

2. The Council’s Business Plan sets out the vision to create stronger and
more resilient communities. It includes three key priorities and twelve
actions that the Council will deliver over the next four years. One of the
twelve actions is to ‘invest additional money between 2014 -17 to reduce
the historic backlog in highways maintenance’.

Background

3. Expenditure on highways maintenance declined substantially during the
1990’s, and there was underinvestment in roads maintenance nationally
for many years. There was an increase in spending from 2000/1, with the
introduction of Local Transport Plan funding, but there was still a large
backlog of maintenance required on the network.

4. In 2014 Wiltshire Council started a major programme of investment in
highway maintenance over six years to bring about a significant
improvement in the condition of the county’s highway network.

Main Considerations for the Council

Local Highways Investment Fund 2014 - 2020

5. The investment is being targeted at those roads in worst condition, and
includes minor roads as well as the main roads. Assessments based on
road safety information and road condition data has been used to prepare
annual lists of priority sites for treatment which are presented to the Area
Boards for consideration.
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10.

11.

Some roads need to be treated as priorities in order to address skid
resistance and safety problems. As well as addressing the roads in worst
condition, improvements are being made to the drainage and footways to
bring them up to standard.

In addition to the larger sites, the Council has also been repairing smaller
localised sites which are suffering from deterioration, or which need
repairs. This programme of pothole and defect repairs will continue across
the county in response to local damage identified through the Council’s
regular inspections or reports from the public and road users.

Condition of Roads in Wiltshire

The condition of classified roads is measured by technical surveys carried
out using vehicle mounted laser scanners to a methodology established by
the Department for Transport (DfT). These reflect the overall road
condition and have been reported as National Indicators for a number of
years.

The condition of the classified roads in Wiltshire has improved
considerably since 2009/10. The flooding in 2013/14 clearly had an
adverse effect on the road network, but the additional investment through
the Council’s Local Highways Investment Fund has helped stem this
deterioration.

The investment made by the Council over the years has seen a reduction
in the length of A Class road where treatment should be considered:

Wiltshire A Roads

The condition data on the unclassified roads is not as robust as for the
classified roads, but indications are that these roads are also starting to
improve. Data is being collected on the unclassified road network using
the same methodology as for the classified roads, but this will take a few
years to achieve the same level of detail. Initial analysis of this data
indicates that approximately 6% of the surveyed unclassified network is in
poor condition.

The road conditions in Wiltshire have been compared to other south-west
counties. Conditions of the A class roads in Wiltshire, based on the
2013/14 figures published by DfT, are broadly similar to those in Dorset
and Somerset, but not as good as those in Devon and Cornwall. The B
and C Class roads, which are an important part of the network in Wiltshire,
have been better than those of the adjoining counties for a number of
years.

Highways Maintenance Programme

There has been considerable maintenance work carried out on the
highway network in Wiltshire in the last two years as part of the Council’s
Local Highways Investment Fund. The list of local sites completed is
included as Appendix 1.

During 2015/16 there were a number of sites which it was not possible to
complete. These were primarily surface dressing sites, sometimes referred
to as ‘tar and chip’, which is a cheap cost effective way of treating rural
roads. However, it does need the underlying road structure to be in good
condition as it provides a thin surface to improve skid resistance and seal
the road construction, but does not add significantly to the strength to the
road.

In the event the extent of structural repairs required on some of the minor
roads proved larger than anticipated, and some surface dressing sites had
to be deferred. The process has to be carried out during a short period in
the summer, and it was not possible to complete the full programme of
works last year.

There were a few sites which had to be postponed because of public
utilities work. This was to avoid the road being dug up soon after being
laid. The intention is that that any public utility mains and cables should be
laid completed before the road is resurfaced.

A list of potential sites for next year has been prepared for each
community area (see Appendix 2). The site list is based on the existing
condition of the roads and the anticipated deterioration in the future, and
the area boards are invited to consider the proposals.

In view of the general improvement in road conditions, and the current
financial restrictions, it is proposed to defer some of next year’s investment
until following years. This will reduce the number of larger surfacing sites
being undertaken next year, but those where road safety is a serious
consideration will still be prioritised.

