The Policy provides an opportunity for local 
Councils to operate their own SID programme.

 It should be noted that the use of both the Area Board and 
CATG funding streams to pay for the running of a SID 
programme is not permitted.  This is because the funding is in 
the form of Capital and cannot be used to run a service.
