a) Issue No: 2114

Request for a 20mph Speed 
Limit on Lower Road

Traffic Regulation Order (TRO) proposing the introduction of a 
20mph speed limit in Lower Bemerton has been advertised. 
Two objections were received to the advertised TRO. Cabinet 
Member Report considering the objections and recommending 
that the 20mph speed limit be introduced has been drafted and 
is going through the Cabinet Member Decision process.

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6. New Requests / Issues

a) Issue No: 2942

Request for cycle safety 
improvements to the shared 
use path running in front of the 
filling stations on London Road

In line with a previous decision the CATG reconsidered funding 
additional works to enable green high friction surfacing to be 
laid in front of the filling station on London Road.The estimated 
cost of providing the green high friction surfacing under the 
new highways contract would be £6,000.

That the Area Board approves the
allocation of £6,000 to allow this 
work to be undertaken.

b) Issue No: 3497

Request for improved footway 
along Stratford Road

The footway on the south-west side of Stratford Road between 
No. 14 Stratford Road and Warwick Close is obstructed by 
large trees. A new section of footway could only be constructed 
be removing some of the grass verge in front of Nos. 30-56 
Stratford Road. The grass verge does not form part of the 
public highway but is Wiltshire Council owned land. The cost of 
providing a new section of footway over this length would be 
£5,000.

The group felt that rather than the 
provision of a continuous footway 
extension that small bypasses 
around the trees was more 
preferable as this would address 
the problem raised whilst 
retaining as much of the grassed 
area as possible. 

That the Area Board approves the
allocation of £4,000 to allow this 
work to be undertaken.

c) Issue No: 3593

Request for footway in 
Kimpton Avenue and Linford 
Road to be converted to 
shared use

In line with a previous decision the CATG reconsidered funding 
the provision of the signs required to convert the footway in 
Kimpton Avenue and Lindford Road to shared use status. The 
cost of providing the signs to convert the footway would be 
£500.

The group felt that given that 
Kimpton Avenue and Lindford 
Road were subject to a 20mph 
speed limit (considered to be 
cycle friendly) and traffic calming 
that the footway at this location 
didn’t need to be converted to 
shared use and agreed to close 
this issue.

d) Issue No: 3669

Request to illuminate the ‘No 

In line with a previous decision the CATG reconsidered funding 
the illumination of the ‘No Entry’ signs at the junction of 
Queens Road with St. Mark’s Road. The estimated cost of
