4. Top 5 Priority Schemes

a) Chantry Court, Chantry Lane, 
Westbury – Pedestrian 
improvements

As a result of amendments to the proposed waiting restrictions, 
an on-carriageway footway is no longer recommended in the 
interest of pedestrian safety. An alternative proposal is to 
provide dropped kerbs on Chantry Lane opposite the Chantry 
Court entrance/exit and across the Chantry Lane/Church 
Street junction to provide an easier crossing route.

That the Area Board approves the 
allocation of £3000 to provide 
dropped kerbs on Chantry Lane

b) TInhead Road, Edington – 
concerns re vehicle speeds

Metrocount undertaken and results attached. 85th%ile speeds 
are 26.6mph. KR recommended that the road edge markings 
by the duck pond be renewed and ‘Road Narrows’ warning 
signs installed. 

KR to check condition of kerb 
stones. 
It is recommended that the Area 
Board approve the allocation of 
£1500.

c) Oldfield Road, Westbury – 
proposed waiting restrictions

Traffic Regulation Order documents with TRO team for 
processing. Advert period is likely to be during April 2016. 
£1000 advert cost has already been agreed. Implementation 
costs are in the region of £500 for lining works and a potential 
£800 establishment cost.

d) Bratton Road, Westbury – 
Pedestrian Crossing request

Pedestrian survey undertaken and feasibility report prepared. 

Area split into 3 zones. Pedestrian figures low
Busiest is zone 3. Prospect square to housing opposite
Figures do not warrant a formal crossing of any kind
Dropped kerb around £3k
Seek clarification from WTC on their contribution. FM to find 
out

e) Slag Lane, Westbury – 
concern re vehicle speeds

Metrcount undertaken and results attached. 85th%ile speeds 
are 31.1mph. No injury collisions reported in past 36 months.

it is recommended that the Area 
Board notes the update and 
removes from list.
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5. Other Priority schemes

a) Lower Westbury Road, Bratton Metrocount undertaken and results attached. 85th%ile speeds 
are 26.6mph. Not eligible for community speedwatch. No 
collision history
KR suggests parking is a neighbour issue.

b) Tower Hill, Dilton Marsh Design progressing. Provisionally programmed for construction 
in September 2016. Contractors programme starts 9th 
September. Ringway have agreed this date. Once passed a 
letter drop will commence in village.
