20 mph Zones and Limits

e Yatesbury:
Cherhill Parish Council had previously requested a 20mph
assessment for Yatesbury, the group had requested that a
Parish Council representative attend this meeting to present
the case and discuss a contribution from the Parish of the
cost of the survey (£2,500) in addition to a 20% contribution
towards the implementation of a scheme if it were found
appropriate.

David Evans was representing the Parish Council and
explained the Parish had conducted a survey in 2013 to
which 90% of respondents were in favour of a 20mph limit in
Yatesbury, the current limit is the national speed limit, roads
are narrow and there are no footpaths. David also informed
the group that the Parish Council does not currently have
funds to contribute to a survey/ possible implementation and
had already set its precept for the next financial year.

It was suggested that other options might have equal or
better results in Yatesbury; EJ explained that Calne w/o
Parish Council residents had been very happy with the

impact of white gates in Derry Hill and it was noted that
