The
developer requested that the foot pativ be diverted but the
ivwolvement of another landowner hay resulted in pout of
the foot pativ no-longer existing. The issue iy ongoing and it
s understood that the monies have beew received by
Wiltshire Council from the developer. It is hoped that it will
be resolved before the stowt of the new school yeowr or sooner to-
reduce the dangers faced by persons having to- use the mainv
road while the foot pativ iy wnusable.
