During the discussion, Members suggested that as the applicants also
supported young people, and they were forecasting an increase in clients, a
proportion of the funding should be awarded from the Young People funding pot.

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Client Support, with the respective amounts being taken from the
following funding pots:

Younqg People Grants:

e Wiltshire Wildlife Trust — £4,600 towards Blue Influencers Scheme

scheme itself and the differenttypes of projects that young people could choose
to support. On the motion of Councillor Mel Jacob, seconded by Councillor
Stewart Palmen, it was:

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in costs associated with the programme. Councillor Mel Jacob, seconded by
Councillor Antonio Piazza, moved to award the grantin full. Following a vote, the
motion fell due to an equal number of votes cast For and Against and both the
Chairand Vice-Chairunable to make a casting vote as per their declarations.

Councillor Mel Jacob then moved to award £1,750, seconded by Councillor

Antonio Piazza. Following a vote, the motion again fell due to the reasons stated
above. As such, the grant application could not be determined.

e Wiltshire Youth for Christ— £505 towards Summer Holiday Pop-Up Youth
Week in Stallards Park

Area Board End of Year Report and Outside Bodies

Part | - Looking Back

The Area Board received a presentation from Liam Cripps, Strategic
Engagement Partnerships Manager (SEPM), on the Area Board End of Year
Report. The presentation included details of different schemes under the
following themes:

Youth Engagementand Positive Activity Opportunities
Supporting Positive Mental Health and Wellbeing
Supporting Low-Income Individuals and Families
Supporting the Local Economy

Addressing Climate Change and Protecting Green Spaces

It was emphasised that the Area Board was more than just four business
meetings a year, it was about the investing in local communities and developing
strong relationships with partners and community organisations to improve the
lives of residents and create an empowered community.

Members raised fly tipping and queried if communications between the Town
Council and Wiltshire Council could be improved to which officers agreed that a
solution could be considered at a future date.

Part Il — Looking Forward

Liam Cripps, SEPM, provided a summary of the Community Survey/CAIJSNA
Data:

e There had been 135 responsesto the survey (5% of the population), with
the demographic of respondents split between 25-34 to 65+ years of age.

e The following four priorities were identified by respondents:

Health

o Over 40% of respondents had chosen this as theirfirst choice.

o Thetop 5 health issuesin order were mental health support; support

for “living longer better”; support for keeping physically active; care for
those living with dementia; and tackling levels of obesity.

o CAJSNAdata was provided to support this, including that Trowbridge
was above the Wiltshire average levels for diagnosed diabetes and

10-11 year olds who were obese or overweight, and the second
highestlevels of diagnosed depression in Wiltshire.

Environment

o Almost 20% of respondents had chosen this as their first choice.

o Thetop 5 environmental issuesin order were improving the quality of
landscapes (nature reserves and other destinations); supporting
public transport services; support for increase in biodiversity; tackling
fly tipping; and addressing flooding.

o CAJSNAdata was provided to support this, including that Trowbridge
had the 6" highest number of fly tipping reports to Wiltshire Council in
2022-23, 92 green open spaces listed in the Trowbridge community
area, and the 3" highestnumber of school age children completing
‘Walk Safe’and ‘Bikeability’ training in Wiltshire.

Safety

o Almost 10% of respondents had chosen this as their first choice.

o Thetop 5 safety issues in order were tackling anti-social behaviour,;
reducing the level of crime; tackling anti-social behaviour by young
people; addressing drug crime; and reducing speeding.

o CAJSNAdata was provided to support this, including that Trowbridge
had the 2"d highest levels of reported anti-social behaviourand
reported violence towards women and girls, the highestlevel of
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reported domestic abuse offences (including when children/young
people were present, and the third highestlevel of total crime
involving persons under 18 years old. However, it was emphasised
that as Trowbridge was a large town within a rural County, it was
expected that these levels would be higherthan other smaller
community areas.

Children and Young People

o Closeto 10% of respondents had chosen this as their first choice.

o Thetop 5issues affecting children and young people in order were

improving positive activities for young people, supporting young
people’s mental health, support for children with Special Educational
Needs or Disabilities (SEND), improving health (including obesity),
and support for young people notin employment, education or training
(NEET).

