Core Policy 3 - Meeting Local Needs for Affordable 
Housing 
 
The Council's target for affordable housing is that 250 
of net additional dwellings per annum from the date of 
adoption of the Core Strategy to 2026 should be 
affordable. This will be achieved by: 
 
A requirement for target of 40% affordable housing 
(net) on sites of 15 dwellings or more. 
A requirement for target of 25% affordable housing
