Chairman's Updates

Clir Bridget Wayman gave the updates as detailed on the agenda:

e Consultation on proposed reforms to the National Planning and Policy
Framework, closes at 11.45pm on 24 September. For more information
please see: Proposed reforms to the National Planning Policy Framework
and other changesto the planning system - GOV.UK (www.gov.uk)

e Explore Wiltshire app - Tisbury and Wilton have been added to the
Explore Wiltshire app for visitors and residents to explore their heritage,
landscapes and amenities this summer. Download the free app from the
Apple App Store or Google Play.

In addition, in relation to the consultation on proposed reforms to the National
Planning and Policy Framework, Cllr Wayman stated that this was a real
concern to her, as housing targets and numbers had increased by 81% for
Wiltshire. If Wiltshire Council could getits draft Local Plan submitted and
approved in time, then it would still be valid, however the council would need to
develop a new Local Plan following that. Furthermore, the proposals would bring
back the 5 year Housing Land Supply (HLS). At the current time, Wiltshire
Councilonly had a 3.8 year HLS, which was worrying.

Police updates

The Board noted the written updates attached to the agenda and received the
following verbal updates:

Wiltshire Police - Sergeant Josef Sadowski, Warminster Neighbourhood Policing

Team (NPT)

The Sergeantexplained that he was standing in for Inspector Louise Oakley and
highlighted thatthere were written reports in the agenda pack from the 3 NPT’s
which covered the South West Wiltshire (SWW) community area, these were
Warminster NPT, Salisbury NPT and Amesbury NPT.

The Sergeant’s patch covered Warminster, Westbury, Mere and Tisbury. It was
the largest NPT by geographical area and contained over 50 parish councils.
The Sergeanthad been in post since 5 July 2024 and since then had been
trying to engage with as many people as possible and would continue to do so
over time. The staff within his NPT were listed and it was noted that the NPT
team were not the team that would respond if you called 999, that would be the
response team. It was also noted that that notall the staff listed were on duty at
the same time, there were usually 2-3 Police Constable’s (PC’s) patrolling at any
one time and the same for the Police Community Support Officers (PCSO’s).
So, the team was spread quite thinly in a large area with a number of competing
problems. The team liaised with partner agencies in order to increase leverage,
enact change and respondto issues.

The team’s priorities were:

e Engaging Communities — thiswas the team'’s primary priority. The team
wanted to be visible and tried to engage via meetings such asthe Area
Board, school visits, coffee morning, church visits and the like.

e Solving Problems —the Sergeantwanted to highlight burglaries and
rural crime and stated that there was a rural crime team working with
local farmers to try to prevent crimes such as hare coursing. There had
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been a high value burglary at the Co-Op in Tisbury, that had been led by
a national gang which had hita few places on the same night. The
Sergeanthad led a highly visible operation recently with 10 mobile units
and the tasking team, to deter crime. Speeding and enforcementwere
discussed as an issue and the Sergeantwould pick this up with some of
the CllIrs outside of the meeting. Particular concerns raised were the A30
in Tisbury and the A350 from East Knoyle to Shaftesbury. The Sergeant
would look to see where enforcementcould be conducted safely.

e Targeting Activity —the supply of drugs was an ongoingissue, thiswas
related to high level criminality, and modern slavery. It was known that
there were 2 organised criminal gangs working in the area and there was
ongoing monitoring and intelligence gathering taking place so that
enforcementcould take place. An update could be given at the next
meeting.

An attendee from Donhead St Mary stated that there had been an issuein
Donhead St Mary for about 10 years which had now been resolved.

The Sergeantstated that there was a mobile police station van which would be
visiting towns and villages around the area week commencing 30 September
2024. The police would publicise the locations where the van would be, likely via
all social media channels.

The Sergeantstated that a Parish Council forum had been set up by Chief
Inspector Brain which would meet quarterly and encouraged parishes to get
involved so that they could hold the police to account. Clir Wayman requested
that South West Wiltshire Area Board Clirs be able to attend those as well.

Clir Geroge Jeans queried response times, and if these had slowed since the
response teams had moved to Trowbridge, and why the response teams had
been relocated. The Sergeantstated that this had happened in conjunction with
a change in shiftpatterns for officers and that they usually had a car ready in
Warminster and that improved response times.

