Any decision in accordance with the Council’s Financial Regulations (Part 9), involving financial expenditure of £500,000 or above,
with the exception of operational expenditure by Corporate Directors identified within the approved budget and policy framework;

Any proposal to change the Council’s policy framework (documents listed within the Council’s Constitution)

Any contract (or programme) which:



- exceeds an annual value of £1 million or the total contract value; or

- exceeds £4million including any optional extension period; or

- involves the transfer of 50 or more employees in or out of the council; or

- relates to a matter which is commercially, politically or strategically sensitive.

7. Any proposal which would have a significant effect on communities living or working in an area comprising two or more electoral
divisions.
