Project Summary:

Having carried out a consultation with Trustees, Playing Field users and the wider community we would like to add more
play equipment to the play area. The last equipment was added as part of a major Lottery bid in 2010/11. The play
equipment needs to be inclusive (usable by all ages, abilities and disabilities) in line with our policies and charity
constitution. We therefore decided on a flying carpet, which allows a number of people to use at the same time (such as
able and disabled together). Builds on the sustainable Robina timber used with the majority of our play equipment.
Planning permission has already been gained for the new equipment but other fund raising has been inhibited by the
pandemic.

Project Summary:

Celebrating Age Wiltshire (CAW) will use arts & heritage activities to reach the most isolated older people in the Warminster
area, helping to tackle loneliness and aiming to improve their health and wellbeing through creative and artistic
engagement. In particular CAW will target those people who are vulnerable and socially isolated due to frailty, ill health,
dementia, poor mobility or caring responsibilities. Responding to the Covid 19 crisis, our programme has developed four
different strands of both live and online activity to meet the needs of this group. CAW is a partnership of community
organisations across the county with Wiltshire Music Centre as lead organisation.

Project Summary:

I run an after school / extra curricular club at Kingdown School, Warminster, to design and build a Hyper efficient vehicle to
compete in the Shell European Eco Marathon. Our team consists of around 20 students aged 11-18, girls and boys. We aim
to inspire the next generation of engineers and cover detailed design and making work on: chassis / aerodynamics / rolling
resistance / engine / fuel injection as well as Team Building, Project Management and very intense Competition Experience!
We are going to try and design and build our own accurate, reliable, engine test bed to improve our engines efficiency -
presently a stock, untuned engine. This culminates in a week long participation/residential event. Previous events have been
held in London around the Olympic Park or Mercedes World, Brooklands.
