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UK’s Climate Targets

« July 2019: UK Committee on Climate
Change stated UK needs 30,000
hectares of trees/yr over the next 30
years (2,25 billion trees assuming 1
tree sapling/4m?2)
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« QOctober 2019: Glover Report
highlighted that National Parks and
AONBs must play in meeting this
target whilst appreciating the need for
sensitive planning

» For Wiltshire, this target = 435 ha of
woodland/yr for the next 30 years (>1
million trees / an area of woodland the
size of Devizes each year)
