The minutes of the previous meeting held on 17 November 2022, were
agreed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.

He left the room
and did not take part in the discussion or vote on this application.
Clir's Zoe & Richard Clewer noted a non-disclosable Personal Interest, in
relation to the Phoenix Stars application, as their daughter had attended the
club. For openness, both Members opted not to take part in the discussion or
vote on this application.

106 Chairman's Announcements

The Chairman made the following announcements:

Cost of Living

Wiltshire Council is continuing to provide targeted support in response to the
cost of living crisis, specifically aimed at residents, businesses, schools and
council staff. The dedicated cost of living page and wellbeing hub on the
Wiltshire council website provides a useful landing site of resources and support
available. Further cost of living payments are to be made to eligible residents
throughout the year and alternative fuel payments of £200 are also being made
to those not on mains gas energy, administered by electricity providers.
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The AB would also continue to support community led initiatives in the Southern
Wiltshire Area, many of which could be found on the interactive community
directory.

Bus companies were currently offering discounted travel in the area, until 31
March, where bus users could travel on most routes in the county for just £2 or
less for a single fare. This initiative was funded by central government and was
aimed at encouraging more bus use across the county and to provide support
during the cost of living crisis.

Wiltshire Council’s friendly library staff continued to play their part too, by
working with Warm and Safe Wiltshire and The Rural Communities Energy
Support Network, to assist residents seeking basic energy advice and guidance.
Libraries would be collection points for Warm Packs, which include a hot water
bottle and blanket, for anyone who would benefit from some free essentials.

Potholes

The particularly cold weather over the festive period had resulted in a higher
than average number of potholes. During Dec, a total of 3000 potholes were
reported on the My Wilts app; a five-fold increase on the number usually
reported. As such, parish stewards had been prioritising making roads safe, with
further work planned for later in the year when the conditions were preferable for
long-term repairs.

Budget

On 21 February, Wiltshire Council approved a 2.99% budget increase and a
further 2% to the adult social care levy. In the budget, additional spending had
been allocated towards care for the vulnerable, families, children, waste and
recycle services, highways, and transport, whilst £200million was also allocated
to capital projects. These were difficult times, but through sound management,
Wiltshire Council stood in a financially resilient position which balanced
the protection of services whilst minimising the burden on residents.

Neighbourhood Collaboratives

Since the last meeting of the Area Board, the Chairman had attended a
Neighbourhood Collaboratives Workshop aimed towards developing an
integrated approach to improving community health and wellbeing. The
approach was centred on 6 key principles and had already begun running pilot
schemes in various parts of the county. The area board would play a key part in
this initiative and had already started to have discussions with key stakeholders
in the partnership. Further updates would be presented at future AB meetings.

Jessica Tarrant, Community Development Officer - Abri Housing gave an update
on the Good Grub Club community project at Longhedge, which had been
funded by the Board at a previous meeting.

The initiative had been formed in 2017 to tackle school holiday hunger, by
teaching families to create meals from scratch and learn new skills through
cooking sessions. The project was supported by partners including GPs and
Health Visitors.

As well as cooking meals, there were sports sessions and the provision of
ingredients to take away so that further healthy meals could be created at home.
The initiative was free for all to attend.

Community Policing — local issues and priorities - Inspector Tina Osborn
Following the changes to the structure in January, Tina would now be
responsible for the Salisbury area NHPT and for the Response Teams, which

would better enable her to target the local priorities.

There had been an increase in shed and vehicle break ins, mainly to vans for
power tools. Tina urged people not to store tools in vehicles overnight.

There had also been reports of incidents involving the use of catapults in
Downton.

A video was shown detailing CCTV footage of a relay theft. The video can be
seen here: https://youtu.be/8pffcngJJg0

A relay theft is where high value vehicles which are keyless are stolen from
outside homes by using a device which can steal the key signal. These crimes
are very difficult to investigate and solve, as the identity of the vehicle is quickly
changed making it difficult to track the vehicle down.

Tina recommended the use of a Faraday pouch, to keep these keys in, as they
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provide protection from signal theft.

Questions and comments:

e Would the weekly crime updates from PCSOs on the social media site
start back up again? Answer - Yes the system broke, but it would be
back up and running soon.

e The regular Police visit through the village of Coombe Bissett had not
happened for a while now. Would Police visibility be improved? Answer: -
The NHPT was now smaller than it used to be. There is a dedicated
Police Officer for the southern area community area who still made visits
to the parishes when possible. Parishes can make contact with the local
NHPT to ask them to drop into a coffee morning or organised club or
session.

c) Silver Salisbury Outreach Programme — written update

Meet Chris Hilldrup, Highways Agency

Chris Hilldrup - Route Manager Wiltshire, South West Operations at National
Highways, accompanied by Paul Warner provided an overview of his role and
area of current work.

Part of his work involved making sure the right people were brought together to
progress workstreams, to identify area of need across the network and feasibility
studies.

Chris would be working with the council at county hall once a week to enable
cooperative working with the aim of being more present and joined up.

In and around the Salisbury area there were many schemes that National
Highways was working on. One of the projects which Chris had been involved
with when he first came to the area was the Salisbury River Park project, in
partnership with the Environment Agency.

Chris was now working in partnership with the council on a study to improve the
underpasses around Salisbury. Four had been identified for improvements to
lighting to promote a feeling of safety by users.

