Pedestrian Gates

Every parish has them!

The Members of South West Wiltshire Area
Board recognise the contribution of
pedestrian gates to the AONB and our
communities, and how having them make
public rights of way much easier to use.

In 2019-2020 the Board started a new fund to
help Parish Councils make improvements to
their public rights of way, including the
upgrade of stiles to gates, and this fund is still
available during 2020/21.

The Area Board will use this community fund
to subsidise the cost of each gate and
associated installation costs. Other
improvements will be considered, including
edging boards and surface upgrades. Parishes
will be obliged to provide a meaningful
contribution.
