Sign Decluttering

The PC have requested sign decluttering works as you enter the village centre from
the A30. Specifically they have requested the removal of:

e 2 x Village centre signs with advanced warning of the 7.5t weight limit
restriction (These were only put in about 8 years ago and the PC feel that
they are superfluous.)

e 1 x Give way sign

e 1 x Weight restriction terminal sign (There are currently two in situ).

The PC also wish to replace an existing directional sign directing motorists to
Salisbury / Shaftesbury with a wooden finger post type sign at their own expense.

The removal of the signs requested is acceptable, although there is a small risk that
removal of the village centres may result in an increase in HGV traffic entering the
village centre. In addition to the sign removals requested it would also be possible
to combine the remaining weight restriction terminal sign and the adjacent height
warning sign onto one new sign assembly. Doing so would slightly improve the
visibility of the height warning sign.

The cost removing the signs would be approximately £500. The cost of combining
the weight restriction terminal sign and height warning sign onto one sign assembly
would be approximately £750.

The provision of a wooden directional sign can be progressed through a grant
application to the SWW Area Board.

DW thanked for the group for the information provided and advised that he would
discuss the matter further with the PC to refine the proposed signing changes they

would like to see undertaken and come back to the group in due course.

The Avenue, Wilton

Speeding Traffic

Concerns have been raised about the speed of traffic using The Avenue as it
enters/exits Wilton. Wilton Town Council (WTC) has suggested the following
measures:

e Enhance the gateway near Marchment Close to give drivers a better cue
that they are entering a 30mph speed restriction.

e WTC could speak to the Police about setting up a Community Speed Watch
(CSW), the speeds are high enough for some Police enforcement, but they
may permit CSW to take place at a safe location along the road.

e Alocation for a Speed Indicator Device (SID) could be found

There has been a longstanding issue with vehicles speeding as they enter and exit
Wilton along The Avenue. The speeding problems that exist above the Park and
Ride roundabout are a combination of the physical characteristics of the road (long
and straight) and the length of 30mph speed limit in place about the Park and Ride
roundabout being the wrong speed limit for that section of road based on
Government guidance for introducing speed limits.

The provision of traffic calming features is unlikely to be possible on the length of
road in question, particularly in the vicinity of the speed limit terminal. Given the
speed at which vehicles are entering/exiting Wilton the introduction of traffic calming
features such as speed cushions could result in a reduction of road safety.

In consideration of the above the section of The Avenue in question is better suited
to a 40mph speed limit rather than the 30mph speed limit currently in place. Raising
the speed limit would have minimal impact on the way in which motorists travel
along the road but it would be a more realistic speed limit for the road and for
residents to expect to see vehicles travelling at. Increasing the speed limit would
allow for the creation of a buffer zone on the approach to the Park and Ride
roundabout and would allow for a further gateway to be introduced on The Avenue.

In term of the options put forward by WTC then there is already a substantial
gateway present on The Avenue as you enter Wilton, which could be visually
enhanced through the provision of white gates. The cost of providing the gates
would be approximately £3,000. The other options suggested could be considered
further and discussed with the necessary parties.

The group discussed this matter the outcome of which was:

Russell Street, Wilton
Amendments to Waiting
Restrictions

A resident of Russell Street has requested the removal of a length of double yellow
lines in front of the access to their garage and the provision of a driveway protection
(white bar) marking to enable them to park in front of said access. This issue has
been considered by WTC who agreed the following:

o WTC supports the resident's application for removal of the yellow lines.
e WTC will not contribute financially to this scheme and would expect the full cost
to be met by the resident.

The change requested by the resident could be implemented on the ground subject
to the completion of a TRO amendment process to remove the double yellows lines.
The estimated cost of removing the double yellow lines as a standalone project
would be approximately £2957. This figure comprises £1,500 for the TRO
amendment and £1,457 for the on-ground works. The costs could potentially be
reduced by approximately £1,000 if undertaken alongside other TRO work.

The group discussed this matter and whilst in principle they supported the removal
of the length of double yellow lines requested they did not support the provision of &
driveway protection marking in front of the garage on the grounds that the garage
has been converted to a garden room and there is no need to keep access/egress
to available. The group also declined to contribute any funding towards the works to
remove the double yellows. The group asked that the resident be updated

Highway Maintenance
Update

DB advised:

That revisions to the Area Highways Engineers boundaries following the
administrative boundary changes that took effect at the local elections in May/
2021 were still in the process of being implemented so it would still be some|
time before they fully came into effect.

The council had recently introduced a change to their rural grass cutting
policy which meant that other than visibility splays (for road safety reasons)
the annual grass cutting would be taking place in September from now on to
enable wildflowers and grass to set seed and promote a more diverse local
ecology.

Overall the council had received significant cut to is maintenance budget this
year but the Parish Stewards and pothole filing works were continuing but
there was an extremely small budget availability for centreline remarking this
