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6. Top 5 Priority Schemes 

a)  Issue 6547 
 

Quidhampton 
Lower Road Traffic Calming 

The Parish Council (PC) have undertaken consultation with 
residents on the proposals previously drawn up. KT gave a brief 
presentation to the group summarising the proposals and the 
consultation undertaken. A copy of the presentation is attached 
as Appendix 1. 
 
KT stated that the provision of the painted on carriageway 
footway would be raised with the Major Maintenance Team and 
provided alongside the planned Lower Road resurfacing works 
and therefore the PC would like to submit a bid to the 
Substantive CATG fund to deliver the central (new footway) and 
western (raised table) elements of the proposals. 
 
PS advised that the estimated cost of the proposed footway was 
£46,000 and that the estimated cost of the proposed raised table 
was £32,000, making a total requirement of £78,000. PS stated 
that one of the key factors in considering bids to the Substantive 
CATG fund was the deliverability of the proposed scheme. PS 
advised that there was an element of risk with the deliverability 
of the raised table as it would impact on private land and without 
the written agreement of landowners the scheme could not 
proceed. The works to provide the proposed footway were all 
located in the public highway so was not affected by 
landownership issues. Any bid to the Substantive CATG fund for 
both the proposed footway and raised table would be affected 
by the deliverability issue outlined above. PS commented that it 
might be better to consider proceeding with just a bid for the 
funding to provide the footway. 
 

KT to discuss increasing the PC 
contribution towards a bid to the 
Substantive CATG fund from 
£2,500 to £4,700 with the other 
Parish Councillors and advise PS 
and BW of their decision. 
 
If the PC agree a contribution of 
£4,700 towards a bid to the 
Substantive CATG fund the CATG 
will commit £7,300 towards the 
bid. 
 
Bid to be submitted to the 
Substantive CATG fund for the 
proposed new footway in 
Quidhampton. (Note: Bid will 
only be submitted if the PC 
agree a contribution of £4,700 
towards it).

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The group discussed this matter and agreed to proceed with a 
bid to the Substantive CATG fund for the proposed footway only. 
 
KT advised that the PC would be prepared to contribute £2,500 
towards a bid to the Substantive CATG fund.  
 
PS advised that there is no fixed contribution expected from the 
CATG/PC when submitting a bid to the Substantive CATG fund 
but the more funding that can be allocated the greater the 
chance of the scheme being funded. PS further advised that 
typically, a CATG would be expected, as a minimum, to match 
fund any PC contribution when submitting a bid to the 
Substantive CATG fund. 
 
The group discussed this matter. BW felt that the PC should be 
seeking to provide a greater contribution towards the bid. BW 
proposed that if the PC contributed £4,700 towards the bid, she 
would be happy to propose that the CATG contribute £7,300 
towards a bid. This would make a total contribution of £12,000 
to the bid to the substantive CATG fund. 
 
The group supported BW’s proposals in principle. However, KT 
advised that he would need to discuss this matter with the other 
Parish Councillors before he could formally agree to that level of 
contribution.

the South West Wiltshire CATG on this matter. The first stage in 
considering a change to the speed limit on The Avenue would 
be for a formal speed limit assessment to be undertaken. The 
cost of the assessment would be £2,500 (CATG contribution 
£1,875 / PC contribution £625).

Speed limit assessment has been ordered with the council 
consultants Atkins. Awaiting the undertaking of the traffic 
surveys to allow the speed limit assessment process to be 
completed.  
 
The traffic surveys for Tisbury have been ordered through the 
council’s Transport Planning Team under the regional contract 
for data collection that the council is part of. However, the 
undertaking of surveys has been complicated due to the 
regional contractor having recently been retendered and a new 
contractor appointed, and the backlog of survey work required 
because of lockdown. The surveys in Tisbury will not be 
undertaken until September as the earliest.

£100-£120 per bollard. 
 
DB advised that if bollards were provided at this location it is 
likely they would be damaged, particularly if the problem was a 
result of vehicles overrunning the verge, and their replacement 
would only be undertaken on a discretionary basis. 
 
BW commented that before the group sought to undertake 
further work on this issue, she felt additional information about 
the need for the provision of the bollards was required from the 
PC.
