Highways reminded the group of the “recent” projects
undertaken within the village on behalf of the CATG and Parish
which included a review of the speed limit repeater signs,
introduction of carriageway roundels and installation of white
gates, all aimed at reducing speed within the village. It was
suggested that the Parish request a Traffic Survey following
the normal procedure set out on the Area Board page of the
Wiltshire Website, and to defer this item until the results of this
study are known.
