Meeting held with PC to discuss exact requirements and
location of the proposed signs. Following these discussions a
revised cost estimate has been produced. The revised cost
estimate for this work is £1,920 (LHFIG contribution £1440 / PC
contribution £480) [Note: Figure includes a 25% contingency].
The increase in costs has arisen from the PC wishing to have
signs at three locations (instead of the two locations previously
requested) and the need for additional temporary traffic
management measures to allow the works to be safely
undertaken.

Broad Chalke PC
Request for improvements to
Low Lane (Footpath 18).

The PC have advised that they are still awaiting the decision of
a funding bid to Cranborne Chase AONB, who are in turn waiting
on a funding decision from DEFRA before they can confirm
whether they can provide funding towards this project. Decision
expected in early 2023.

In consideration of the above the PC have also advised that,
subject to funding, the earliest they currently anticipate starting
construction would be March 2023. This is to avoid the worst of
the winter weather. A start in March 2023 would be sensible as
there would hopefully be both better weather and firmer ground
which would make construction works quicker and easier to
undertake.

The PC have also asked whether the group would consider
providing additional funding towards this project. As previously
discussed at the group the PC have received an estimate of
£23,000 to make improvements to Low Lane and sought a 50%
funding contribution of £11,500 from the group. The group has
already approved an allocation of £13,695 to this project. [Note
this figure includes a 20% contingency and a 75% contribution
towards a temporary TRO if the right of way needs to be closed
to enable the works to be safely completed].

LHFIGs can fund up to 75% of a cost of a scheme. On this basis,
considering the allocation already approved (including the
possible TRO costs) the group could potentially allocate an
additional £4,380 towards this project.

The group are to discuss this issue.

AT advised the group that the PC
remained hopeful that they would
receive the funding from the
AONB which would allow the
project to move forward to delivery
in Spring 2023. AT further advised
that he wished to draw to the
group’s attention a potential need
for a small amount of additional
funding to deliver this project in the
new financial year due to the well
increase in costs of materials. AT
commented that the overall picture
around funding should be clearer
by the time of the next meeting of
the group in February.

Mere TC
Improvements to Rights of Way
MERES50 and MEREG66.

At the previous meeting of the group the TC outlined their aim
to make improvements to two footpaths (MERE50 and
MEREG66) to provide better pedestrian access to and from the
town centre for residents to the south where currently no safe
(or suitable) pedestrian route exists.

The TC have received an estimate for undertaking surfacing
improvements to MERES0 and MEREG66 of £55k. This figure
doesn’t include any contingency allowance (typically around
20%) or costs associated with the legal TRO procedure to
formally close the right of way to allow the necessary works to
take place (typically around £2,500), or provision for lighting
which is an option that the TC have previously indicated that
they wish to consider.

The TC have indicated that they are seeking between a £10k-
£20k contribution towards the cost of the project.

From an engineering perspective delivering improvements to
MERES50 and MEREG66 is technically possible. Providing an
improved route to the town centre via Clements Lane would be
difficult to achieve both from a land ownership and engineering
point of view. As such delivering improvements to MERE50 and
MEREG66 would represent a good way of meeting the TC’s
ambition of providing better pedestrian access to the town
centre.

The group are to discuss this issue and potential options for
funding the work if they are in support of the proposed scheme.

The group supported the issue
raised and discussed potential
funding options. The group agreed
that an application should be
submitted to the Substantive
LHFIG fund.

The estimated cost of providing the four pedestrians in road
warning signs, with each complemented with a SLOW marking,
is £3,260 (LHFIG contribution £2,445 / PC contribution £815).

£1,753 (LHFIG contribution £1,314.75 / PC contribution

The PC have requested that consideration be given to the
possible provision of village gates at the western entrance to the
village, carriageway narrowing’s and other measures to address
speeding concerns.

The provision of village gates is possible, subject to being able
to physically fit them given the restricted space by the village /
speed limit terminal signs because of the adjacent ditches.

Narrowing the carriageway could potentially be considered.
However, given that the road running through Dinton is a ‘B’ road
it is expected to carry a certain size and volume of traffic so this
would limit the scope of what can be considered. Additionally it
is worth noting that the most recent traffic surveys undertaken in
Dinton in April of this year indicated a minor speeding issue that
didn't meet the criteria for Police enforcement or the
consideration of physical traffic calming features.

Light touch measures could be considered to improve the
conspicuity of the 30mph speed limit through the village. Light
touch measures that could be considered include painting
30mph speed limit roundels, upgrading the repeater signs so
that they are on yellow backing boards, provision of SLOW
markings next to existing warning signs and the use of a SID at
the western end of the village (if one is not already used).

It is suggested that officers meet with PC representatives to
determine what options they wish to pursue and cost up a
package of measures to bring to a future meeting of the group
for a funding decision.

The group supported this issue
and noted that proposals to
address the concerns raised
would be brought to a future
meeting for consideration.

The group have previously discussed whether a formal crossing
facility (Zebra or signal controlled) or an informal crossing facility
(advisory crossing point, pedestrian refuge) is required. The
option of undertaking a pedestrian crossing assessment to
determine if a formal crossing facility can be considered
remains.

As previously advised the provision of an informal crossing
facility (advisory crossing point, pedestrian refuge) can be
considered. The provision of a pedestrian refuge requires a
minimum carriageway width of 7.5 metres to allow for the
provision of such a facility. Onsite measurements undertaken in
the area where the crossing has been requested have shown
the carriageway to be 7.0 metres wide, so a pedestrian refuge
cannot be provided. An informal crossing point (potentially
incorporating a buildout on one side of the road — see here for
example) could be considered.

As previously advised the introduction of any crossing facility will
result in the removal of parking to both provide the crossing
facility and sufficient forward visibility of it. The amount of
forward visibility required is determined by the 85" percentile

Request to supply and install
two additional litter bins

The PC have requested funding to allow for the supply and
installation of two additional litter bins in the village. The group
can fund the capital costs associated with the provision of the
litter bins but cannot fund the revenue costs associated with the
emptying of them. The PC have confirmed that they will enter
into an agreement with the Council’s Streetscene Team to have
the new bins emptied if their provision is agreed.

The PC have requested the supply and installation of two
Glasdon Jubilee litter bins. The estimated cost of supplying and
installing two Glasdon Jubilee litter bins would be £1,400
(LHFIG contribution £1050 / PC contribution £350.00). This cost
breaks down as £984 for the purchase of the litter bins and £416
for the cost of installing them. The quoted figure for installing the
bins includes a 25% contingency.

The Council’'s Streetscene Team have suggested using a
Glasdon Topsy Royal litter bin. The estimated cost of supplying
and installing two Glasdon Topsy Royal litter bins would be £890
(LHFIG contribution £667.50 / PC contribution £222.50). This
cost breaks down as £474 for the purchase of the litter bins and
£416 for the cost of installing them. The quoted figure for
installing the bins includes a 25% contingency.

The group did not support this
issue and asked that it be closed.
