Considering the Government have stated that supporting Ukrainian guests into 
'secure, safe, and sustainable accommodation' is a priority for using the money that 
has been given to Wiltshire Council to assist Ukrainian refugees, and as it has 
identified ‘deposits, rent advances, rent top ups or furniture’ as potential uses of the 
£10,500 per refugee provided to councils, will the council acknowledge that secure 
housing is a current, urgent and very real need for this community, and provide first 
months rent, deposits and, more importantly, guarantorship to help Ukrainian guests 
into the private rental sector.
