Project Summary:

Our existing playground is now over 15 years old and whilst all items have recently passed a RoSPA inspection some key
items are in need of replacement before they become dilapidated. This application is for grant funding to replace 3 specific
items: the ship and tower/slide both of which are wooden structures and the see-saw which is difficult for young children to
use and therefore unloved. (N.B. The address supplied below is that of the applicant. The playground, located at Hatch Field,
Broad Chalke, does not have postal facilities)

Project Summary:

Burcombe Village Hall is the former village school, built by Wilton Estate in the nineteenth century. It is a characterful
building in the heart of this small village. The building is owned by the Estate, let to the Parish Council at a purely nominal
rent, and managed by the Village Hall Committee, who are submitting this application. Under the terms of the lease, the
tenant (represented by the Committee) is responsible for the hall’s upkeep. The hall is a valued resource for local people, the
venue for village events and for local clubs. The Committee’s income derives from lettings (private as well as to local clubs)
and from specific fund-raising events, which also serve a social purpose. The Parish Council contributes towards the
insurance cost. The Committee is currently facing a number of issues relating to upkeep. It commissioned a report from a
local building surveyor, who identified several aspects of capital expenditure required in the short term to enhance the hall’s
waterproofing and ventilation, as well as some issues of ongoing maintenance. This application addresses the capital items.
These appear as items 4, 5 & 6 on the attached “Surveyor’s report (repointing of brickwork and provision of larger
ventilation bricks). The Committee currently holds approximately £5000 in reserves and is planning additional fund-raising.
However, the total expenditure identified in the surveyor’s report is beyond these current resources. Hence comes this
application for assistance with the capital items. Assistance would be matched from the Committee’s reserves, the balance
of which will be used to cover the maintenance expenditure identified. Two quotes are attached from local builders and the
committee plan to use PJ Property Services being the lower estimate.

Funding

Project Summary:

We will combine a mother and carers group for the young with the older people in the village who may be cold and lonely
and just need to be warm and talking to others. The village hall will be hired for every Friday from the 6th of January until the
end of March 2023. We are applying for £300 to cover hall hire costs, heating, tea, coffee and soup and papers to read.

1. Background

Area Boards have authority to approve funding under powers delegated to them. Under the Scheme of Delegation Area Boards must
adhere to the Area Board Funding and Grants Criteria. This document is available on the council’s website.

Three funding streams are available to the Area Board, each with an annually awarded amount. These funding streams are as follows:

¢ Community Area Grants (capital)
¢ Young People (revenue)
¢ Health and Wellbeing (revenue)

The Area Board will be advised of the funding available prior to their first meeting of each financial year.

2. Main Considerations

2.1. Councillors need to be satisfied that the applications meet the requirements as set out in the Area Board Funding and Grants
Criteria and that the health and wellbeing and young persons funding guidelines have been adhered to.

2.2. Councillors must ensure that the distribution of funding is in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation to Area Boards.

2.3. Councillors need to consider any recommendations made by sub groups of the Area Boards.

3. Environmental & Community Implications

Grant funding will contribute to the continuance and/or improvement of cultural, social and community activity and wellbeing in the
community area, the extent of which will be dependent upon the individual project.

4. Financial Implications

Councillors must ensure that the Area Board has sufficient funding available to cover the grants awarded.
5. Legal Implications

There are no specific legal implications related to this report.

6. Human Resources Implications
