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Performance – 12 Months to November 2022

Stop and Search information for Amesbury CPT

During the 12 months leading to October 2022, 90 stop and searches were 
conducted in the Amesbury area of which 64.4% related to a search for 
controlled drugs.

During 67.8% of these searches, no object was found. In 32.2% of cases, an 
object was found. Of these cases 68.9% resulted in a no further action 
disposal; 25.6% resulted in police action being taken; 20% resulted in an 
arrest.

Of the stop and search subjects who defined their ethnicity:
• White – 65 stop and searches
• Black or Black British – 4 stop and searches
• Mixed – 1 stop and search

• Wiltshire Police recorded crime reports a YoY increase of 
10.9% in the 12 months to November 2022 and continues 
to have one of the lowest crime rates in the country per 
1,000 population.

• Wiltshire Police has seen a 9.5% increase in violence 
without injury crimes in the 12 months to November 2022.  

• In November 2022, we received:
• 9,190 ‘999’ calls, which we answered within 5 

seconds on average;
• 16,476 ‘101’ calls, which we answered within 27 

seconds on average;
• 9,790 CRIB calls, which we answered within 6 

minutes and 33 seconds on average.
• In November 2022, we also attended 1,673 emergency 

incidents within 10 minutes and 22 seconds on average.

Priority Update

Drugs
Work continues to build intelligence to conduct drug warrants at a number of locations in the area.  Patrols have 
also been carried out in Symons Close, Tidworth due to reports of youths smoking in the bin store there.  15 patrols 
in two weeks. 

Mini police
Both Welling Eagles and Wellington Lions are taking part in Mini Police receiving inputs throughout the term from a 
number of agencies.

After reports of a robbery outside Amesbury House in Tidworth officers patrolled the area for three weeks for 
reassurance and prevention with 24 patrols carried out in total.

Roads policing

We have had great support from our Roads Policing Unit in our area for the last few months focusing on the fatal 5 
offences (speeding/drink and drug driving/mobile phones/seatbelts/driving without due care and attention).  
They held a day of action on Wednesday 18th January giving out 14 fixed penalties and 7 other tickets across the 
whole CPT area.
