On Call Recruitment

Have you always wondered if you could join the fire service, but haven’t had the opportunity to find
out more? Have you found yourself seeking your next challenge, keen to give back to the local
community or wanting to learn new skills including leadership and teamwork? Then becoming an
on-call firefighter is for you.

As a paid position, on-call firefighters commit anywhere between 60 to 120 hours per week, during
which time they must be able to respond to the station immediately.

Many have ‘normal’ jobs during the day, then upon their return home make themselves available
overnight or during the weekends. Some of our crew respond from their workplaces during the day,
and we are very grateful to their employers for releasing them to perform their vital duties.

Anyone over 18 years old can apply (although you can also apply once you are 17%2) you must be
able to respond and attend the fire station within 5-8 minutes, you have a good standard of physical
fitness (i.e. you are generally active), and you must have the right to work in the UK.

What is an on-call firefighter?

On-call firefighters go about their everyday life (for example, at
work, at home, during the day or the middle of the night) until the
alerter sounds and they respond to the fire station.

All firefighters are trained to the same level of competence,
attending the same incidents, receiving the same hourly rate of
pay and pension opportunities, and all working together with a
#oneteam approach.

As an on-call firefighter, you will attend incidents such as fires,

road accidents, floods, chemical spills and animal rescues. You will
also support community events, school visits and prevention work.

How being on-call works

On-call firefighters need to live or work near to their local fire
station and ideally provide a minimum of 40 hours each week when

they are available to respond. When the alerter sounds, you need 4
to respond promptly and safely to the station, usually on foot, bike
or by car (obeying the Highway Code - we have no exemptions!).
