Partner and Community Updates

The Board noted the written updates attached to the agenda (listed below) and
received the following verbal updates:

Air Quality Group — ClIr Hocking

The Air Quality Management Group met in May and were seeking to adopt
PM2.5 measurements in Salisbury as an additional dataset to assess air quality.
There were a total of eight air quality sensors to be installed, four to be located
in schools in the West of Salisbury and four in the local community. Three
community citizens had now been identified to install sensors and one school
had installed a sensor on their site.

Underpasses working group update — Clir Sample/Cllir Hocking

e Engagement with interested parties on accessibility.

e Quality of lighting in the underpasses was now much better and people
felt safer.
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e Made contact with SCC about the art work at Blue Boar Row.

e Discussions regarding the Maltings regarding the work at New Canal and
the Old George mall (Pete’s Walk).

e Next meeting in 3 weeks

Fire & Rescue — Chris Wood

Amesbury was due to be changed from an on call station to a day crew station.
This would have a positive affect for Salisbury, as crews would be called to
Amesbury less often and when attending large crew fires, the backup crews
would be quicker arriving.

City Hall Update

The Board received an update from David Redfern, Director Leisure, Culture
and Communities and CllIr lan Blair- Pilling, Cabinet Member for Public Health,
Leisure, Libraries, Facilities Management, and Operational Assets.

The main points were:

« Conditional survey indicated that repairs would cost in excess of previous
estimate at £2 million to make the building usable
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« Desire to make improvements that will provide a beneficial experience for
visitors

« Project group has been set up to investigate all options on how develop
the venue — including potentially incorporating the library and Young
Gallery and produce a plan for the any future development in due course

» Wiltshire Council is still looking to work with a third-party operator to help
bring any future vision for City Hall to life.

Comments and questions included:

e The longer city hall is empty the worse the condition would become. This
is a war memorial given to the city to commemorate the war dead. When
operational as the city hall as an entertainment venue, it brought revenue
into the city. How much was received from the rental and lease by the
NHS during the pandemic?

Answer: That information would need to be obtained and feedback,
however the notion that money gets ringfenced against a single building
is not viable and does not work that way.

A few weeks ago a study of several assets across Salisbury was carried
out, with particular focus on City Hall & the library. The condition survey
would only bring the building back to a usable state not to improve it for
future uses. The focused was on finding a long term solution for
Salisbury.

e It was reported in the Journal that the NHS contract extended to £300k.
The Gala bingo building was renovated and now the Everyman Cinema
have made use of it after investment.

e It sounds like demolition was being considered. Covid hit the country, but
things had returned to normal. In other areas theatres had opened again
and they were older than city hall. The library was the second busiest in
the whole SW region. Why mess with it. Where will it go?

Answer: Due to the dilapidation and current state of the city hall and
Library, the Council was looking at something a bit more creative, which
would better the provision for the city. The figure invested in the new
facility would be far greater than any rent from the lease to the NHS.

e Chair of Young Gallery, noted that to make a destination venue for arts
and culture would take a lot of investment.

e Recently the Leader of the Council spoke at a public meeting about a
new building and investment of £15m. Where would that funding be
found and to what degree would the people of Salisbury be involved in
the planning?
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Answer: A thorough process would be carried out which would include
listening to residents views.

We were aware of what needed to be protected and maintained and
would be looking for best solution for the community and the economy.
The intention would be to carry out consultation at the right time.

Salisbury Transportation Strategy Update

Allan Creedy, Head of Sustainable Transport provided information on the
Salisbury Transportation Strategy (STS).

The Strategy sat alongside the Local Plan (LP), which was a local guide to what
could be build where, determining future pattern for growth and the Local
Transport Plan (LTP), which was a strategy for local transport, which
considered existing and anticipated new transport issues and challenges.

The LTP produced a costed schedule of strategic transport schemes that were
felt necessary to support growth. The STS linked to both.

Funding for the strategic schemes set out in the transport strategy came from a
range of resources, including the Department for Transport, new Active Travel
England, a government department and contributions secured from
development S106.

