2. Any restriction of service greater than 5% measured by reference to current expenditure or hours of availability to the public;

3. Any action incurring expenditure or producing savings greater than 20% of budget service areas against which the budget is 
determined by Full Council; 

4. Any decision in accordance with the Council’s Financial Regulations (Part 9), involving financial expenditure of £500,000 or above, 
with the exception  of operational expenditure by Corporate Directors identified within the approved budget and policy framework;

5. Any proposal to change the Council’s policy framework (documents listed within the Council’s Constitution)



6. Any contract (or programme) which:

- exceeds an annual value of £1 million or the total contract value; or
- exceeds £4million including any optional extension period; or
- involves the transfer of 50 or more employees in or out of the council; or
- relates to a matter which is commercially, politically or strategically sensitive.

7. Any proposal which would have a significant effect on communities living or working in an area comprising two or more electoral 
divisions.

All 
members of Wiltshire Carers 
Action Group (WCAG) and 
other organisations who have 
been invited to join WCAG 
have had the opportunity to 
comment on and input into this 
draft as has Wiltshire Carers 
Involvement Group. Note - 
work has been undertaken in 
recent months to extend 
membership of WCAG to 
represent the full range of the 
statutory and voluntary sector 
who contribute to supporting 
Carers or who provide care 
and support to the person they 
care for in order to enable us 
to fully deliver this Carers 
Strategy. This work is ongoing.
