- All staff shall be briefed and be aware of their responsibilities and relevant company operating procedures
before they commence paid duty at the premises.

- Any person who appears to be intoxicated or who is behaving in a disorderly manner shall not be allowed
entry to the premises

- Staff will be trained with identifying and dealing with any person who becomes too intoxicated and
becomes disruptive.

¢) Public safety

Staff training shall include procedures to deal effectively with emergency incidents, including:
i) reporting an emergency to the relevant emergency service
i) safe evacuation of customers

d) The prevention of public nuisance

Live music and background music sound levels to be monitored bu staff. A test will be conducted for any
changes in volume by the sound level being checked from neighbouring properties. This will be repeated if
any changes are made to increase the volume. If found to be too loud, it will be decreased to a suitable level.
All windows and external doors shall be kept closed between 20:00 hours and 06:00 hours except for the
immediate access and egress of persons.

e) The protection of children from harm

The continued use of a challenge 25 scheme to ensure no under-age sales can occur.
