Project Summary:

Great Somerford Parish Council is investing in 7 new dog friendly stiles and new footpath signs to improve access by
residents and walkers to the network of footpaths around the village. It would like to supplement this by buying 2 kissing
gates and 2 bridle gates from Centrewire.

1. Background
