Our local vision and offer for young 

people

1. Children and young people make up approximately a 5th of the Southern 
Wiltshire population

2. The Area Board granted £43k+ for youth initiatives and activities from 
2017/2021, and has a £19k youth budget for 2021/22

3. The local community led offer: a range of voluntary clubs and societies, 
and an alternative activities offer for the parent led open access youth clubs

4. Issues facing young people: need for informal pop up activities and youth 
worker support, access to employment and training, financial vulnerabilities 
of families, physical and mental health challenges, covid-19

6. Area Board Work Plan 2021: Rural Youth Outreach Project, Fun Days, 
Healthy Schools, Support for village led clubs/activities
