Request for the investigation of
alterations to an existing
signpost in The Borough to
enable the deployment of a SID

The PC would like to use The Borough as a location for a SID.
It originally understood that an existing post on one of the
Borough Greens could be extended to enable a SID to be placed
above existing signs; however, more recently it has been
confirmed by Wiltshire Council that the post is currently not
suitable for extending due to the number of existing signs on it.
Extending the post to accommodate a SID would likely make the
sign assembly unsafe (because of wind loading on the sign) and
the SID would be located too high to be considered safe and
effective.

The PC would like to further explore whether the existing post
could be used to avoid installing another post and as there are
school Wig Wag lights on the post powered by an electricity
supply, whether the power supply could be used as a power
source for the SID whilst it is in situ. The number of signs on the
current pole will also need to be reviewed as one may need to
be removed to provide enough room for the SID.

In line with Wiltshire Council’s practice note on the deployment
of SIDs the Street Lighting Team will need to advise whether the
existing post could be used to accommodate a SID and provide
a power supply for it. Officers to work with the PC and Street
Lighting Team to determine whether this is possible and if so,
what changes would be required to the existing post. Outcome
to reported back to a future meeting of this group alongside a
potential request for funding.

BC advised the group that the PC
were seeking to fund this scheme
in their entirety but were
concerned that the volume of

The PC have advised that the vehicular entrance to the
allotment site off Down Barn Road is a steep un-made track of
soil/stone and that the entrance has become progressively
harder to use, especially for light motor vehicles, as the surface
has become very uneven and loose stone causes vehicles to
lose traction. The entrance to the allotments is also just outside
the 30mph speed limit and steep banks reduce visibility for
egressing the allotments.

The PC would like to see the surface of the access track
upgrade to provide a permanent safe surface for vehicles to use.
The PC would also like to extend the 30mph zone to include the
allotment site entrance and the adjacent entrance to Windmill
Ridge (a recently built property).

Improvements to the surface of the access track and well as
potential visibility improvements could be considered at this
location. Design work would only commence when scheme is
made a Top 5 Priority. However, to enable design work to take
place a topographical survey would need to be commissioned.
This could be commissioned in advance of the scheme being
made a Top 5 Priority. A quote to undertake the survey could be
obtained and brought back to the next meeting of the group for
a funding decision.

As per Wiltshire Council policy for a change to the terminal point
of the 30mph speed limit to be considered the completion of a
formal speed limit assessment along the full length of Down

The Amesbury CATG declined to support funding a speed limit
review at this location.

The Highways Engineer for the Amesbury CATG investigate
advance signing options for the speed Ilimit change
Unfortunately the regulations do not permit the use of advance
signing for speed limit changes and in fact state ‘countdown
signs giving advance indication of a speed limit are not
prescribed and must not be used’. The Highways Engineer also
checked visibility requirements for the 30mph speed limit signs
terminal sing and they were found to meet the criteria on both
approaches.

It is understood that the Amesbury CATG considered the
potential submission of a substantive bid for the provision of
widened footways or carriageway and the PC were advised that
changes of that nature would sit outside of both the CATG and
Substantive CATG processes and need to be taken forward on
a strategic level.

Idmiston PC
East Gomeldon Road Railway
Arch Signing Improvements

This issue has been transferred to the Southern Wiltshire CATG
from the Amesbury CATG following the administrative boundary
review.

Safety concerns about the approach to the railway arch heading
south on East Gomeldon Road have been raised.

The Highways Engineer for the Amesbury CATG undertook a
site visit to this location and observed that the current signing
and road markings are very worn and that there was scope to
reposition the signing to be more visible to traffic approaching
the railway arch and enhance the road markings. However, as
some of the signs require illumination there would be electrical
costs with any relocation of the signs.

The Amesbury CATG supported this issue, and that design work
would commence once the scheme had been made a Top 5
Priority.

The scheme had yet to be made a Top 5 Priority by the
Amesbury CATG. However, in line with the previous
considerations of this issue design work on the signing
improvements would only commence when scheme is made a
Top 5 Priority.

The group supported this issue
and asked that it be promoted into
the Top 5 Priority Schemes to
allow design work to commence
once the brief for the speed limit
assessment (outlined at Iltem 4B)
has been issued.

