Downton in particular, but also impacting upon surrounding villages, has been affected by issues of ASB for over a year
now, which can be attributed, in part, to a group of adolescents and young adults which is currently the subject of multi-
agency work between a range of professionals from Wiltshire Council, Wiltshire Police and other relevant agencies. Part of
the response to this is to prioritise funding and support for the adolescent members of the group, to which the Area Board
is asked to contribute.

There are currently no working defibrillators in Redlynch parish and therefore a much needed addition for the safety and
well being of our parishioners and visitors to the parish. The only defibrillator in the parish is not currently operational and
hasn't been since the end of last year (not owned by the Parish Council) and it is not known when/if this machine will
become operational again. Parishioners have been in contact with the Parish Council to express their concerns that there are
no operating defibrillators in the parish. The Parish Council has therefore decided to purchase two defibrillators which will
be placed on the side of the two village halls in the parish. The village halls are accessible to all and will be a much
welcomed addition. These life saving pieces of equipment will provide reassurance to parishioners that should any incidents
occur they will be able to take positive and immediate action which could save a life.

Project Summary:

We propose to develop a new Dementia Centre based in central Salisbury to serve the Southern Wiltshire area. This new,
purpose-designed space will provide a high quality, engaging environment. It will be the “one-stop-shop” for all dementia
services in Laverstock, Firsdown, Winterslow, Clarendon Park, Piton & Farley, Britford, Alderbury, Grimstead, West Dean,
Coombe Bissett, Odstock, Downton, Whiteparish, Redlynch, Landford, Cholderton, Newton Tony, Allington, Idmiston and
Winterbourne (hereafter Southern Wiltshire) - particularly to the villages. 



The plans include a spacious Day Club at the rear
for up to 10 people per day, 4 days a week with an open plan kitchen, indoor garden, quiet memory lounge and office. At
the front of the building there will be a reception area, a storeroom and three offices that will form the backbone of the new
Dementia Centre. 



In addition to the Day Club, the Salisbury Dementia Centre will provide a base for our Creating
Communities activities programme. The Centre-based co-ordinators will oversee a whole range of our activities, including.
Music and Movement for the Mind sessions, Gardening Café and Muddy Boots outdoor exploratory events.



Additionally,
the Centre will also host representatives of our national award-winning Home Support Service (HSS) that provides trained
support workers to help people to continue enjoying social contact and interests. They also provide a break to family carers
for a few hours each week. Run by a team of care co-ordinators, they will stay in close contact with families across Southern
Wiltshire and offer advice and support. 

Further support will be provided by our experienced Dementia Advisers (also based
at the new Centre) who will keep in regular touch with families in the Southern Wiltshire area. They provide confidential
advice and information to help people to understand more about dementia and to make informed decisions about future
care, treatment and support. They can help identify available community services, make referrals and generally 'open doors'
to available support.

Project Summary:

A few years ago we were able to get a grant from Tesco to install a lat pull/chest press to excercise the upper body. This is a
fitness machine which is on our recreation field. To compliment this we would like to install a leg press which will build up
strength in the legs. It is important for older people to maintain their strength as it reduces the likelyhood of falls and
admission to hospital. Younger people including teenagers, of which we have had more recently joining the village, also like
to use such machines.
