We will use the Community Area Grant to fund a new website that can reflect the needs and aspirations of our
organisations. The key areas the new site will address are the current design and usability issues, making it legally GDPR
compliant, web accessibility compliant ( so it is designed and developed so that people with disabilities can use it), new
donation and fundraising interface and new volunteer portal that supports the way in which we work with our wider
community. The new website will also enable us to use the annual $120,000 google grant we have successfully secured but
are unable to use until we have a compliant website that meets the above criteria.

Project Summary:

Sian Rob Music CIC are seeking funding to be able to offer twelve live singalong music sessions to groups in the Devizes

area with limited access to live music and with limited funding for the arts. Including, but not limited to, those living in
sheltered housing, community lunch clubs, day centres, memory clubs and friendship groups tackling rural and social
isolation and particularly people and their carers living with disability, dementia, Alzheimer’s and Parkinson’s Disease. The
funding would be used to pay the musicians their hourly rate of £100 for this service so that it could be offered at no cost to
the group in question. If the group had a small budget to make a contribution we would be able to offer more sessions to
more groups. The sessions would initially be offered to the following groups, though we would be open to requests from
other groups if they meet the above criteria. The sessions would not be offered to residential care homes as these are
private companies who already have funding for such activities. Nursteed Centre - Monday Club and Wednesday Club
Market Lavington - Monday Club and Tuesday Club Bromham Pub lunch club Bromham Monday Club West Lavington -
Friends on Friday Needham House, Devizes, Extra Care Housing Crammer Court, Devizes, Extra Care Housing Castle Court,
Sheltered Housing The Ark, Sheltered Housing Erlestoke pub lunch club Bishops Cannings pub lunch club The benefits of
music for participants include: personal - self expression and the acquisition of new skills social - through experiencing and
interacting with music in the community of others, helping to strengthen communities and boost emotional, mental and
physical well- being. Sian and Rob are professional musicians who have worked with vulnerable groups since 2016 and have
many experiences of the power of music, including many with advanced dementia who are non- verbal and find it hard to
sit and enjoy any other activity, joining in for an hour’s entertainment - singing and dancing with others to the amazement
of carers. Feedback from our sessions note that participants gain increased confidence, increased sense of relaxation, less
worry or anxiety, increased energy and an increased sense of motivation.

Project Summary:

We would like to help move local youth provision towards something permanent, perhaps building on some of the
initiatives which have been running in the town. This might eventually be linked to a physical “safe space”. A key element of
this will be to give agency to and advocacy for young people, so that they feel ownership of whatever emerges. Specific
programmes could be developed around this, for example safe use of alcohol, healthy lifestyles, money management,
employability skills and so on, dependent on local needs. However it is important to start by building relationships and
trust, rather than launching a big project which may not be what actually engages the young people concerned. By creating
agency for the young people themselves, we would hope to break the cycle of unhelpful influence from the slightly older
group who are currently giving encouragement for some of the unhealthy lifestyles and antisocial behaviours which we are
seeing. In addition, it is essential that we take action to combat issues such as “county lines”, which will inevitably pose an
increasing threat to local young people in Devizes over time. The project also need to link to many of the existing
opportunities that are already available for young people therefore detached youth workers will be able to signpost and
young person, who may have an interest and skill to where they can explore this further.

Project Summary:

We aim to provide training opportunities to young people between ages of 16 - 20 years, with particular emphasis on
making the courses accessible and inviting to those with SEND or excluded from education. It will be focused around
learning the vocational skills necessary to deliver the technological aspect of events, such as AV and live streaming. The
specific opportunities will be decided by balancing the interests of the participating individuals and the way is which the
culmination of their learning can be showcased in a way that will support and enhance events in the DOCA calendar. Once
they have completed their showcase with us we will help signpost them towards employment opportunties that will utilise
the skills the skills they have learnt

1. Background
