A significant
Devizes operation planis in place, with ongoing work set out enforcement, prevention, and education with multiple
agencies involved. Key offenders are being prosecuted and mandatory youth engagement orders imposed.

We have moved to a ‘Hub' based operating model with Insp Huggins having lead for all neighbourhood and
response functions across the hub. This is working well and showing clear signs of improvement including better
victim contact and engagement.
