54 Task Group Update

Updates were received from the Wiltshire Council Covid-19 Response Task
Group and the Global Warming and Climate Change Task Group.

The Global Warming and Climate Change Task Group had met with Sustrans,
the walking and cycling charity, the Woodland Trust and other environmental
groups regarding land use. Other activities included a series of workshops
convened by the Wiltshire Climate Alliance about the opportunities for a Green
recovery after Covid-19. The Task Group continued to work closely with the
new Head of Carbon reduction. Recommendations were being drafted by the
Task Group for the Autumn 2020.

The Wiltshire Council Covid-19 Response Task Group had met to consider the
report to Cabinet on Covid-19 recovery, and the council’'s budget monitoring. In
discussing the update there were questions from the Committee on care home
testing. It was stated that 84% of care home saying they had access to testing,
but the rollout of residents being tested every 28 days and staff tested weekly
had been postponed to September.

There were questions on the completion of risk assessments for the reopening
of schools, and capacity of mental health support. It was stated that very few
risk assessments for schools had not been completed, and there was work
through education recovery with public health to provide mental health support.
Further government funding was expected on emotional support. Some
members stated concerns still remained regarding school reopening plans from
some schools, but officers stated it was expected all schools in Wiltshire to
open full time, with some online learning as well.

There was also discussion of the decision to delay in the majority of council staff
returning to office work. It was noted that the decision had been carefully
considered taking into account welfare and the needs of the organisation, and
that outputs from staff remained high. However, some members considered a
return to officers would set an example. The number of council staff currently
working in council hubs was raised. The importance of learning lessons of
positive changes that could be maintained post-Covid-19 was discussed.

It was also announced that Councillor lan Thorn, Chairman of the Financial
Planning Task Group, had requested that he be taken off the Task Group. The
Committee requested at the end of the meeting that their thanks for the
contribution and chairmanship of Councillor Thorn on the Task Group be noted.
At the conclusion of discussion,

Resolved:

To note the update on Task Group activity provided.

To remove Councillor lan Thorn from the Financial Planning Task Group
following his request to stand down.

Forward Work Programme

The Committee received the Forward Work Plan for Overview and Scrutiny,
which was unchanged since its last meeting.

It then discussed as also resolved at that meeting to review the arrangements
for Select Committees and Task Groups from September 2020 onwards.

It was noted that the regular schedule of meetings had been suspended at the
start of the Covid-19 pandemic, and the Committee had adopted alternative
arrangements including through the Wiltshire Council Covid-19 Response Task
Group, which had representatives from each Select Committee and open for
members of the Financial Plan Task Group.

The Committee was updated by Terence Herbert, Chief Executive, on the
council’s recovery from Covid-19, staffing implications and the ongoing need for
senior officers to be able to focus upon the continuing recovery.

The Committee then discussed at length options for the continuation of
Overview and Scrutiny activity to ensure robust and appropriate scrutiny without
diverting key officers and members from necessary work relating to the Covid-
19 recovery.

Some members were very concerned that there should not be an open-ended
suspension of the regular arrangements, but that any temporary suspension or
deferral be for a fixed period or regularly reviewed. It was suggested that given
the constitutional requirement and importance of the Select Committees, any
ongoing streamlined Overview and Scrutiny process should require approval
from Full Council.

The great work being undertaken by officers in difficult circumstances was
acknowledged, however it was also stated by some members that careful
prioritisation of scrutiny work without overburdening officers was itself a key
consideration.

There was discussion of preparatory work that could be undertaken informally
by Select Committees if they remained deferred for public consideration, and
the level of officer support and engagement which could reasonably be
expected in those circumstances. There was also discussion of the need to
avoid duplication of work, and the frequency and content of any Wiltshire
Council Covid-19 Response Task Group meetings.

It was agreed by all present that it was not a question of any solution seeking to
avoid Scrutiny, but for there to be a clear plan for manageable Overview and
Scrutiny operation which had the support of members and was deliverable by
officers.

