— Air Quality Action Plan for Wiltshire about to be launched & will include countywide and local
plans, e.g. around Wadworth’'s Brewery

— Contract for current Wiltshire air quality website coming to an end. Site will change from its
current style & function. To be replaced it with more practical tools & advice. Investment in
monitoring equipment for Sidmouth St for more accurate recording of PM, :.

— Devizes TC has invested in new road sweeper vehicle. Research suggests regular sweeping
can reduce particulates & improve air quality
