At present the chairs that we use for the lunches are old, dirty and very
hard, so that most people need a cushion to sit on to be comfortable. We
do provide cushions, but feel that they are not hygienic and could pose a
risk when in use. If we had padded seats there would be no neccessity for
the cushions also the chairs would be more welcoming. Lunch at One
does not have the funds to buy the chairs, but a benefactor has offered to
pay up to one half of the cost.

We get lots of positive feed-back from the people at Lunch at One, they often say how much they enjoyed the meal,
and they don't know how we do it for the price we charge.Besides being used for Lunch at One, various non-profit
groups in the community also use the chairs, including The Blind Association, DevizesChamber Choir, Devizes
Musical Theatre, U3A Folk Dancers, The Tots Group,and The Girls' Brigade.The Lunch at One does not have its
own Bank Account, but the funds are held independently within the Church Accounts.
