3. Any action incurring expenditure or producing savings greater than 20% of budget service areas against which the budget is 
determined by Full Council;  

4. Any decision in accordance with the Council’s Financial Regulations (Part 9), involving financial expenditure of £500,000 or above, 
with the exception  of operational expenditure by Corporate Directors identified within the approved budget and policy framework; 

5. Any proposal to change the Council’s policy framework (documents listed within the Council’s Constitution) 

6. Any contract (or programme) which: 
 



- exceeds an annual value of £1 million or the total contract value; or 
- exceeds £4million including any optional extension period; or 
- involves the transfer of 50 or more employees in or out of the council; or 
- relates to a matter which is commercially, politically or strategically sensitive. 
 

7. Any proposal which would have a significant effect on communities living or working in an area comprising two or more electoral 
divisions.

This strategy aims to 
maximise the 
independence, choice and 
control for people with a 
learning disability, mental 
health condition and/or 
autism spectrum condition 
in Wiltshire by providing the 
right accommodation and 
support in the right place at 
the right time. 
 
Our focus in Wiltshire is to 
move away from residential 
care and ensure that 
everybody who can hold 
their own tenancy is given 
the support to do so. This 
means both developing new 
supported accommodation 
and providing care 
packages to enable people 
to live in the community.  
 
We currently face several 
challenges which stop us 
realising this vision. The 
strategy identifies these 
challenges and sets out a 
plan of action as to how we 
can overcome them. 

 
The vision and objectives of 
this strategy are based on 
what people in Wiltshire say 
they want from 
accommodation and support. 
The strategy describes co-
production and engagement 
with adults, young people and 
carers. The strategy has also 
had significant input from the 
multi-agency Wiltshire 
Accommodation Steering 
Group, which includes reps 
from children's and adult social 
care, joint commissioning, 
housing, CCG, voluntary 
sector (Wiltshire CIL and 
Wiltshire PCC) and provider 
market.