The new contractual arrangements following the end of the current
highways contract has enabled the Council to establish a direct contract
with the surfacing sub-contractor. This has seen an improvement in
service with more certainty of delivery with a good quality of work.

An area where delivery has improved significantly in recent months is with
regard to the smaller sites where there is localised damage and potholes.
These can be particularly difficult because they often need road closures
and diversions to enable the works to be carried out safely. Programming
these works, and integrating them with works by other on the network, is a
challenge, but good progress is now being made.

It is proposed to increase the budget for this type of work substantially in
2016/17 in order to address some of the smaller sites which it has not
been possible to progress in recent years. It is intended that the local
Highways staff will have greater input in identifying priorities, potentially
with the CATGs also being involved. The procedures will be developed in
more details over the next few months.

The Council has been carrying out footway and drainage works in
conjunction with many of the surfacing sites, but there is a requirement to
develop a programme of footway works. Condition data has been
collected for the urban footways over a number of years, and is expected
to be substantially completed this year. This will enable a programme of
footway major maintenance to be identified for consultation and potential
implementation in 2017/18.

The CATGs have proved particularly successful at identifying and
prioritising local transport issues, and a number of schemes have been
delivered in recent years, with many more being developed for future
implementation. See Appendix 3.

It is proposed that this process should continue with the budgets for this
type of work continuing for next year. The Area Boards are encouraged to
use the CATG process to deal with local concerns.

The Council analyses the injury accident records in order to identify sites
with particular accident problems. These sites are reviewed and where
appropriate improvements are proposed. These will continue to be
developed, with the CATG kept informed of progress.

Resilient Road Network

The major maintenance work is improving the condition of the highway
network and making it more resilient to extremes of weather. The flooding
during 2014 affected a number of key routes in the county, and there is a
need to identify a core network where specific measures should be
considered in order to ensure the continuing availability of the route.

The Council already has an identified network of main roads which is the
priority to keep open in the event of an extreme snow event. This
comprises the busiest main roads, and is about 10% of the network. Once
these have been cleared other roads are then treated in accordance with
local priorities and conditions. There is a much more substantial network
of roads which is subject to precautionary salting when ice is forecast.

It is proposed that the core network (See Appendix 4) should be
designated the ‘Wiltshire Resilient Road Network’, and should be reviewed
to determine whether specific measures are necessary to ensure its
continued availability in adverse weather conditions of all types.

Any comments on the proposed resilient network, or areas of concern,
would be appreciated, especially with regard to any sections of the route
which may be considered particularly vulnerable. The Area Board may
wish the CATG to consider the proposed network.

Extending the length of roads to be included in the core network would not
be feasible because of resource limitation with regard to snow ploughing
or specific works to improve resilience. If the proposed resilient network is
too large it could divert funding away from other roads on the network.

Increased investment in road maintenance has benefits for public health.
The improved road surfaces, better skid resistance and associated safety
improvements help reduce the numbers killed and injured on the road
network. These improvements complement the other measures to improve
road safety, such as traffic calming and speed limits, being introduced
through the Local Transport Plan funding and the Community Area Traffic
Groups.

The improved road surfaces, particularly on the minor urban roads, will be
of benefit to cyclists and pedestrians. At present the condition of some of
the urban roads may discourage cycling as cyclists are adversely affected
by poor road conditions and uneven or damaged surfaces. The proposed
investment would support the strategy to encourage cycling as set out in
the Local Transport Plan.

Roads in poor condition in urban areas can result in disturbance and noise
for residents, especially on busier routes carrying heavy goods vehicles at
night. Better road surfaces should result in reduced background noise in
residential areas, with potential mental and physical health benefits.

The Council monitors road collision data in order to focus safety
improvements at those sites with the worst accident records. With the
additional funding this process will continue, and where appropriate other
alterations to signing, drainage, street lighting or road markings could be
incorporated into resurfacing work and schemes to improve safety.

Environmental and Climate Change Considerations

The road network is particularly vulnerable to the effects of climate
change. In recent years we have seen the effects of a series of severe
winters which have resulted in damage to the roads and an increase in the
number of potholes. In 2014 flooding damaged a number of roads in
Wiltshire, and increased deterioration.