CAJSNAdata was provided to support this, including that Trowbridge
had the highestnumber of persons aged 25 years or underin
Wiltshire, the second highestlevels of pupils eligible for free school
meals, below Wiltshire average for pupils classed as persistent
absentees, and above Wiltshire averages for 4-5 year olds and 10-11
years olds who were obese and for under 18 year olds in treatment for
substance misuse.

Partner Updates

The Area Board received updates from the following partners:

Wiltshire Police

A verbal update was provided by Inspector Andy Lemon alongside the written
information provided within Agenda Supplement 1. The following was discussed:

e The Trowbridge Crime Data for January to March 2024 was outlined as
per the report, alongside data on Crime Exceptions, community
engagement, local priorities, and local updates.

e |t was emphasisedthat although the figures show thattheft offences had
increased by 12.4% across the first quarter of 2024, this meant that
reporting of these incidents had increased, thus allowing Wiltshire Police
to see the extent of the ongoing issuesin orderto take appropriate action.

¢ Members raised the multi-storey carpark in Trowbridge and the reported
anti-social behaviour occurring in and around the building. Insp. Lemon
highlighted thatthere was now a Community Support Officer that
focussed on that area and that further enforcementwas being
considered. However, it was emphasised that the Police could only take
action once such behaviourwas witnessed by Officers. Furthermore, in
response to queries about public safety, it was noted that higher fencing
could be constructed around the roof of the building, however subsequent
costs would need to be considered.

¢ Insp. Lemon explained thatthere was a tangible link between the majority
of the Theft from a Shop occurrences and that two male suspects had
been charged for all offences identified to Police.

e Other topics raised included the use of E-Scooters on main roads, carless
key thefts, further Speed Enforcement Officers patrolling the network, and
amending the working hours of Community Support Officers to include
later shift patterns.
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Child Friendly Trowbridge

Councillor Jo Trigg provided a brief verbal update in which Members were
informed that the organisation was looking to build towards a Youth Forum event
in 2025, therefore there were lots of engagement activities occurring in the
meantime.

Trowbridge Future

Councillor Jo Trigg provided a brief verbal update in which it was noted that the
organisation was very busy at the moment due to their relocation to The Shires
shopping centre which allowed for higher levels of accessibility and collaboration
with other partners, agencies and other organisations. Furthermore, it was
highlighted that the organisation was seeing an increase in the level of older
young people which was positive.

Town and Parish Council Nominated Representatives

Councillor Roger Evans on behalf of North Bradley Parish Council, provided a
verbal update including the following matters:

e Things are progressing with the Parish Council as normal, with 12
meetings scheduled per year.

e The Parish Council are continuing to experience changes in Membership

due to a Councillorleaving due to work commitments. As such, the Parish
Council were in the process of finding anew Councillor.

e Regardingthe flooding in Yarnbrook, the Parish Council and the Baptist
Church had come to an agreement to use the Church as an emergency
hub. Furthermore, Councillors had met with a Wiltshire Council Drainage
Officerand were now in the process of working with the Local Unitary
Member, Councillor Horace Prickett, to contact the local landowners and
farmers in the area with regard to gully clearing.

e The North Bradley Neighbourhood Plan was progressing well, with

Councillors meeting with Trowbridge Town Councillors and finalising the
Terms of Reference before moving onto the next stage.

Councillor Ermnie Clark on behalf of Hilperton Parish Council,informed Members
that a new Clerk had been found, a review group had been formed for the
Hilperton Neighbourhood Plan, and that the Hilperton Action Group were
continuing to meet, with the next meeting being held at the Hilperton Village Hall
during the following week.

Wiltshire Family Hubs

An update was provided on the Wiltshire Family Hubs which were noted as
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being launched in April 2024, with Family Navigators and Community Workers
being recruited to assist with different outreach programmes to develop a
stronger presence in the community.

As noted in Minute Item 27, as Wiltshire Police Chief Constable, Catherine
Roper, had sent her apologies, this item was postponed for a future meeting
date.