Wiltshire and Swindon Road Safety Partnership — Perry Payne

Mr Payne stated that he had worked for the Dorset and Wiltshire Fire and
Rescue Service (DWFRS) for 30 years as part of an Emergency Support Unit
that responded Road Traffic Collisions. That was why he was passionate about
road safety. Mr Payne also highlighted the written road safety update in the
agenda (pages 89-99).

Mr Payne gave a presentation which is appended to these minutes.

CllrWayman thanked Mr Payne for his presentation and stated that the Board
appreciates everything that they do. A discussion took place where Cllrs
highlighted that speeding was one of the biggest concernsin the South West
Wiltshire area. Not all areas could have a Community Speed Watch (CSW), as
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roads with a 60mph limit were deemed unsafe for volunteers to undertake CSW.
An example of this was the A350 and enforcementwas requested on the East
Knoyle to Shaftesbury stretch. A traffic survey was due to take place there.
Chilmark was also highlighted as an issue, the speed limit through Chilmark was
30mph, and a traffic survey many years ago showed speeds far in excess of that
and it was deemed unsafe for CSW. Chilmark Parish Council were looking to
purchase a Speed Indicator Device (SID) and it was queried whetherthe police
would accept the data if they did and carry out enforcementthere.

An attendee from Dinton stated that they had had a CSW in place for
approximately 15 years and that speeds had reduced by about half overthat
time. They queried whether when they got excessive speeders, whether they
were visited by the police. Sergeant Sadowski responded that they did.

Mr Payne stated that those with concerns abouta particular vehicle could report
it, and upload pictures and video via the police website. It was stressed that
people shouldtry to do this as quickly as possible following the event.

A resident from Donhead St Mary stated that My Payne had visited them at their
house, and they showed himissues on the A30. People had been going over
100mph there. The traffic survey that had taken place there stated that they did
not hitthe 85™ percentile, however residents disagreed. Thousands of people
speeded on that stretch. 14 people in a month had been clocked in excess of
over 100mph.

Mr Payne requested more data, for example time of day, vehicle registration
plates and whether it was an emergency vehicle.

Residents of Donhead St Mary stated that they had purchased an Auto Speed
Watch (ASW) camera, which automatically records vehicles speeding as an aid
to CSW, and queried whether police would accept this data. Concerns were also
raised regarding the 85™ percentile method used to determine if there were
speedingissues.

Sergeant Sadowski stated that they could upload any evidence to the police
website.

Mr Payne stated that whilstthey were keeping the 85t percentile method under
review, there were no current plansto change this, and whilstsome may not
agree with the method, it was highlighted thatthis was a national standard that
everyone hadto adhere to. The police could not currently accept raw data
directly from ASW cameras, but particular concerns could up reported via the
police website.

Clirs also raised concerns regarding Tisbury’s CSW as this had lapsed and the
community were seeking to re-establish it. Their SID data showed that they had
met the 85™ percentile. However, they had to undergo another traffic survey and
the team be re-trained ahead of re-establishing the CSW. It was queried why
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they could notjust re-establish the CSW.

Mr Payne explained thatthere was a process to be followed, they had to ensure
that there still was a problem, and if there was whether it was safe fora CSW to
operate there. It should take approximately 6-12 weeks to get a traffic survey. It
was also highlighted that NPTs could not enforce at speeds of over 40mph, only
the Roads Policing Unit (RPU) could do that.

Clirsthanked Mr Payne for attending but some stated that whilstthey felt the
presentations were positive, they feltthat the problems were notbeing
acknowledged. Road safety was a real issue in South West Wiltshire, however
this was not always reflected in cluster analysis, so maybe the parameters for
analysis needed to be adjusted. It was also started that whilstit may take 6-12
weeks for a traffic survey to take place, these hadto be requested via the LHFIG
which only took place 4 times a year. Details on traffic incidents should be
shared by the police with Cllrs.

Mr Payne stated that he attended many meetings such as this all over the
county and all reported similar issues with speeding. The aim was to try to
ensure that people did not speed and that is why education was a large part of
their remit.

CllirWayman requested that Mr Payne provide written responses to the
guestions submitted to him ahead of the meeting from Clirs.

Area Board Priorities

Karen Linaker, Strategic Engagementand Partnerships Manager (SEPM)
explained thatthe Board had renewed their priorities at the last meeting in May
2024. The Board would try to align grantfunding and practical actionsto their
priorities. There was a report in the agenda pack detailing the priorities and
actions againstthem. In addition to this the following updates were given.