Other areas of work included improved road markings and surfaces, drainage
issues, pumping station condition, upgrading traffic signals and air quality.

The A36 Southampton Road section of the network impacted the southern
Wiltshire community area the most. A £20m investment had been made to
enable improvements, studies would look at different models and information
would be drawn from partners including Wiltshire Council (WC) and Salisbury
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City Council (SCC). Any work taken forward must not impact negatively on other
areas of the road network.

The model for Southampton Road was currently going well, with testing
underway. It was estimated that any visible construction work would not start
until around 2025.

Questions and comments:

It was good to have you here talking about solutions to the A36, it was positive
to see that there was now a tangible scheme to address the problems.

Years ago the Highways Agency said they would oppose significant
development in Alderbury as the A36 was at its capacity. Since then there has
been further development, however, during all of the consultation the Highways
Agency had been silent. What was your position on development that feeds into
the A36? Answer: We are statutory consultees in the planning process, there
are increased demands and over periods of time the ‘significant number’ of
development would change. | would need to take that question away and
feedback.

In Harnham traffic is at peak. On the development sites, 82 of the 920 houses
had been built. Existing residents were horrified with the traffic. The
developments in Harnham would affect the whole of the road network. The
gyratory was particularly tricky. There was also a Heat Project (hospital
programme) for better access to consider. This would include a university faculty
beside it, putting more traffic into the city on the A36.

Answer: | have shared material you sent me to counter parts at WC, as the
roads you mention are not in my gift to comment on. We do consider the linkage
of roads such as the Harnham Gyratory when we carry out our study. | cannot
advise but | can attend a meeting with the SCC and listen/observe.

What is the expected increase to the flow of traffic through Salisbury after the
work is completed?

Answer: We look at the existing system and any large development known to
take place. We also have national accredited guidance on how traffic will grow,
at various levels. We apply all of the accumulative affects to the network; this
enables us to have a reasonable idea on changes on the road network. We will
look at the levels of increase and see how much we can reduce it by, but we are
not able to give you a figure at this stage

What was National Highways doing with Active Travel?

Answer: The chosen scheme would include aspects such as improvements to
crossing facilities. It was a balancing act, as it was not possible to stop people
from driving. There would be elements which could be looked at to make it safer
and quicker for users.
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In Landford we had been looking to see if it was possible to get Lorry Sat Nav
routes changed to make users take different routes. There were 3 access routes
into the New Forest National Park (NFNP), and lorry and van drivers often take
a short cut through the forest.

Answer: There was no way NH could influence the large tech companies that
operate the Sat Nav's. We do work with the National Haulage Association, but
they also are unable to influence the navigation systems.

Were there any small wins you could offer to improve this in the NFNP with
small signage or other measures?

Answer: Yes, we may be able to try to identify small projects if there was the
identification need.

For the A36, a cut through Alderbury is the alternative approach road and
Laverstock the rat run on the other side. Laverstock PC would like to be involved
with any discussions with you and SCC.

Answer: It was very difficult to stop rat-run traffic as those doing it were local
people.

For the communities along the A36, when a scheme is devised which could help
the A36 issues, that community/parish has to pay for the scheme and often they
cannot afford them. Was there a better way around that?

Answer: If a village wanted to put something on the side of our network, they
would need to pay the fees for the design scheme, unfortunately there was no
such thing as a simple scheme, even a simple signpost must be designed to the
scrutiny of our scheme requirements with surveys etc

With regards to Active Travel, there were currently 11 submissions with one
relevant to this AB for Longhenge.

There is a disconnect with cutting and verges — if we could clear as we cut that
would be better.

How do you aim to make the A36 a tolerable route for cyclists to use, it is
horrible at the moment. For large parts of A36 cyclists do not have any option.
Overview for through traffic, what can be done to manage that in a national
sense?

Answer: The A36 is part of the strategic road network and intended for the
movement of goods/freight and will always remain a very busy road. |
understand your reservations in terms of cycling, however there are limitations
as we are limited to the footprint of the road and cannot extend. Under a
designated funds scheme, we have identified 13 locations which are being
considered along the A36 where we are studying issues.

The Area Board thanked Chris and Paul for attending to share information and
welcomed further updates.

With inflation and energy costs still high, Wiltshire Council continues to provide support to
people through the cost-of-living crisis. Wiltshire Council has a range of advice and support
at www.wiltshire.gov.uk/cost-of-living.

Energy Support

The Government recently extended its energy price guarantee for an additional three months
until the end of June 2023, which limits the amount suppliers can charge per unit of energy
used. However, the £66/£67 monthly payments that most residents were receiving from their
energy supplier since October 2022, as part of the Energy Bills Support Scheme (EBSS),
recently came to an end. With this in mind, and in addition to the continuing high inflation,
Wiltshire Council continues to provide a range of support to those most in need.

The council is continuing to allocate funding to those who were not eligible for payments
through the EBSS. So far, the council has allocated £510,000 through the Government’s
EBSS Alternative Fund and a further £172,600 through its Alternative Fuel Payment Scheme
for people who don’t have a domestic electricity supplier. More information on this can be
found at Overview - Wiltshire Council.