STS dealt with bigger items, strategic projects which would make a larger
impact on planning for growth. There was an internal process, with prioritisation
reported to Cabinet, and bidding to central Government,

The current strategy available on the council’s website, was produced around 5
years ago. This was now due for review, as part of the current review of the LP
and LTP.

The Strategy would need to reflect changes to assumptions for forecast growth
and requirements such as electric charging and have a heightened emphasis
on carbon reduction.

The Board would have a significant role to play as part of the exercises which
were due around early July.

Comments and questions included:

e How could people feed in comments and aspirations locally on what was
felt the priorities area were?

e There was frustration in that the LHFIG budget was not enough to carry
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out what was needed. It seemed that there was a big pot of money sat
waiting for big projects, whilst on the ground there were plenty of small
schemes. There had not been a new cycle way or walkway for years. The
board wanted access to the budget to do something with it other than just
talk.

The one big thing that Salisbury was missing since 2009 was the
Salisbury joint transportation committee, that should be rejuvenated and
brought back to life.

There were local works which needed doing. Having better consultation
through The Area Board would help to identify the need locally.

Could we have an update on the current strategy, as there were 45
transport projects itemised in the STS. Where were they and what had
happened to them?

The hospital was one of the most important routes, but it was poorly and
badly used.

The lack of a bus station is another consideration. We need to thin down
traffic on our road, having a bus station would provide a good footfall into
the city.

Harnham Gyratory/Exeter Street/College Roundabout update report

The Board received an update from Dave Thomas, Head of Highways, Asset
Management & Commissioning and Chris Hildrup from Highways England, on
the traffic modelling of the Exeter Street Roundabout and Harnham Gyratory
junction and on the National Highways scheme at A36 College Roundabout and
Southampton Road.

Salisbury Junction Improvements

Improvements being considered included the following:

Changes to lanes at Exeter Street Roundabout to reduce congestion.
Additional south bound lane on New Bridge Road to reduce queues at
Harnham Gyratory.

Widening of the shared use path on New Bridge Road and Downton
Road where possible.

New bus shelter and footway on Downton Road.

Optimisation of crossings at Harnham Gyratory.

New pedestrian/cyclist priority crossing at Britford Lane.

Upgrade of pedestrian crossings to Toucan crossings throughout

Important that all three junctions work together and that the right solution was
found. The project was currently at the design stage, with further
announcements aimed at being available towards the end of year. When
appropriate, a live display of a traffic model could be shared at a future Area

Board.
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Comprehensive slides were shown and explained. A copy of these are attached
to the minutes.

Comments and questions included:

e Was there a timeframe for the project?
Answer: When a plan was available, it would be shared at a future Area
Board meeting.

e Would each of the new signal systems have pedestrian and cycle

crossing facilities, and would the end result reduce congestion in key
areas?
Answer: Part of the larger scheme was to look at the other large
roundabouts, as they all affect each other. One aim was to update the
signal control systems, to allow better movement between junctions. We
will try where possible to implement some crossing points, however as
the process was ongoing, we would look at options for improvements to
all groups on the highway.

e Which measures were considered key in reducing the rat run and
improve College Road?
Answer: Modelling had showed a number of people were using Tollgate
Road to cut out a section of the A36, reduced the rat running would not
impact on the A30 as those figures were taken into account. If we could
get the largest 2 fundamental parts to work (College Road and Bourne
Road) then we stand a better chance of getting the rest to work.

e Google maps and sat-nav systems were providing alternative routes
which included the rat-runs.
Answer: The issues with the sat-nav systems were not something which
could be fixed, however if schemes were implemented on those roads,
then they would no longer be show as favourable on the sat-nav.

e During an inspection on Harnham Bridge last week, the traffic
management led to catastrophic congestion, with hospital staff held up.

e If lights were implemented on Tollgate Road, that would be worse on the
traffic flow than people slowing to let cars out.
Answer: Traffic movement would be more coordinated and flowing, rather
than on an ad hoc basis.