Idmiston PC

Idmiston Road, Porton Village
Concealed Entrances Warning
Signs

This issue has been transferred to the Southern Wiltshire CATG
from the Amesbury CATG following the administrative boundary
review.

The PC have requested the erection of concealed entrance
warning signs for motorists entering Porton village from Idmiston
village. There are accesses to a farm, the village hall, and
residential properties at the top of the hill.

The group supported this issue
and asked that it be promoted into
the Top 5 Priority Schemes to
allow design work to commence
once the investigation into the
provision of a SID in The Borough,
Downton (outlined at Item 4E)
have been completed.

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The Highways Engineer for the Amesbury CATG has previously
advised the PC that concealed entrance warning signs are not
prescribed in the Traffic Sign Regulations & General Directions,
which govern what signs can be erected on the public highway
and in which circumstances they can be used.

The PC have requested further advice as to potential options for
addressing this matter.

There are no signs that could be erected to warn motorists of
traffic potentially accessing the road from a private entrance.
The two closest signs would be a Farm Traffic warning sign and
the general exclamation mark warning sign with a blind summit
supplementary plate. Of these two signs the Farm Traffic sign is
the one that may potentially be of benefiting providing. This sign
is intended to warn motorists that they may see farm traffic in
the road ahead — this might cause motorists to think that there
is a farm access ahead. The blind summit sign would be
inappropriate in this situation. The summit is not particularly
blind, and it is not certain that such a sign would lead motorists
to think that there are entrances ahead.

It may also be possible to provide a small worded sign saying
village hall to alert motorists to the access to the village hall,
albeit that siting such sign will be tricky given the lack of verge
opposite the village hall in which one could be positioned. This
could be investigated further if there was support for this option.

More generally, it should be noted that if local residents (or the

farm owner) have concerns about the visibility of their vehicular

accesses then there is as much onus upon them to make
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alterations to their land to improve visibility of their accesses as
there is upon the council to introduce measures on the public
highway to address their concerns. Measures that local
residents could potentially consider include the erection of
mirrors (which are permissible on private land and could easily
be accommodated at the access to the farm), reducing the
height of hedges, boundary walls/fences or in some instances
the removal or trees/foliage/boundary walls.

Idmiston PC

Request for Pedestrian
Warning Sign on Gomeldon
Road

This issue has been transferred to the Southern Wiltshire CATG
from the Amesbury CATG following the administrative boundary
review.

The PC have advised that there is a lack of a footway along the
length of Gomeldon Road from the junction with Winterslow
Road, Porton. Parents with young children walk along the road
to Gomeldon School, this is particularly dangerous where the
road narrows near the junction with the lower road leading from
the High Street Porton. The PC have requested the provision of
a pedestrians in road warning sign below the existing road
‘Road Narrows” warning sign on Gomeldon Road to alert
motorists to the presence of pedestrians in the road.

The provision of such a sign would be possible. However,
because of a requirement for signs to be erected at a minimum
height above ground level a larger post will need to be erected
to accommodate both warnings. The estimated cost of providing
the new post and additional warning sign would be £489 (CATG
Contribution £366.75 / PC Contribution £122.25)

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The originator of this request cites anecdotal evidence that
many deer are hit and killed along the A345. Initial investigations
with Wiltshire Council’'s Streetscene Team indicate that there
has only been one report of a dead deer on the section A345
highlighted by the requestor in the last 18 months (to June
2021).

On this basis it would be difficult to recommend the provision of
deer warning at this time, particularly in consideration of the
Department for Transports requirement for local highway
authorities to minimise sign clutter.

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1. Environmental & Community Implications

1.1. Environmental and community implications were considered by the CATG during their deliberations. The funding of projects will contribute
to the continuance and/or improvement of environmental, social and community wellbeing in the community area, the extent and specifics
of which will be dependent upon the individual project.

2. Financial Implications

2.1. All decisions must fall within the Highways funding allocated to Salisbury Area Board.

2.2. If funding is allocated in line with CATG recommendations outlined in this report, and all relevant 3" party contributions are confirmed,
Southern Wiltshire Area Board will have a remaining highways funding baslance of £12,436.25 in the CATG allocation available for the
2020/2021 financial year.