Budget 2021/22 & Medium-Term Financial Strateqgy (discussed 1 September 2020)

4. The existing system of funding local government is predicated on the collection
of business rates and council taxes, which have reduced markedly as a result of
the pandemic. It will potentially take time to recover from that position, so action
through the Comprehensive Spending Review may be needed.

5. Asis always the case, a variety of factors are considered when making financial
projections such as those set out in the report. This year those factors are less
predictable than usual. While it would not be wise to budget for a worst-case
position, it is always valuable to be aware of the worst-case position.

6. At an appropriate time, the council’s financial resilience can be enhanced by
developing a reserves strategy, based on Wiltshire’s specific risk profile.

7.  The Finance and the scrutiny teams will liaise regarding scrutiny engagement on
the development of the 2021-22 budget and ongoing monitoring of the current
year’s budget. The Business Plan will be revised in light of the recovery outcomes
and the financial plan will be crafted to support the Business Plan’s delivery.

8. Conversations with the Ministry for Housing, Communities and Local
Government (MHCLG) indicate that the dates set out in the report are relatively
reliable and an announcement regarding the settlement for local government is
expected in early December. There is a degree of guesswork around the funding
support that can be expected, but the indications are that support will continue in
some form. The levels of support for business rates and the collection fund will
be critical.

COVID-19 Update (discussed 15 September 2020)

9. The Recovery Coordinating Group (RCG) is providing strategic oversight of the
recovery. Due to rising infection rates nationally, more frequent tactical meetings
may be needed and appropriate response coordinating groups may be stood up
when appropriate.

The issues being experienced with the national testing system do present some
challenges in taking a public health approach to the crisis as the numbers of
people in Wiltshire unable to access tests in a timely manner may affect our
knowledge of viral transmission and outbreaks.

The council is using all its communication routes to encourage people to only
apply for a COVID-19 test when they need one. Reports suggest that people are
usually successful in getting a test with persistence, but frustrations with the
current system are fully acknowledged. People showing symptoms are advised
to self-isolate until they do receive a negative test result.

The council has been working with care homes to ensure that family visits,
including for residents with dementia, are considered along with appropriate risk
assessments being undertaken by individual care homes. During the initial
lockdown, many care homes used virtual means to maintain contact between
residents and their families, with Wiltshire Council providing additional funding to
support the purchase of iPads and other technological aids. Government support
through the Infection Prevention Control Fund has been provided. The council
provides guidance on how the fund can be used in line with Government
conditions. Only one Wiltshire care home has chosen not to take up this
funding. Integrated Personal Commissioning (IPC) funding has also been made
available for supported living and home care providers (25% of the grant) in line
with Government guidelines. The first phase of this funding will complete on 23
September, but a further announcement has been made confirming that it will
continue.

The report to Cabinet indicates that the Rates team have been notified of 361
business closures since 1 April 2020 and the task group requested updated
figures once available. Some larger Wiltshire employers have proactively
approached the council before making redundancies so that support can be
provided to hopefully avert unnecessary job losses. A multi-agency Recovery
task and finish group is focusing on this issue.

The council is working with our city, town and parish councils and business
representation groups and are happy to listen to their ideas to improve income
generation. The council is trying to be flexible in allowing businesses to take
steps to maintain their income, e.g. cafes making greater use of outdoor space.

An officer review of the new cycle paths implemented under the Safe Space
scheme has commenced and an update will be provided at Environment Select
Committee. Evaluating these schemes is important to ensure that they are being
used and have not caused unforeseen impacts.

Wiltshire residents appear to be managing their own social distancing very well.
On some occasions the council has approached local businesses to suggest
improvements to their arrangements, but in all cases these have been received
positively.
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17. Technology continues to allow safe, effective democratic meetings to take place
virtually and it is important that people who are shielding can continue to engage
in the decision-making process. Staff are in council buildings when it is essential
for service delivery. Staff are also able to apply to return to the workplace where
it is appropriate for their welfare needs.

18. The council’s leisure operations continue to follow Sport England guidance. The
council is taking a phased, localised approach to opening leisure centres and a
briefing for all councillors on this will be circulated shortly.