In the longer term a more robust highway network, with roads in better
condition, would require less reactive maintenance and reduced travelling
to respond to potholes and localised defects. A planned maintenance
regime would enable the traffic disruption to be kept to a minimum. With
unplanned maintenance the delays to traffic and associated fuel
consumption could be considerable.

The identification of a Resilient Road Network for the county will help
identify the key areas where measures may be required to ensure the
continuing availability of main routes in extreme weather conditions.

Equalities Impact of the Proposal

The improvements in road safety anticipated with increased investment in
road maintenance would be expected to benefit all road users, but
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41.

especially the more vulnerable, including pedestrians, cyclists and other
non vehicle users.

The highway network is important to local businesses, and to public
transport operators. The delays due to un-programmed maintenance and
road repairs have been identified as concerns by local businesses. The
high profile programme of works to address road conditions will help send
the message that transport is important in Wiltshire and could help to
promote inward investment and job creation.

Risk Assessment

There are serious risks in connection with road maintenance. These
include the safety and reputational aspects of those killed and seriously
injured on the highway network. In order to reduce these risks the Council
has approved highway inspection and skid resistance procedures in place,
but in order to keep the network in safe condition it is important that the
highway network has adequate investment, and the safety issues are
prioritised.

The road condition data collected thorough the technical surveys is used
to focus investment on those sites where there is most need and greatest
risk. As well as the safety benefits this approach also ensures that best
use is made of the limited available funding in order to keep the asset in
optimum condition.

Risks that may arise if the proposed decision and related work is not taken

The risks to the Council from lack of road maintenance are in terms of
claims against the Council as the result of accidents, or in extreme cases
prosecution as a result of particular incidents. As well as the safety and
cost aspects, there are also significant reputational implications of such
events.

Not carrying out highway maintenance would lead to declining public
satisfaction in the future as road conditions remain the same and no
progress is made on improving them.

Risks that may arise if the proposed decision is taken and actions that will

There is a risk that the proposals will not deliver the improvements in road
condition anticipated. This risk will be managed by using the technical data
to focus the necessary investment on those sections of road where work is
required to meet safety requirements, and on those places where it would
improve road conditions the most. Effective asset management will reduce
this risk and make sure the investment is effective.

There is a risk that the investment will not increase public satisfaction with

the service. In view of the initial results from those authorities which have
made a substantial investment it would appear that satisfaction levels will
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improve with the investment. However, a programme of publicity, branding
and public involvement through the Area Boards will help raise awareness
of the project, and will help to reduce this risk.

Financial Implications

48. The Council’s approved budget has included increased investment to
deliver the Council’s Business Plan with regard to road maintenance. This
has been £24 million for the past two years. It is proposed that £3 million
of next year’s expenditure will be moved in to future years in view of the
improving road conditions and current budget pressures.

Legal Implications

49. The Council has a duty under the Highways Act to maintain the county’s
roads. The highway inspection procedures, policies and improvement
plans ensure that this duty is fulfilled. The increased investment and
improved road conditions is helping the Council meet its responsibilities
with regard to road maintenance.

Options Considered

50. The Council reviews its proposed road maintenance programme annually
in order to make best use of the latest information and take into account
deterioration of the road conditions because of weather or other factors.

Conclusions

51. The conditions of the road network are important to the public, and this is
reflected through the People’s Voice and NHT surveys. There has been
expenditure above anticipated LTP funding levels in Wiltshire which is
improving the condition of Wiltshire’s highway network.

52. The Highways Investment Fund 2014 — 2020 over the six years will
provide a significant improvement to the condition of the network, including
improving the condition of the unclassified roads, and improving safety on
the classified roads. The involvement of the Area Boards to help identify
local priorities for treatment is important.