Youth Engagementand Wellbeing:

The Youth Partnership Forum had met for the first time and a summary of that
meeting would be appended to these minutes. The next meeting of the forum
would be October/November time and the SEPM would get the date out to those
interested. There were 39 parishes in the South West Wilts so it was a massive
area to cover. They were notreaching as many young people as they would like
and were thinking aboutwhat could be done to address that. They would likely
focus on the Chalke Valley as their first piece of work as there was quite a gap
there in terms of youth engagement.

Older and Vulnerable Adults Health and Wellbeing:

There was an Area Board Initiative to be considered later in the meeting which
would hopefully provide funding towards an intergenerational big band
Christmas party aligned with the Celebrating Age Programme. The HWB group
would also continue their Tech Savy Initiative, which taught people how to use
gadgets and technology so that they could do online banking, shopping and
connectwith their families. They were also looking to do some new initiatives
under this priority based on Joint Strategic Needs Assessment (JSNA) data.

The South West Wiltshire Area Board initiative was awarded £500
towards their Intergenerational Big Band Christmas Party.

Reason — The application met the Older and Vulnerable Grants
Criteria 2024/25

Community Area Grants

e Community Transport South Wiltshire requested £5,000 towards a
community minibus replacement.
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The manager of Community Transport South Wiltshire spoke in support
of the application. The aims and objectives were to provide door to door
affordable transport for people struggling to get out. It was highlighted
thatin the South West Wiltshire (SWW) area around 1,100 people had
been carried by the service. Only a small area of SWW was covered at
present and they were hoping to expand their services in that area. In
response to questions, it was stated that the service would notbe at risk if
they were unable to get a replacement minibus. To use their services,

you hadto be a member and pay £25 a year. The group did receive some
concessionary funding from Wiltshire Council.

Clirs highlighted how limited their funds were and Clir Bridget Wayman
proposed to award £100, this was seconded by ClIr Richard Budden.

Decision:

Community Transport South Wiltshire was awarded £100 towards a
community minibus replacement.

Reason — The application met the Community Area Grants Criteria
2024/25

Steeple Langford Children’s Play Area requested £1,450 towards a new
lawn mower for Steeple Langford Play Area.

A representative of the play area spoke in support of the application. It
was stated that the parish council had agreed to contribute £300.

ClirRichard Budden proposed to award £1,000, which was seconded by
Clir Pauline Church.

Decision:

Steeple Langford Children’s Play Area was awarded £1,000 towards
anew lawn mower for Steeple Langford Play Area.

Reason — The application met the Community Area Grants Criteria
2024/25

Swallowcliffe village hall management committee requested £937.50
towards Swallowcliffe village hall fire exitdoor replacement.

The Chairman of the village hall spoke in support of their application. The
parish council had agreed to give £300 towards the project and it was
confirmed that this would come off the amountrequested, so the group
were actually looking for £637.50.
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Clir George Jeans proposed to award £500, which was seconded by Clir
Richard Budden.

Decision:

Swallowcliffe village hall management committee was awarded £500
towards Swallowcliffe village hall fire exit door replacement.

Reason — The application met the Community Area Grants Criteria
2024/25.

e Broken Bridges Nature Reserve Ltd requested £5,000 towards the
purchase of land.

A representative of the Broken Bridges Nature Reserve spoke in support
of the application and explained the project.

Clirs highlighted that this was a very exciting project and that they were
supportive of it, however, due to the lack of remaining funds to cover the
year, Cllr Bridget Wayman proposed to award £1,000, which was
seconded by ClIr Pauline Church.

Decision:

Broken Bridges Nature Reserve Ltd were awarded £1,000 towards
the purchase of land.

Reason — The application met the Community Area Grants Criteria
2024/25.

e Semley Village Hall requested £2,337.50 towards a Kitchen
Refurbishmentand New Entrance Door.

A representative spoke in support of the application,

CllIr Bridget Wayman proposed to award £1,000, which was seconded by
Cllr Pauline Church.

Decision:

Semley Village Hall were awarded £1,000 towards a Kitchen
Refurbishment and New Entrance Door.

Wiltshire Council & National Highways carry out investigations to decide if an
e engineering solution is required in response to the causes of RTC’s on Wiltshire Roads.