Household Support Fund

The council has allocated all of its funding from the 2022/23 phase of the Government’s
Household Support Fund, but recently had confirmation that it had received more than
£5.4m to allocate during 2023/24. The Household Support Fund is provided by the
Department for Work and Pensions and is in place to support households that would
otherwise struggle to buy food or pay essential utility bills or meet other essential living costs
to help them during the current cost-of-living challenges. The council is in the process of
finalising its plans for the fund and will have more information soon.

Supportin Libraries

Although the temperatures have risen, Wiltshire Council’s libraries continue to be there for
people who need them, providing anyone with a warm and friendly welcome. The council
continues to work with Warm and Safe Wiltshire and The Rural Communities Energy
Support Network to assist residents seeking basic energy advice and make referrals to
experienced energy advisors in all but its smallest libraries. In total, 1,462 warm packs
were handed out at libraries, which contained a thermal mug, a fleece blanket and a hot
water bottle with a cover. More packs may be available later this year. All libraries can
signpost people to community partners and agencies that can support people through the
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rising cost of living. Wiltshire Libraries are also working with the Good Things Foundation
to distribute free SIMs and mobile data to people in need. The National Databank
scheme is supported by UK mobile networks including Vodafone, O2 and Three. More
information can be found at https://www.wiltshire.gov.uk/libraries-news.

Interactive Directories

Last year Wiltshire Council set up an interactive directory, which continues to be available,
so people could easily find local food providers and warm spaces near to them at just a few
clicks of a mouse. The council will soon be engaging with all the local groups that registered
to be included on the directory to establish what support is still available in the county and
what the plans might be for the future so that it has a clear picture of what might be needed.

Work of Area Boards

All 18 of Wiltshire Council’s Area Boards have also been working on a number of projects
and initiatives to support people in the county’s community areas. Multiple Area Boards have
hosted warm and safe community events, bringing together a range of partners to showcase
what support they can offer to residents. They have coordinated the production, printing and
distribution of local cost of living information leaflets to specifically targeted residential areas
through officers, volunteers and councillors. Some have worked with community groups to
draw in multiple sources of funding to develop small emergency hardship funds that
agencies can refer suitable residents to. In partnership with food banks and community
organisations, the area boards have also provided a range of useful products free of charge
to suitable residents including slow cookers and electric blankets.

Bus Passes

The council also recently confirmed that all holders of Wiltshire concessionary bus passes
can continue using their pass to travel at any time on local bus services during April.
Normally, concessionary bus passes for older and disabled people cannot be used to travel
before 9.30am on weekdays, but Wiltshire Council agreed with bus operators to temporarily
lift this restriction from 1 September 2022. The offer is eligible on all local buses that operate
within the Wiltshire Council area, or for any bus journeys that begin in Wiltshire.
Concessionary passes cannot be used to board a bus within the Borough of Swindon before
9.30am on weekdays.

Holiday Activities

The council has been delivering the Holiday Activity and Food programme, known locally as
FUEL during the Easter holidays and this will continue in the Summer and Christmas school
holidays in 2023. The FUEL programme is funded by the Department of Education and will
deliver camps in ten areas across the county where there is the greatest level of need. At
FUEL camps children receive a nutritious lunch each day and are given the opportunity to
take part in a range of practical, physical and hands on activities including robotics
workshops, circus skills, sporting sessions, Olympic kit, talent shows, and arts and crafts.

Family hubs are part of the Government manifesto promise to support children and
young people up to the age of 19, or 25 if they have SEND. In Wiltshire we will refer to
them as part of our Family Help offer. This is to remove the implication of the support
being purely building based.

We have a vision that all children, young people and families will be enabled and
empowered to live their healthiest, most fulfilled lives by having easy and timely access to a
locally integrated network of hubs, supported by an online offer. This will bring preventative
and early help-support and information services together from all sectors to ensure a county
wide delivery that is seamless, relationship based and trauma informed, empowering
families to be resilient and live their healthiest, most fulfilled lives.

The Government requires the delivery of a universal core offer which will consist of:
Maternity services

Health visiting

Mental health support

Infant feeding advice with specialist breastfeeding support

Safeguarding

Services relating to Special Educational Needs (SEND)

As well as additional services to include and not limited to:

Financial support (2year-old entitlements, 30 hours, universal credit childcare offer,

Stop smoking support

Substance (alcohol/drug) misuse support

These services can be either delivered by the Local Authority or Health providers, or they
can be commissioned out to private providers or organisations in the Voluntary and
Community Sector. Many of these organisations and arrangements already exist and will
use the hub facilities where possible.

The first step to developing this countywide service is to work with the communities and ask
them what they want and how they want it made available.

An online consultation was launched on 12 January and will run for 12 weeks. There will be
face to face consultations in every community area during February and March for families to
have their say in how the service can be developed and for them to express the needs for
their area. We recognise that the solution for each area is likely to vary dependent on the
needs and wishes of the families.

We have asked similar questions in relation to community connecting via the health service,
but this is different and very family focussed.

It is important that families are aware of the consultation and that we reach families who do
not normally engage with the Local Authority around service delivery, so please can you
share with your partners and communities so that we can get a very comprehensive view
from families.

Update for Wiltshire Area Boards
April 2023
Falls Work Programme

Wiltshire ICA continue to prioritise the Falls work programme. This includes using
short-term funding to purchase additional Raizer chairs with training support to
ensure that staff are equipped and confident to respond to falls where appropriate.