Highways Maintenance Programme Update

The Board received an update from Dave Thomas, Head of Highways, Asset
Management & Commissioning

Dave gave an overview of what was considered maintenance and the three
headings for work. These were Reactive, Planned, and Asset Management.
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People were made aware of a county wide webinar on potholes which was to
be held the following week.

Dave noted the difficulty in deciding the years planned maintenance programme
due to the impact of inflation which had meant that only part of the schedule
could be included.

The delay in confirming this year's budget had been due to a late
announcement from the Department of Transport regarding an uplift of an
additional £3.684m for year to alleviate the deterioration of our roads.

Comments and questions included:

e The level of detail in the report is to be applauded. There had been media

stories about a multi-function pothole machine, why did Wiltshire not have
one of those?
Answer: The machine referred to was a JCB model which Wiltshire
Council had looked in to. That specific machine was found to be too large
for some of our smaller and narrow roads, or for the areas where there
were overhead wires and it did not actually fill the hole, only prepare it for
filing. The Council was however exploring other options, one of those
was the Dragon Patcher which was due to be demonstrated shortly.

Street Light Audit Update

The Board received an update from Dave Thomas, Head of Highways, Asset
Management & Commissioning on the Street Lighting Audit and the LHFIG
funded feasibility study on the list of dark spots.

The roll out of LED across the county was coming to a conclusion. Some
outstanding lighting columns had been identified in Harnham which had
asbestos, which would take longer to replace.

There were also some bespoke lanterns which would need to be replaced with
bespoke units, slowing down the final delivery. 150 lanterns were still to be
swopped over in the Salisbury area, with a total of 45k achieved across the
county.

A report and appendices were attached to the agenda for information.

Questions and comments:
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Liz Batten thanked Dave for the report and asked whether Salisbury had been
the last area for replacement LEDs and when the Atkins report would be
available?

Answer: Salisbury was not the last but one of the latter areas in the programme,
with the easier areas to manage having been started first. Dave would find out
about the Atkins report and feedback.

My Wilts App

Following a request at the last meeting, relating to the content of the system
feedback to users, the Board received an update on the My Wilts issue reporting
app from Mark Tucker, Director ICT & ClIr Sven Hocking, portfolio holder for IT.

Some of the key points raised included:

e From May 2022 —to May 2023, there had been 45k submissions on the
MyWilts app, 30k were Highways and of those 15k were pothole related.

e Come to our attention that there were some issues with the app which
were causing frustration to users. Currently rolling out bug fixes, which
would include an image attachment function.

e The situation of closure notifications before the work had been done.
There were two scenarios where this was happening, where there were
duplicates, and where additional commentary on the system to advise
why the case was closed had not been completed. This is not always
happening. IT was working with colleagues to tackle this. In addition,
there were some instances where the info was not transferred to the
system. This would require a technical fix.

e The team was looking to add a facility which would allow users to view
any issues the same as the one they were attempting to report. The user
could then register an interest in it, to enable a notification — reenabling
the ability to resolve those issues.

e Currently when third parties were responsible for action, the work was
passed on to partners, moving it out of our jurisdiction and ability to
monitor, resulting in closure of the case. Now that this had been raised as
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an issue, they could look into it and to find a resolution.

e Ajoint team was now running between the software team and the system
administrators of MyWilts.

e The plan was to change the notification in some instances from closed to
transferred.

e Users were encouraged to use the feedback function so that the support
team could act on comments, especially if case numbers were included.

e The Council was planning to add more services to the MyWilts reporting
system over time, changes would need to be agreed and prioritised.

Comments and questions included:

e The app is useful, | have cases going back to 2020 that are still showing
in progress. Would be better if the system told me that something had
already been logged. Not everyone has a smart phone.

e A regular review of the product was a good idea to learn from mistakes
and gain confidence of the users, with a relaunch to get message out that
it was now fit for purpose.

e Jenny sat on the Scrutiny Housing Board offered to provide the
information collated and send to Mark’s Team.