The Salisbury community radio partnership received a grant from Southern and
Scottish Electric to establish a radio repeater at Salisbury Hospital. A radio
repeater is a combination of a radio receiver and a radio transmitter that receives a
weak or low-level signal and retransmits it at a higher level power so that the signal
can cover longer distances without degradation. The Salisbury community radio
partnership consist of three volunteer agencies South Wilts Raynet Serve On
Wessex 4x4 Response that provide help to the community in times of need. The
partnership uses community events to train their members by providing radio
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communications and logistical support. We are applying for a grant to improve the
service that the partnership delivers. We would like to purchase a pool of portable
VVHF radios that can be loaned to event organisers to help with marshalling welfare
security and medical emergencies. All the events we support raise money for
charity so by providing a pool of radios more money would go to the charity. The
partnership would also provide training on the use of the equipment. How it would
work an event organiser would submit an online request for the loan of the radios if
the radios are available on that date we would ask for a deposit of 100 to pay for
any damage to the radios on their return. If the radios are returned damage free
the organiser would be refunded 80. The 20 would be held by the partnership to
purchase new batteries. Portable radio batteries don’t have a long life. No profit will
be made from this transaction in fact the partnership will lose money as it pays 150
per year Ofcom licence fee and 194 site insurance. The radio would also be used
in support of any callouts of incidents like flooding or severe weather. The
partnership is open to any organisation that provides a service to the community
the annual costs are split between partners. The partnership has no income but
relies on donations from events.

Wiltshire FA and The Institute of Groundsman are partnering to provide an
enhanced offer for member clubs groundsman with the single aim of improving
grass pitches. This can be seen below. The charge for Wiltshire FA affiliated clubs
to be involved in the programme is 80. This 80 is to cover the two independent
visits from approved I0G grounds man. After the first visit a report will be written
and recommendations will be made in line with the clubs facilities budget as to how
to improve the clubs grass playing surface. From the pilot visits we have
completed thus far the main work that clubs are being recommended to complete is
verti-draining. The purpose of verti draining and spiking is to allow oxygen into the
root system and to provide a conduit for surface water to the drains. This video
gives an example of the process- httpswww.youtube.comwatchvQVHZm4liWcs As
you will read from the offer to our clubs it includes rates for specialist grounds
works such as verti-draining. We have lined up a highly recommended independent
contractor to complete this work. We have negotiated a reduced rate for clubs to
hire in this service it will also allow us to quality assure the standard of work being
completed. Each visit would save the club 40 on current contractor rates. To
enable the clubs to access these reduced rates we need to provide an equipment
bank so that the undertaking of the mentioned work can take place by the
independent contractor. The equipment bank will start as a tractor and verti-drainer
initially but as this programme progress it is hoped that more equipment can be
added based on specialist recommendations of the first I0G visits to pitches. The
price for the two bids of equipment has been quoted at 38000. The Football
Foundation has committed we are tasked with finding the remaining shortfall. The
applicant to the Football Foundation and owner of the equipment would be the
Wiltshire FA. A service level agreement will be drafted between the Wiltshire FA
and the independent contractor who will carry out the work arranged with clubs.
The independent contractor will be responsible for all day to day maintenance of
the equipment in the bank. A second visit will take place by an independent I0G
groundsman after 1224 month to measure the success and implementation of the
recommendations and judge the improvement of the playing surface. Alongside
this there will be regular Groundsman CPD Events to educate the workforce
around the implementation of their individual reports.

Purpose of the report

1. To update the board on progress to put in place a scheme to facilitate a bus link
for the community to access the new Five Rivers Health & Wellbeing Centre.

Background

2. When the planning permission for the then Five Rivers Campus (now referred to
as the Health & Wellbeing Centre) was agreed, the following condition was
included:

13. Prior to the occupation of any of the new buildings, the subject of this application, details of
the provision of the proposed community bus, its funding arrangements and its proposed
route and timetabling shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning
authority. The Community bus shall be operated in accordance with the agreed routeing
and timetabling, unless alternative arrangements are agreed by the local planning authority.

REASON:; In the interests of encouraging use of sustainable transport modes to access the
site.

Proposal

3. To pilot a community bus scheme in partnership with the transport service run by
Wessex Community Action, to initially run one day a week, on a Thursday, from
the city centre to Five Rivers.

4. The estimated cost of providing this service is £2,000 (based on the operator
costs of £50 a day, running the service for 38 weeks from May 2016 — May
2017).

5. The service would provide two return trips on the Thursday to coincide with
classes at the HWC, giving users of the service a range of leisure options to
choose from, in addition to swimming and the fitness suite.

6. Users of the service would be charged a fee of £1.50, and this income would be
returned to the Area Board for it to use, either to continue the scheme for future
years, or to use for other community projects.

Recommendation

7. To confirm support for the pilot and to allocate £2,000 to fund the scheme.