To do this, they use data provided by STATS 19 which is the means by which the Police
report RTC’s. (This is soon to be replaced by a new system called STATS 21)

“Cluster analysis” is undertaken (in accordance with national standards) to identify if
there are any sites which require a collision reduction program which MIGHT prevent
collisions taking place. They look to see if there have either been 3 incidents in 3 years
or 10 in 10 years.

The RTC’s analysed are injury collisions only. Damage only collisions are not analysed
but historically stats suggest there are roughly 12 damage only collisions per injury
collision.

Collision rate along a specific routes are also analysed (in accordance with national
standards).

Wiltshire Council do not analyse national Highways roads, they do their own

Wiltshire Council have currently identified 80 sites across the county, (none in S.W.
Wiltshire) and most issues are relate to single carriageway roads.
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Traffic Survey’s

Traffic surveys can be requested by Parish Councils via the Local Highways & Footway
Improvement Group (LHFIG). Applications made this way are almost always accepted.

These surveys provide detailed and calibrated data which can include traffic volume,
times, speeds and even vehicle types.

They provide the necessary evidence to confirm if there is a speeding issue for CSW.

Parish Councils can be charged (between £120 & £200) for this (although they are
often provided free to the requestor) and take approximately 6 — 12 weeks to
complete once requested.

Community speed watch is not a “War on motorists” as the popular saying goes.

It is an evidenced based, highly visible, community led educational initiative. It
doesn’t result in speed awareness courses, fines, points on licenses or court
appearances, but can influence separate future police enforcement activity.

Those identified as speeding by a Community Speed Watch will receive a letter —
and can receive up to 3, each increasing in severity in terms of tone, but all purely
advisory.

Centre, Broadchalke, Fovant, Wilton, West Tisbury, Police and Wiltshire Council

2. Strong offer from Seeds4Success benefiting a good number of young people from
most villages, but with some pockets without good engagement (i.e. Chalke Valley,
Semley, Ludwell, Whitesheet). Starting up a new Youth Committee which will inform
the Youth Partnership Forum (YPF)

3. Dinton, whilst served by S4S also has indicated a need for more local and regular
activities for young people

4. Transport remains a key barrier to offer support and facilitate opportunities,
especially as a key offer of the YPF could be to connect up young people to the
various assets locally, e.g. Chalke Valley Sports Centre, Fovant Youth Club, Nadder
Centre etc

5. Whilst the Area Board funding is for 13+, all recognise the importance of engaging
young people from as young as year 6

6. Wiltshire has a county wide network for youth providers who regularly liaise on how
to strengthen youth provision locally — this is a positive forum for the South West
Wilts YPF to collaborate with

7. Members of the YPF are interested to explore both broader VCS and private sector
youth offers to strengthen local arrangements

8. Wiltshire Council’s new Family Hubs which will have an outreach service at the
Nadder Centre, include new Community Navigator roles which will be useful to
collaborate with also.

9. There is a need to ensure that county wide children and young people initiatives
reach residents in SW wilts, as historically this has not been the case with young
people attending secondary schools outside of the community area

The Nadder Centre currently has 490 active Fitness memberships, thisis the
highestthe memberships have been COVID. A new Virtual Studio to host new
workout classes has just been introduced. We have also expanded our racket
sports offering by introducing Pickleball which is proving very since popular.

There are several officesin the Nadder centre available for long term lease, these
have all now been leased with just a couple waiting on the legal paperwork to go
through before they move in. These include the local New Horizons Gymnastics
club based at the Nadder Centre who additionally hire the hall fromus 4 day a
week for their classes. Local businesseslike Bushnell plumbing & heating,
exeat weekend, Chloe Roberts interiors and Salisbury Gutters also have their
officesin the Nadder centre.

The cafe is now under management"Coffee Devils" are working with th e Nadder
Centre to provide a welcoming environmentfor all, whether that be before/ after
their sessions. Whilstusing our soft play room or even just comingin for a coffee.

As part of being a Health and Wellbeing centre we host Wiltshire Sightfor the
visually impaired, RNID for the hearing impaired, Cardiology appointments and
we are the home to a Maternity hub.

Additionally we are home to the Tisbury Preschool who were deemed outstanding
by Ofsted, the History society and the Tisbury Library.

We have many plans for the future to increase our offering to the community and
hope this benefits everyone locally.