This is targeted at the Community and Reablement teams, and Care Homes with the
highest number of proportionate falls, to ensure support is meaningful and effective.

The programme is in the engagement and mobilisation phase. The short-term
objectives are to reduce unnecessary falls resulting in calls to 999 where possible
and contribute to a robust community and provider response to falls.

We have established a new strategy working group in partnership with Wiltshire
Council and Public Health. The group aims to better understand the Wiltshire
population needs and to develop a Wiltshire Falls strategy to enable a prevention
and response, long-term approach.

Spring boosters

COVID-19 is more serious in older people and in people with certain underlying
health conditions. For these reasons, people aged 75 years and over, residents in
care homes for older adults, and those aged 5 years and over with a weakened
immune system are being offered a spring booster of COVID-19 vaccine.
Appointments will be offered between April and June with those at highest risk being
called in first.
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Community First Update — March 2023

Community Development — Project Updates

Our Community Organising team has been working on a number of community engagements projects
over the last few months. A summary of these projects is included below:

The Friary Youth Engagement Project

The team recently completed a youth engagement project for Salisbury City Council which aimed to
develop positive relationships and understand the needs and ambitions of young people who live on The
Friary Estate in Salisbury. This project was delivered over 18 months with direct outreach and delivery
with young people and their families. As part of the project the team delivered a skills-based training
programme, co-produced a youth action plan and supported the provision of new youth activity. Young
people took part in a six-week engagement project with fun games and group activities designed to
understand how youth activity could be delivered locally.

10 young people received Community Organising and listening training, they also attended a residential
at Oxenwood Outdoor Education Centre and a reward trip to a trampoline park. As a result of the project,
a new youth club called ‘The Hangout’ was created, with 22 young people signed up to attend regular
activities. Young people who took part in the project reported improved self-esteem, confidence and
wellbeing, as well as feeling more connected to the community.

Rural Youth Project

The team has continued to deliver the rural youth project with door-knocking and engagement activity.
Four pop-up events have been held so far in 2023, with 56 young people taking part in positive activities.
As part of the project, the team has also supported the creation of a new youth club. This included
governance advice and support for the newly formed youth club committee. 3 potential Young Leaders
and 3 adult volunteers took part in First Aid training and will continue to receive support from YAW clubs.

Community Transport Association Project

Outreach and engagement activity has continued across eight key areas in Wiltshire as part of a project
funded by the Community Transport Association (CTA). The project aims to recruit new volunteers for
Link Schemes and reduce loneliness and isolation. Through direct outreach, the team has recruited 46
potential new volunteers for Link Schemes. Our Community Organisers were also joined by volunteers
from local Link Schemes who took part in door-knocking activity with our team.

Community Engagement Services

Our team has a wealth of experience in supporting and delivering community engagement projects. We
work with Councils, voluntary groups, charities and partner organisations to speak to local people about
issues which are important to them and their community. Our team works on the ground, at the
grassroots by knocking on doors and talking to people in public places to find out what they have to say.
This approach is very effective at identifying different views (including from harder-to-reach groups) and
produces actionable insights and solutions to often complex problems.

In addition to listening activity through door-knocking, our team delivers bespoke training and youth
engagement projects. We have also worked with a number of Town and Parish Councils to create online
surveys for digital consultation on neighbourhood planning and community needs analysis.

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Link Schemes Audit 2022

Each year, Community First gathers data from Link Schemes to prepare the annual Link Schemes Audit.

The Link Audit is important because it demonstrates how vital local transport groups are to the health and
wellbeing of Wiltshire residents, particularly those who live in rural areas. As well as collecting information
about the number of miles travelled, tasks undertaken and volunteer hours given, each Link Scheme also
collects data on the type of journeys carried out e.qg. trips to local doctors surgeries, community hospitals

and dentists. This helps us build up a picture of the important role Link Schemes play in helping people to
access healthcare and other services that help them live fulfilling and independent lives, reduce isolation,
manage health conditions and keep active.

Summary of findings:

e There are 1,620 volunteers involved in supporting local Link Schemes in Wiltshire, with an
average of 38 volunteers per Link Scheme.

¢ The number of volunteers for Link Schemes increased by 3% in 2022.

e In 2022 Link Schemes travelled 689,661 miles, which is a 39% increase from 2021.

e There was a 38% increase in everyday tasks (34,125) completed by Link volunteers in 2022.

¢ Volunteers for local Link Schemes gave over 100,000 hours of their time in 2022. This is a 22%
increase from the previous audit.

e 26,249 health related journeys were completed in 2022, which is a 27% increase from 2021.

e The economic value of Link Schemes is £1,262,102 based on ONS South West Average hourly
pay (£12.48 per hour). This is a 22% increase from 2021.

The Link Schemes Audit shows that Link Schemes have gone above and beyond to support their local
communities in 2022, with a significant increase in service delivery against a small increase in volunteer
numbers. We hope you will join us in congratulating Link Schemes for their fantastic achievements and
their commitment to supporting some of the most vulnerable people in the county.