Flu and Covid autumn vaccine
programmes brought forward

This year's autumn flu and Covid-19 vaccine
programmes will start earlier than planned
following the identification of a new Covid-19
variant.

The precautionary measure is being taken
as the UK Health Security Agency (UKHSA)
examines the variant BA.2.86, which was first
detected in the UK in August.

Those most at risk from winter illness - including
people in care homes for older people, the
clinically vulnerable, those aged 65 and over,
health and social care staff, and carers - will

e able to access a Covid vaccine from mid-
September and are encouraged to take up a
vaccine as soon as possible.

The annual flu vaccine will also be made
available to these groups at the same time
wherever possible, to ensure they are protected
ahead of winter.

Wherever possible, flu and Covid-19 vaccines
can be administered at the same time.

Vaccinations for Covid-19 and flu

The winter vaccination programme, which had been due to start in October, has been
brought forward following the identification of a new variant of Covid-19. Care home
residents across Bath and North East Somerset, Swindon and Wiltshire, as well as those
patients who are housebound, will be visited by teams from local GP practices or dedicated
community vaccinators from Monday 11 September.

All other eligible groups, such as people aged 65 and over, pregnant women and those with
a weakened immune system, will be contacted directly from Monday 18 September to book
an appointment at a GP practice or pharmacy.

Wherever possible, people should be able to receive the flu jab at the same time as their
Covid-19 vaccine.
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Information Item - Wiltshire Local Plan Review

The Local Plan was endorsed by both Cabinet and Full Council in July, and it is now
being prepared for public consultation in the autumn.

The Local Plan will set out the vision and framework for housing, infrastructure and
land for employment growth for the next 15 years, until 2035, and is the most
important place-shaping document for Wiltshire.

It has been in development since 2017, and has been through several stages of
engagement, consultation and changes based on evidence and the feedback from
communities, developers and businesses across Wiltshire.

Following work to assess the number of homes needed, the number of planned
homes in the Plan has been significantly reduced from its last iteration. When the
Plan was consulted on in 2021, it proposed 45,630 homes over 20 years to 2036, but
the updated Plan proposes 36,740 homes, of which over 21,900 homes have
already been built or are committed. It also maximises the number of brownfield sites
to help protect as much of the Wiltshire countryside as possible.

It requires 40% of all new greenfield housing developments of 10 homes or more to
be affordable, with greater flexibility to make it easier to provide affordable housing in
villages where there is clearly identified demand, but those developments will still
need to be proportionate to the size of a village.

Another key component of the Plan is its ambitious sustainability policies, as new
developments will have to meet zero carbon standards, including energy generation
such as solar panels. Biodiversity in Wiltshire will improve too, as the Plan policies
set out a 20% net gain for all new developments, compared to the 10% legal
requirement. All new developments must also have cycling and walking connections.

The council will publicise and let communities know of the autumn consultation when
the dates are confirmed. Once the public consultation is complete and all comments
have been considered, the Plan will be examined by an independent Planning
Inspector before it is adopted.

Introduction

Cost of Living issues remain a concern for the Council, our partners and the communities we serve. |
am proud of the way we have worked, flexibly, bringing together different services and schemes to
provide support. We don’t know yet the exact nature of the ongoing challenges, nor the support that
central government will provide, but | am confident that we will be able to respond quickly, as we have
done before, to this changing environment.

Following on from the update | gave Cabinet before the summer, and before talking about the future, |
wanted to highlight some of the work that has been undertaken over the last year, and crucially the
impact that this has had on individuals:

¢ Warm & Safe Wiltshire

The Boiler fund project supported a family to replace an oil fuelled heating system that had broken
where the family was in receipt of Universal Credit and Disability benefits. The replacement was crucial
as the child was homeschooled, and the cold was impacting on the families mental and physical health.