MiDAS - Essential Training for Minibus Drivers

Community First offers Minibus Driver Awareness (MiDAS) training for schools, groups and organisations.
MiDAS is a nationally recognised scheme designed to enhance both driving and safety standards for
drivers of minibuses. The Department of Education and Department for Transport highly recommend that
all minibus drivers complete this training scheme and MiDAS is a recognised training programme for
drivers to comply with Section 19 / 22 permits. The scheme is governed by the Community Transport
Association (CTA) with Community First as an approved training provider.

Community First offers two MiDAS programmes:

e Standard: Consisting of a theory and practical assessment.

e Accessible: Tofollow ‘Standard’ training, specifically designed for drivers who will be transporting
wheelchair users.

Drivers will be provided with access to the CTA website to complete the theory assessment prior to the
practical assessment. On successful completion of both theory and practical, drivers will be able to print
their individual MiDAS certificate through the CTA website. Certificates are valid for four years.

Training is delivered by our highly qualified and experienced MiDAS Training Coordinators Martin Carter
and Alan Russell. Martinisa retired Police Advanced driver with over 35 years’ experience of driving
minibuses. Martin completed the MiDAS Driver Assessor Trainers (DAT) course in 2019. Since then, he has
trained nearly 400 drivers. Alan is a retired Police Officer with Advanced Driving qualifications. In
addition, Alan has an HGV 1 license and extensive experience of driving many different classes of
vehicles and testing them.

ICB updates for Wiltshire Area Board — October 2024

New provider of integrated community-based care
People in Bath and North East Somerset, Swindon and Wiltshire will receive more health and social care in
or near their homes, in a more joined-up and streamlined way.

HCRG Care Group has been appointed to lead an innovative new community-based care partnership with
the NHS, local authorities and charities that will transform the care and support that people get to help them
with their health and wellbeing at every stage of their lives.

Traditional community services such as nursing, therapy and personal care will be enhanced as they
become part of new integrated neighbourhood teams, working across homes, care homes, clinics, schools
and community centres to bring more personalised support to local people.

The aim is to build on the services that are valued by patients and their loved ones, as well as giving people
more support in living healthier lives.

Among the benefits local people can expect to see will be:

e Asingle place or front door to get community-based care, help and support. The new front door will
be fully accessible to all, and be available in a face-to-face location, as well as online and over the
phone.

e Atleast £7m a year will be invested in partnerships with VCSE providers to build community capacity
to provide early help and support within communities from the end of 2027.

e Inappropriately located or outdated buildings will also be refurbished or phased out.

e Transforming the way that people access care will also reduce the pressure on GP practices and
hospitals, which are seeing more people with health problems that could be effectively treated closer
to home.

Local NHS invests millions to help patients get diagnostic care closer to home

Tens of thousands of patients living in Bath and North East Somerset, Swindon and Wiltshire requiring
diagnostic care can now access the services they need sooner and closer to home thanks to a multimillion
pound investment by the local NHS.

A £14 million cash injection has enabled three new community diagnostic centres to open across the region,
with each of the sites providing the type of diagnostics that once would have only taken place inside a
hospital.

Having services such as ultrasounds, echocardiograms and MRI scans based in the community means
people awaiting diagnosis, including those with symptoms that could be cancer, can be seen quicker and
begin any required treatment sooner.

The first centre opened at the Sulis Hospital in Bath in March 2023, and was followed in March and April of
this year by two new sites, with one based at the West Swindon Health Centre and the other at Salisbury
Centre Health Clinic.

Eligible groups encouraged to get vaccinated against flu and Covid-19
The second phase of the winter vaccination programme has begun for those in Bath and North East
Somerset, Swindon and Wiltshire.

Vaccinations against flu and Covid-19 are now available for people aged 65 and over, those with a weakened
immune system, carers, care home residents and front-line workers in social care and health care.
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Following the initial launch last month, inviting pregnant women and children for their flu vaccinations, from
Thursday 3 October anyone eligible for vaccinations can book online at www.nhs.uk, by downloading the
NHS App, or by calling 119.

In addition, the NHS will be sending out invitations to those eligible to get their jabs, while GP practices and
other local NHS services will also be contacting people to offer the vaccines.

These vaccinations provide vital protection, helping to prevent serious illnesses and reduce hospital
admissions during the busy winter months.

ICB Non-Executive Director to join mental health trust
Paul Miller, Non-Executive Director at Bath and North East Somerset, Swindon and Wiltshire Integrated Care
Board, has been named as the new Chair of Avon and Wiltshire Mental Health Partnership NHS Trust.