Support for Village Halls and Community Buildings (WVHA)

Wiltshire Village Halls Association (WVHA) is a membership network for village halls and community
buildings in Wiltshire and Swindon. This is a specialist advisory and support service with opportunities for
networking, training, promotion and help with local/national guidance. In addition to the support from our
Village Halls Advisor Helen Akiyama, WVHA members also benefit from a profile on our dedicated WVHA
website for members of the public who are searching for halls to hire.

Helen Akiyama has recently attended two re-opening events for Sherston Village Hall and Berryfield
Village Hall. Both halls have received advice and guidance from WVHA. Before and after photos for these
amazing renovations can be found on our website. It is fantastic to see funding and investment going to
local halls in Wiltshire. Helen is currently working with member halls who have applied for grant funding
through the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee Fund which is administrated by ACRE.

Building Bridges Programme — Learning, Review and Reflection Event and
Upcoming Impact Report

The Building Bridges programme Lead Team and programme partners (including Key Workers) attended
a Learning, Review and Reflection Event at Market Lavington Village Hall on Wednesday 1st March
2023. The event aimed to highlight the achievements of the Building Bridges Programme and those who
took part. We are currently in the process of preparing a project impact report with highlights from the
programme including outcomes, case studies and quotes from participants. This will be shared with joint
funders The National Lottery Community Fund and The European Social Fund, as well as through the
Building Bridges website. Since launch in 2016 the programme has delivered the following outcomes for
participants and the wider region:

e 1,910 participants supported through the programme.

e A work or education outcome delivered every 1.9 days.

e £12.9m of economic benefit to the region delivered through the programme, with a cost benefit of
£1.67 return per £1 invested (£1.71 pre-pandemic).

e 64% of participants have achieved a positive outcome through the programme.

o 27% of participants achieved employment, 30% moved into education (including 291 who were
NEET or at risk) and 7% moved into job search.

o 59% of participants reported increased confidence, wellbeing and self-esteem upon leaving the
programme.

Support was maintained to an average of 343 participants throughout the pandemic. Thank you to
everyone who has been involved in delivering and supporting this fantastic programme in Swindon and
Wiltshire. Work is ongoing to secure continuation funding for the programme.

Case Studies

Neighbourhood Consultation

Our team worked with Woodborough
Parish Council to consult with residents
about a proposed Neighbourhood
Development Order (NDO). The NDO
contained a proposal for the construction
of new houses, along with a drop-off
parking area for the local school which
had been identified as a need.

Community First carried out 3 days

of consultation activity, knocking on
doors to speak to residents about their
initial thoughts as they related to the
proposed order. Following door-knocking
activity, our team held a public event to

ensure residents had the opportunity to

ask questions, offer feedback and raise
concerns about the proposal in an open
and supportive environment. As part

of the consultation process, residents
also took part in an interactive session
with Community Organisers which
identified a number of key themes and
concerns relating to the Neighbourhood
Development Order.

Following the neighbourhood
consultation in Woodborough, our
Community Organisers gathered the
feedback from residents into a report
with a series of recommendations about
how the community could move forward.
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Community Engagement

Bath & North East Somerset, Swindon
and Wiltshire Clinical Commissioning
Group (BSW CCG) commissioned
Community First to deliver a community
based engagement project, with the
overall aim of understanding how rural
inequalities impact upon people affected
by cancer. The listening project also
aimed to provide insight into digital
exclusion during Covid-19.

BSW CCG wanted to understand what
was working well and potential barriers
for people affected by cancer in rural
parts of Wiltshire and Bath & North East
Somerset. A key focus for BSW CCG
was hearing from harder to reach groups
including individuals from the boating,
travelling and military communities.

Prior to face-to-face activity activity, our
team devised methods of engaging harder

to reach groups, as well as carrying
out desk-based research to map local
support and services for people affected
by cancer.

Our Community Organisers spent
several days door-knocking in key areas,
listening to over 200 residents and
recording their feedback. Feedback was
also gathered from organisations who
work with people affected by cancer in

B&NES and Wiltshire.

Listenings were transcribed and a
thematic analysis was carried out to
identify key themes which emerged from
the data. All findings were compiled

into a comprehensive report with key
themes clearly highlighted, qualitative
and quantitative analysis and a series of
recommendations for the CCG.

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Changes to landline telephones Agenda ltem 13

The UK'’s telephone network is being upgraded, which means that landline services
are changing. You’ll still be able to have a landline in your home, but the technology
that powers it will be a bit different and you may need to upgrade some of your
equipment.

What’s changing and when?

The technology we currently use to make calls on landlines, called ‘analogue’, is
being replaced with an internet-based version, called an ‘IP network’.

Landlines will still exist, and you can still have a phone line in your home - but
the system that underpins it will be different.

The changeover needs to happen by December 2025, as this is when the old
technology will stop working. Phone providers have already started work on
switching over the network, but you don’t need to do anything until they get in
touch with you.

Why are these changes happening?

The equipment that makes the current landline network run isn’t fit for the future
and needs to be upgraded. The new system will use the internet to make phone
calls.

Phone and broadband companies are leading this change. The Government and
Ofcom (the communications regulator) are supporting it.

Will my landline phone be affected?

Everyone who has a landline will move over to the new system. You don’t need
to do anything yet - your phone company will get in touch with you.

For lots of people, the change will be as simple as plugging their phone into their
broadband router.

Can | keep my phone number?

Yes, in most cases you’ll be able to keep your current phone number.
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Will | need a new phone?