After the work was completed, the parent told officers:

“You have given us the best quality of life — | cannot thank you enough. The whole house is lovely and
warm, we can completely relax and enjoy it. | didn’t realise the impact it was having on my mental
health, worry about my son’.

e Libraries

Colleagues in the Data & Insight team analysed feedback collected by Libraries staff to identify the key
themes, including that:

Libraries has created a Warm and inviting atmosphere creating a positive customer experience, which
could make it easier to access to information.

Gratitude for warm spaces and warm packs provision for the public.

e Boater and Traveller Winter Support Project

Public Health secured funding from the UK Shared prosperity fund and in partnership with Julian House
identified boaters and travellers who needed urgent winter support at a time when there was no
government funding to support this group. The fund allowed people to receive a mixture of fuel and
food vouchers. The following testimony, given to officers, shows the impact it had on one family:

A single parent with a 17-month-old baby girl, they previously worked as a carer and were determined
to return to work. They were able to find employment, however after paying for childcare and travel
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cost, they were only earning the equivalent of £3 per hour. The winter allowance helped them maintain
this work over winter whilst providing a warm environment for them and their baby and enabled her to
gain promotion.

Household Support Fund 2023-24

As reported previously to Cabinet in March, the Council has been allocated £5,457,313 from the
Department for Work and Pensions (DWP). This next tranche of the Fund has been provided to support
households, who would otherwise struggle to buy food, pay essential utility bills or meet other essential
living costs to help them with significantly rising living costs for the financial year 2023-24.

The Council has learnt a significant amount about how to best utilise this funding, and services across
the council will be delivering those most in need to combat food and energy poverty. | am very pleased
to say, the charities and the voluntary sector in the county have been successful in bidding for funds
from the scheme, to enable them to deliver support to the homeless, older people and those facing
domestic violence amongst others. This is a real example of partnership working at its best, and you
can read more about what schemes the HSF supports on our webs.

Libraries and Warm Spaces

| am pleased to confirm that all of our libraries will continue to provide a warm welcome over the Autum
and Winter and will be places where Warm Packs will be distributed from October onwards.

Review of Polling Districts and Polling Places
2023 - Consultation

Wiltshire Council is carrying out a review of the polling districts and polling places in
Wiltshire, as we are required to do by law.
The Electoral Registration and Administration Act 2013 introduced a duty on Local
Authorities to ‘carry out and complete’ reviews of polling districts and polling places every
five years. The next review must be completed between 1 October 2023 and 31 January
2025.
The purpose of the review is to ensure that all polling districts and polling places are, as
far as possible, suitable and accessible to all voters.
Polling districts
The Council is responsible for dividing its area into polling districts for the purpose of UK
Parliamentary elections. The arrangements made for the UK Parliamentary elections are
also used at all other elections and referendums. Each parish, unless there are special
circumstances, must be a separate polling district. When designating polling districts, we
seek to ensure that all the electors have such reasonable facilities for voting as far as is
practicable.
Polling places
A polling place is the designated area, polling district, or building in which polling stations
will be selected by the (Acting) Returning Officer.
Polling stations
The polling station is the physical place in which polling takes place. The (Acting) Returning
Officer decides on the location of the polling stations.
Steps for this review
The public consultation period will commence on the 2 October 2023 and will end on the
31 October 2023.
A webpage has been set up providing further information including:
e A list of current polling arrangements by unitary division area including the (Acting)
Returning Officers comments and proposed changes
e An interactive map to view existing arrangements and any proposed changes
e An online form to make comments/representations.
Please note the review cannot consider changes to a parliamentary constituency, Wiltshire
Council unitary division or parish and parish ward boundaries.
The review will be based on current constituency boundaries but will also have regard for
the new parliamentary constituencies. The new boundaries will take effect for the next
parliamentary elections that must be held before January 2025.

On Call Recruitment

Have you always wondered if you could join the fire service, but haven’t had the opportunity to find
out more? Have you found yourself seeking your next challenge, keen to give back to the local
community or wanting to learn new skills including leadership and teamwork? Then becoming an
on-call firefighter is for you.