Paul will step down from his role at BSW ICB at the end of October 2024 to take up the role of Chair at the
mental health, learning disability and autism provider on 1 November 2024.

He has been a non-executive director since the establishment of the integrated care board in July 2022.

Stephanie Elsy, BSW ICB Chair, said: “We are very grateful for Paul’s active support in the first two years of
our ICB.

“This has been a pivotal time as we have developed the first integrated care plan that outlines the priority
areas that we need to tackle to bring the most benefit to local people.”

Independent investigation of the NHS published
In July 2024, the newly appointed Secretary of State for Health and Social Care, Wes Streeting MP,
commissioned Lord Darzi to conduct an immediate and independent investigation of the NHS.

Lord Darzi’s report has now been published and provides an expert understanding of the current
performance of the NHS across England, as well as the challenges facing the whole health and care system.

Within the report, Lord Darzi used the most recent data and intelligence to assess:

o Patient access to health and care
e The quality of health and care being provided
e The overall performance of the health and care system

Busy summer for urgent and emergency care services
Emergency departments in the NHS experienced the busiest summer on record, with around 6.8 million
people coming forward for urgent care during June, July and August.

In total, 6,776,150 people attended an emergency department in England during the three-month period,
which is an increase of more than 240,000 when compared to the previous year.

Local emergency teams also had a very busy summer, with the region’s three hospitals — the Royal United
Hospital in Bath, the Great Western Hospital in Swindon and Salisbury District Hospital — seeing a combined
attendance of 79,787.

The busiest month of the summer came in July, when the combined attendances for each of the three
hospitals totalled more than 27,000.

Professor Sir Stephen Powis, NHS National Medical Director, said: “The NHS has just come out of the
busiest summer on record for A&Es across the country, and preparations are already under way for what is
expected to be an extremely difficult winter.”

Project Summary:

Fovant Village Hall currently has a traditionally laid pine wood floor of approximately 65 square meters. It was
laid some time ago; its original intention was to provide a solid & attractive base for general purpose use. Over
the last three years however, the floor is showing signs continual and increasing damage from the variety of
groups who use the hall; yoga, pilates, tap, seated exercise, & orchestra. It is now in a state where the Hall
committee must act. Having considered replacing the floor completely and & reflected on the advice offered by
experts in flooring, we have decided the best course of action is to retain our floor and strip, sand and varnish
with a specialist commercial grade lacquer capable of withstanding sports activities. This will lengthen
substantially the useful life of the floor, the value of the floor & the benefits to be gained from the floor by the
community. It is also a more sustainable and environmentally solution which appeals to our values and vision as
well as the County's. We have sought three quotations from local companies with secure reputations. The
lacquers used to provide a hard wearing surface are not solvent based so they are environmentally friendly and
the sanding machines used will ensure no dust is produced. Two to three layers of lacquer will be applied (
BONA Traffic HD) with appropriate finishing and preparation in between layers to ensure the floor can sustain
high traffic and sporting activities for the present and future life of the Hall.

Project Summary:

We host x3 carer peer support cafes in the south west of Wiltshire. Our Mere cafe is held monthly at the Angel
Corner Tearoom and our Tisbury café is held at Beaton’s Tearooms and the Broadchalke cafe is held at The Hub.
Each café supports local unpaid carers who are struggling with particularly with isolation and loneliness. It is an
opportunity to socialise with others in a similar situation to them, to encourage peer to peer support and a
chance for them to have a small break away from their caring responsibilities in a warm, friendly environment
with light refreshments. Guest speakers and trained volunteers attend groups so there is always someone there
for them to lean on for direct help and advice if they are at crisis point. Many of our elderly carers are not
confident using the internet and find continual online referrals and application forms etc daunting. Guidance
navigating information online is a constant request we receive and something we or other attendees can help
them with at these groups via casual skill sharing. We often provide extra activities at these cafes, taking the
group for Christmas lunch, Easter Egg hunts and other festive activities throughout the year as these festive
periods which we look forward to are often dreaded by carers as their support systems fade away for the
holidays and they are further left to fend for themselves. The cafes remain one of the best ways for CSW to stay
in touch with carers on a personal level and provides an easy approachable avenue for new carers coming
forward who are perhaps reluctant to admit to their circumstances as we so often hear is the case. The 3 groups
each cost the same to run.