If your phone handset is very old, you might need to change it. Your phone
provider will be able to advise you.

Will anything else be affected, like my telecare?

The switch to digital landlines may affect telecare devices and personal

alarms. This process will be gradual and won't be complete until the end of
2025.

Your telephone service provider should contact you before the switch takes place. But you
may wish to contact the supplier of any telecare devices you use to check if the device will
work with the new system or whether any equipment may need to be upgraded.

What if | don’t have, or don’t want, the internet at home?

Because the new system runs off the internet, you won’t be able to make calls
without an internet connection at home.

If you already have broadband, you can use that. If not and you don’t want a
high-speed internet connection, you should be given the option to use a simple
internet connection just for making calls.

Will | have to pay more?

BT, which provides the majority of landlines, have committed to not raising

prices above inflation for ‘voice only’ customers — those who don’t have home
broadband. This commitment is for at least the next 5 years and will mean that

whatever technology your landline uses, the old system or the new, your bill
should not rise significantly. This means that you shouldn’t face extra costs if

you need a new simple internet connection to make calls.

Is it true that | won’t be able to make phone calls if there’s a power cut?

Because the new system will work off your home electricity, if there’s a power
cut it’ll mean you can’t make phone calls. In these instances, phone companies
are advising that you should use a mobile phone as a backup.

If you don’t have a mobile, live somewhere where there’s no or poor signal, or
depend on your landline, for example because you’re disabled, your home phone
provider should offer you a solution like a battery-operated handset. This will
mean that you can make emergency f-:%lése %}lring a power cut.



Is there anything | should watch out for?

As the switchover is affecting millions of homes, this can create an opportunity
for criminals to develop new scams. These could be over the phone, via email, or
at your doorstep.

Remember the key advice when someone is contacting you about the switchover:

STOP — Taking a moment to stop and think before parting with your money or
information could keep you safe.

CHALLENGE — Could it be fake? It is ok to reject, refuse or ignore any
requests. Only criminals will try to rush you.

PROTECT — Contact your bank immediately if you think you’ve fallen for a
scam and report it to Action Fraud 0300 123 2040

Other unscrupulous people may also try to sell you equipment or get you to sign
up to expensive contracts that you don’t need. Don’t rush into any decisions, seek
a second opinion, and speak to your phone company who will be to advise you
about what you need.

The Southern Wiltshire Area Board reviewed available local data and evidence and
integrated this with local knowledge and community conversation to agree the following
local priority themes. The Area Board has undertaken a series of more specific local actions
to positively address them, including the key achievements below:

Youth engagement and rural youth outreach

The area board led initiative to achieve most reach and impact since May 2021 is
the Rural Youth Outreach Project. A £10k area board investment in this project,
working in partnership with Youth Action Wiltshire, has helped to re-start
Winterslow youth club, facilitated a range of holiday pop up activities in
Laverstock and Ford, Downton, Alderbury, and the Bourne Valley, and begun to
tackle issues of rural youth isolation, dis-engagement and anti-social behaviour.

Alongside this project, the area board has also been instrumental in helping 8
new schools achieve the Healthy School accreditation.

Addressing environmental issues
To celebrate, thank and deepen relationships with the wide range of groups and
partners daily working to address environmental issues locally, the area board
held an event at Whiteparish Memorial Centre in April 2022, bringing together
over 60 representatives.

This event also saw the launch of the area board’s new ‘directory of eco-friendly
ideas and initiatives for families and communities’ produced by a local volunteer in
conjunction with the area board.

Supporting older people and vulnerable adult's health and wellbeing

There are nearly 80 village groups supporting this priority in the southern
wiltshire community area and a good number of facilitators who work with the
area board to enrich how health and wellbeing is supported.

Over the last couple of years this has resulted in new silent disco events being
organised in Downton, Redlynch and Winterbourne Earls, regular music and
movement activities for people with dementia led by the local Music for
Wellbeing CIC, and recently the start of the very popular Celebrating Age
programme which exists to reach the most isolated older people and bring to
their doorstep free top class cultural experiences.

phased manner, which started in June 2022

e VCSE research - Wessex Community Action: state of the Wiltshire voluntary
and community sector 2022

e Annual report - Wiltshire Citizens Advice: Wiltshire Citizens Advice annual
report 2022

As well as being evidence led, priorities should be selected where the Area Board
believes it can realistically make a positive impact upon them. To aid the delivery
of the chosen priorities, the Engagement and Partnerships team will support the
Area Board councillors through the development of the Area Board local action
plan.

Based on the work undertaken in 2022/23 and the new evidence available, some of
the key priorities that the Board may wish to consider are as follows:

e Support older people and vulnerable adults' health and wellbeing

It is proposed to split this issue into two projects. The first being
improvements to the link from Hurdcott Lane to the bus stop and
the second being the improvements to WINT28.

The first project is a matter for the LHFIG to consider and fund
in its entirety.

With respect to the second project then Wiltshire Council have
accepted that returning WINT28 to a state where it is fully
accessible to pedestrians is something that they will, to some
extent, have to fund. However, it has been proposed by the
Highways Asset and Rights of Way Teams that this project is
developed via the LHFIG if it is a community priority. Whilst
improvements to WINT28 could be taken forward fully outside
of the LHFIG process the project would have to compete for
design resource alongside all other highways projects that the
Council is seeking to deliver. Once a scheme has been
developed the aforementioned teams will determine how any
proposed works will be funded.