As a paid position, on-call firefighters commit anywhere between 60 to 120 hours per week, during
which time they must be able to respond to the station immediately.

Many have ‘normal’ jobs during the day, then upon their return home make themselves available
overnight or during the weekends. Some of our crew respond from their workplaces during the day,
and we are very grateful to their employers for releasing them to perform their vital duties.

Anyone over 18 years old can apply (although you can also apply once you are 17%2) you must be
able to respond and attend the fire station within 5-8 minutes, you have a good standard of physical
fitness (i.e. you are generally active), and you must have the right to work in the UK.

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Salisbury BID Area Board update

What is a BID?

e A BID (Business Improvement District) is a business-led, not-for-profit organisation formed to improve
a defined commercial area.

e Funded by businesses, for the benefit of those businesses, a BID enables a coordinated investment
into the area and delivers projects and services which are in addition to those already provided by the
Council.

e ABID is a not-for-profit company, which can only be formed following consultation and a ballot in
which businesses vote on a BID proposal.

e Following a successful ballot, a BID is created for a maximum 5-year term and operates within a
legislative framework.

e During the term, all businesses defined within the business plan will be required to pay the mandatory
BID levy, irrespective of whether they cast a vote in the ballot.

e BIDs were first established in Canada and the US, and now exist across the world. There are over 320
BIDs in the UK, including Winchester, Southampton, Bath and Bournemouth.

About Salisbury BID

e Following an extensive consultation in 2014, businesses in Salisbury city centre voted to become a
Business Improvement District (BID).

e Salisbury BID encompasses and is funded by over 500 levy-paying businesses within the ring road of
the city.

e Business premises with a rateable value of £10,000 or above pay 1.5% of their rateable value into
Salisbury BID through an annual levy, with funds amounting to £350,000 per year. These funds are
allocated to projects and services which support the business environment.

e The BID is governed by a voluntary Board of Directors, all of whom are levy-payers from different
sectors in the city.

e Salisbury BID successfully renewed for a second term in 2019, following a record-breaking ballot
result.

e This successful ballot gave Salisbury BID the mandate to continue working in the city for another 5
years. 66% of eligible businesses voted in the BID’s renewal ballot, with 90% voting in favour to keep
the BID

The main 3 priorities from Salisbury BID’s Business Plan (2019 — 2024) are as follows;

1. Welcoming & Enhancing
The visitor experience is an increasingly important element to the success of city centres. Salisbury
BID works with partners to enhance the overall appearance of the city, whilst developing the crime
prevention and safety initiatives to ensure Salisbury remains a safe and welcoming place.

2. Promoting & Supporting
Salisbury has so much to offer, and we are working to maximise its potential. Through seasonal
experiences, promotional activities and marketing campaigns, the BID works to promote businesses
and the city to visitors and residents to increase footfall and spend in the city.

3. Representing & Influencing
Cities operate more efficiently when businesses and local authorities work together, and the BID will
continue to encourage stronger partnership working. As an established partner representing
businesses in the city, the BID is a strong voice to champion business needs.

As well as keeping business members up to date with the work the BID’s delivering, a key element of the BID’s
role is to keep businesses up to date with latest city news and opportunities for businesses.

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Project Summary:

Following the horrific murder of Sarah Everard in March 2021, Salisbury Soroptimists and Safer and Supportive
Salisbury set up the Salisbury Women'’s Safety Initiative, developing a range of actions to address the underlying
issues of Violence Against Women and Girls (VAWG) locally, working with a range of partners including Wiltshire
Council, Salisbury City Council, Wiltshire Police and the OPCC. One piece of action from this was our first Schools
Forum, held in June 2022 at Godolphin School, which drew together young people from 8 local schools (boys
and girls) to think about what they could do to help. Drawing on external speakers to inspire and inform the
young people was important to the success of this event. The young people were very eager to build on this and
we are planning another such Forum in November 2023, again hosted by Godolphin and inviting young people
from all local secondary schools, the 6 th Form College and Wiltshire College. We have planned: o Input from
Chris Green Founder of White Ribbon (a national campaign uniting men against VAWG) and UN Leader of Men;
0 Active Bystander training to help in resolving conflict by supporting potential victims; o STARS, the Dorset
based sexual trauma and recovery services charity will offer a workshop on consent; o Based on this input we
will then use Godolphin’s established model of training young people to provide peer support on mental health
issues to empower each other going forward. This has been found to be tremendously effective for the young
people’s self-esteem. Due to the timing of this application, we are unable to include quotes from the Godolphin
school following the Schools Forum in 2022. If we are successful and shortlisted to meet with the Youth Grant
Panel, the Godolphin students will lead the presentation of this application, supported by a representative from
Salisbury Soroptimists. In addition to volunteer time on planning and organisation we will be using the
considerable expertise of Godolphin Pastoral support staff and the splendid facilities of the Blackledge Theatre
to mount the event

Youth Action Wiltshire work with young people aged 5-18 years and offer mentoring, coaching and skills
training for young people facing challenges in their lives.

Allan Creedy the Head
of Sustainable Transport (and Head of Service for the Transport
Planning Team) provided an update on the Salisbury Transport
Strategy (STS) at the Area Board Meeting in June 2023,
although no specific way of the LHFIG using STS funding for
bus shelter improvement works was identified. [WC Members to
advise if this is not the case].

The group previously decided that they did not wish to fund the
provision of a bus shelter at this location until the wider
discussion around alternative sources of funding had taken
place.

If the group now wish to pursue this matter then the estimated
cost of providing a Bus Shelters Ltd ‘Transit’ shelter (current
model of shelter used in Salisbury - see here for example) is
£7,000.

SH advised the group that a
meeting was being held during
week commencing 11/09/2023 to
determine how bids for STS
funding could be made and that
this was the sort of scheme he
hoped could be funded via this
route.

The group agreed to not fund the
provision of the shelter at this
location pending the outcome of
the meeting around STS funding.
Issue to be considered further at
the next meeting of the group.

Improved crossing facilities in
the vicinity of No. 18 Devizes
Road

CliIr Blackwood (SCC) has raised that pedestrians with mobility
issues and users of wheelchairs and mobility scooters are
experiencing difficulties in using the existing zebra crossing at
the bottom of Devizes Road. In the main the issues concern the
narrowness of the footways on either side of the existing
crossing. ClIr Blackwood has asked that consideration be given
to relocating the existing crossing closer to The Harding’s where
the footway is wider. There are various possible options for
relocating the crossing that could be considered, each of which
have advantages and disadvantages. The group are to discuss
the various options and determine if there are any options they
wish to be taken forward to a design stage.

The group asked that officers start
investigating potential options for
the relocation of the zebra
crossing.

Improved dropped kerb
provision in the York Road /
Sidney Street area

CliIr Blackwood (SCC) has raised issues regarding the existing
dropped kerb access to St. Paul’'s Roundabout from York Road
and in response has requested that a new dropped kerb is
provided outside of Belgrave Terrace to allow pedestrians to
cross and make use of the existing dropped kerb access to the
private parking area, a resurfaced footway from this point
leading to the ramped access to the underpass and the
installation of a new dropped kerb at the junction of York Road
and Sidney Street.

Whilst a dropped kerb could be provided in the vicinity of
Belgrave Terrace there are significant issues with tree roots on
the section of path that requires resurfacing that would make the
resultant slope (and potential camber) on the footway difficult for
people with mobility difficulties to negotiate. The provision of a
dropped kerb at York Road and Sidney Street would potentially
be possible, subject to utilities and the concrete foundation of an
adjacent telegraph pole not being affected by the installation of
a dropped kerb. The group are to discuss the various options
and determine if there are any they wish to be taken forward to
a design stage.