The group are to discuss the above approach and determine if
they support it and if they do which of the projects they wish to
take forward as a priority at this location.

The group discussed this issue at
length and acknowledged that
whilst addressing the issues with
WINT28 was a matter for Wiltshire
Council to address they did not
believe that it was an issue for the
LHFIG to take forward.

At Location 1 the results of the survey recorded the 85™
percentile speed of traffic using the road to be 31mph and the
average speed of traffic using the road to be 26mph. The results
of the traffic survey indicate that a speeding problem does not
exist at the location surveyed. Under the Council’s criteria for
addressing speeding concerns the speed of traffic at this
location is below the level for further intervention to be
considered.

The PC have received a request from the manager of the Old
Sarum Garden Centre for improvements to make it easier for
wheelchair users to access the Garden Centre. The request
asked for the provision of dropped kerbs, a reduction in speed
limit and the provision of pedestrians crossing warning signs.
The PC in supporting the request have indicated that they would
like to see the following measures considered:

¢ Installation of dropped kerbs on both sides of the road to
facilitate crossing the road.

The group discussed the issues
raised and the various aspects of
the requests in detail.

The group supported the provision
of a pair of dropped kerbs and the
provision of warning signs at this
location.

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e The provision of a footway on the Garden Centre side of the
road to link the Garden and Bradbury House with the Old
Sarum Housing Estate.

e Areduction in speed limits and additional signage subject to
costs.

In principle the provision of dropped kerbs is possible. As a
general guide the cost of the provision of a pair of dropped kerbs
is in the region of £2,500 to £3,000 depending on site specific
conditions. It is noted that the request to provide dropped kerbs
is to provide wheelchair access to between the bus stops
located outside of the Garden Centre. In view of this,
consideration should also be given to the provision of Kassel
Kerbs at the bus stop to enable easier boarding/alighting of
buses for wheelchair users. It is suggested that a proposal to
provide dropped kerbs and Kassel kerbs is developed and
brought to a future meeting of the group for a funding decision.

The provision of a footway over the length requested looks
possible in principle. However, further investigative and design
work will be required to determine if a footway can be provided
at this location.

A speed limit assessment could be undertaken along The
Portway. It should be noted though that in consideration of the
guidance followed when determining speed limits the existing
40mph speed limit is likely to be the lowest that would be
recommended on this section of the road. In both a rural and
urban environment there must be a certain level of frontage
development present for a 30mph speed limit to be introduced.
It is considered that there is insufficient frontage development

Grimstead PC

HGV’s using Windwhistle Lane
as a cut through from the A36
to Alderbury/Whaddon.

The PC have advised that HGVs are using Windwhistle Lane as
a cut through from the A36 to Alderbury/Whaddon, despite the
presence of a 7.5t weight restriction being in place on the road.
The PC have advised that the weight restriction is not enforced,
and that HGVs are damaging the verge and water pipes at the
junction of Windwhistle Lane and Grimstead Road

The PC have requested the following options be considered for
implementation:

¢ No right turn into Windwhistle Lane from the A36 travelling
towards Salisbury, with appropriate signage.

e Making the road one way only from Grimstead Road to the
A36 junction, with a left turn only onto the A36.

e Closing the road completely to traffic, allowing walkers,
horse riders and cyclists only, plus access only for residents,
local farmers and delivery lorries from Grimstead Road.

It is unclear why any HGVs on the A36 seeking to access
Alderbury/Whaddon would turn into Windwhistle Lane. Such a
manoeuvre would result in a significantly longer journey over a
lower quality route for vehicles (presumably) seeking to access
the Whaddon Business Park.

It is stated that there is no enforcement of the existing weight
restriction. The Police have moved towards a Community Lorry
Watch approach (similar to Speed Watch) to help enforce weight
limit restrictions (more information is available here). The PC
and residents could consider adopting a similar approach at this
location if they are not already doing so.

RB clarified that the issue was
HGV use of Windwhistle Lane in
general and not specifically use by
HGVs seeking to access
Alderbury/Whaddon.

Meeting to be arranged with the
PC to discuss options available for
addressing HGV use of
Windwhistle Lane.

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It is also noted that there are no advance warning signs of the
weight restriction on Windwhistle Lane present on the A36. The
provision of such signs would potentially help keep HGVs on the
A36.

It is suggested that a traffic survey is undertaken to ascertain the
level of use by HGVs using Windwhistle Lane to try and
determine the extent of the problem. A standard traffic survey
could be undertaken free of charge to the group / PC. However,
there may be some benefit in undertaking a more extensive
ANPR survey to try determine if vehicles are really using the
route as suggested. However, the costs of this type of survey
would be need to be met by the group. A meeting with the PC to
discuss the potential options would also be of benefit.

TERMS OF REFERENCE

Membership of the LHFIG

The LHFIG will normally be made up of:

e Members of the Area Board
e Town and Parish Council representatives
e Community / Stakeholder representatives

It is recommended that the groups do not normally consist of more than 10 representatives,
but for larger community areas this may not always be feasible.