SH asked if any trial holes had
been dug to see if the roots were
actually under the surface or if the
surface had just been disrupted.
GA advised that Upton’s (the
Council’s highways tree
contractor) had inspected the area
and indicated that roots were
present, but no trial holes had
been dug to the best of his
knowledge, GA advised that he
was also going to see if there was
an option to remove a small
proportion of the roots without
harming the tree. This could then
allow existing dropped kerbs to be
improved or new ones provided.

Request to enforce prohibited
right turn from Friary Lane into

St. Ann Street.

A resident of St. Ann Street has requested that enforcement of
the prohibited right-hand turn from Friary Lane into St. Ann
Street is undertaken to address safety and congestion concerns
in the road. They have suggested the erection of an ANPR
camera to undertake enforcement activities. The provision of an
ANPR camera at this location is not currently possible. Wiltshire
Council is in the process of applying for powers from the DfT to
be able to undertake enforcement of moving traffic offences
(such as prohibited turns), however, it is unlikely that the Council
will have those powers until some point in 2024. Until then only
the Police would be able to undertake enforcement action
against vehicles turning right out of Friary Lane. The provision
of an ANPR camera could be reconsidered in the future, subject
to the Council receiving the powers to perform such
enforcement activities.

An alternative option that would prevent vehicles turning right
into St. Ann Street would be to close off the northern end of
Friary Lane to motor vehicles via a Traffic Regulation Order and
the installation of bollards. The group are to discuss this option.

The group discussed this issue in
detail and acknowledged that
ANPR enforcement could not be
considered at this time.

The option of closing the Friary
Lane junction to vehicular traffic
was discussed but the group
expressed a preference for the
use of an ANPR camera.

SH asked that this issue be kept
open and brought back to the
group if and when the Council had
received the powers to undertake
enforcement  action  against
moving traffic offences.

guardrail to be installed to at
Harnham Gyratory to improve

A resident of Bouverie Avenue has raised safety concerns on
the section of footway at Harnham Gyratory running between
Coombe Road and Harnham Road. The originator of the request
has cited an (unsubstantiated) increase in the instances of
vehicles mounting the footway resulting in near misses with
pedestrians using the footway. In support of the issue raised the
originator has included a photo showing damage to the wooden
sleepers (that retain the bank) which they state shows recent
damage caused by a vehicle mounting the footway. The
originator has specifically requested the following measures.

e New railings (pedestrian guardrail) to be introduced on the
pavement heading into the city centre.

e If that is not possible, then “No Cycling” signage to be
erected on the pavement near the Harnham Gyratory.

It should be noted that the sleepers in question have been
damaged since at least 2018 and it is believed that they were
damaged when part of a tree collapsed on them.

The width of the footway in question varies between 1.3 and 1.5
metres. Pedestrian guardrail should be installed a minimum of
300mm (ideally 450mm) from the front edge of a kerb to reduce
the risk of it being struck and damaged by overhanging wing
mirrors. A minimum footway width of 1.2 metres is required for
wheelchair / mobility scooter users. The provision of pedestrian
guardrail would reduce the remaining footway width below 1.2
metres and therefore it cannot be provided at the location
requested.

The provision of “No Cycling” signs is only possible where a
formal prohibition of cycling has been introduced by a Traffic

The group discussed this issue in
detail and whilst acknowledging
the safety concerns that had been
raised accepted the officer's
advice around the inability to
provide pedestrian guard railing at
this location.

CPS and SH asked that the
officers developing the proposals
for improvements to Harnham
Gyratory do all they can to make
the footway at this location wider
to make it easier and safer for
pedestrians to use.

The group asked that this issue be
closed.

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Regulation Order, no such order currently exists at Harnham
Gyratory. Cycling on footways is already prohibited by the
Highway Code (which all users of the public highway are
required to adhere to) with the Police able to undertake
enforcement against cyclists riding on them. Whilst the
introduction of a formal prohibition of cycling on the footway in
question would allow ‘No Cycling’ signs to be erected,
enforcement of the prohibition would remain the responsibility of
the Police. As such the introduction of a formal prohibition of
cycling would be an unnecessary expense for the group.

It is recommended that no further action is undertaken and that
this issue is closed.