Representatives should act as a conduit between their organisations and the LHFIGs by
putting forward the views of the body they represent and providing feedback to its members
regarding the work of the LHFIGs. The group members will also need to be mindful of the
needs of the community area when making their recommendations, as not all councils and
groups may be represented on the LHFIGs.

Recommendations to the Area Board will usually be reached by consensus, but if necessary,
these can be agreed by a show of hands by those representatives present at the meeting.

The group will normally be chaired by a Wiltshire councillor. Membership of the LHFIGs will
cease when a member ceases to hold the stated office as first appointed, or when a
parish/town council or group choose to nominate an alternative representative.

The LHFIGs may invite representatives from local organisations to its meetings to give
technical advice or to share pertinent local knowledge on projects in the area.

Appointment of LHFIGS members

Appointment of Wiltshire Council members to the LHFIGs will normally be agreed at a full
meeting of the Area Board. Membership may be varied, with the agreement of the Area
Board Chairman, subject to approval at the next full Area Board meeting.

Where required for flexibility, the Area Board may appoint an unnamed representative of an
organisation to the LHFIGs (e.g. town/parish council or Community Area Partnership) to
ensure that the organisation is always represented at meetings. However, it is preferred that
the same representative attends if possible to ensure consistency of membership.

Media relations

Members of the LHFIGs must not issue press statements on behalf of the Area Board.

Any press statements about the work of the LHFIGs should be agreed between the
Chairman of the LHFIGs and the Chairman of the Area Board, and in consultation with
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Wiltshire council’s communications team. You can contact the communications team at
communications@wiltshire.gov.uk.

Meetings

It is recommended that the LHFIGs meet four times a year. Ideally the meetings should be 2
to 4 weeks in advance of the Area Board meetings. Meetings are intended to be limited to
the membership set out above and is open to other members of the Area Board who wish to
attend. It can be open to public if the LHFIG chair wishes, and by invitation. It should be
noted that LHFIGs are advisory bodies and do not exercise delegated decision-making
powers. All decisions are to be ratified by the Area Board.

Officer support

Meetings will be attended by relevant officers from Wiltshire Council, including a Senior
Transport Planner, a Senior Traffic Engineer, Local Highway Maintenance Engineer and the
local Community Engagement Manager. Attendance by officers of other expert knowledge
may be arranged when necessary.

Additional support will be provided outside of the meeting by the Corporate Office Business
Support unit as currently for Area Boards, for the purpose of arranging meetings, venues,
and the production of meeting action notes.

Terms of reference

The LHFIGs have no formal decision-making authority on operational matters or budget
expenditure but act as an informal discussion forum making recommendations to the Area
Board. Recommendations must be agreed at a full LHFIG meeting before being brought to
the next Area Board for approval.

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Appendix A

Terms of Reference

1. Small-scale transport schemes — discretionary funding

To make recommendations to the Area Board to determine priorities and levels of
expenditure required for small-scale transport schemes in the community area. A
discretionary highways budget has been allocated to the board by the Cabinet Member
for Transport, Waste, Street Scene and Flooding. The funding allocation is a mixture of
highways and council capital funding and can only be used to provide new and
improved highway infrastructure. It is suitable for schemes that improve safety, increase
accessibility and sustainability by promoting walking, cycling and public transport and
improve traffic management.

It cannot be used to fund revenue functions, such as routine maintenance schemes or
the provision of passenger transport services.

A list of schemes which the groups can fund in contained in Appendix B

Schemes considered by the LHFIGs must have first been raised through the highway
improvement request system and endorsed by the relevant town or parish council.

The LHFIG’s can be directed to look at issues identified by Highways Officers when
considered appropriate. For example, when an issue is raised for which other centrally
held resource does not exist.

In choosing their local transport schemes, Area Boards will need to be mindful of the
priorities of the Local Transport Plan and the likely availability of future funding for
implementation.

2. Small scale transport schemes — substantive funding

To submit bids for funding from the centrally held substantive funds. A scheme qualifies
as substantive if the estimated cost is more than the total discretionary amount available
as part of the group’s annual allocation.
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Appendix B — Example of projects which can and cannot be funded by LHFIGs

LHFIGs can fund the following:

Pedestrian improvements: including dropped kerbs, new footways, substantive
improvements to existing footways, pedestrian crossings (including assessments).
Cycle improvements: new cycle paths, cycle parking / storage.

Bus infrastructure: new and replacement Shelters (subject to agreement on future
maintenance liability), bus border kerbs, bus stop road markings.

Traffic signing: new and replacement signs (including signposts), street name
plates, village gateways.

New road markings: new and replacement of existing markings.

Speed limits: assessment and implementation.

Waiting restrictions: assessments and implementation.

Footpath improvements: styles, gates, surface improvements to rights of ways
(council maintainable only).

Drainage: minor improvements, new gullies.

Street lighting: new installations.

Traffic management measures: including Sockets and posts for SID (Speed
Indication Device) equipment.

As a general rule, an asset should exist at the end of the project, i.e. something new
that wasn't there beforehand.

LHFIGs cannot fund:

Routine maintenance: such as gully emptying, ditch clearing, hedgerow cutting, pot
hole repairs.

Service subsidy: bus services

Promotional campaigns

SID equipment

Improvements for individuals and properties

As a general rule, activities that repair, clean, tidy or remove something that is
already present are likely to be considered routine maintenance and cannot be
funded by LHFIGs.
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
