Board has been asked to agree the list of roads for
maintenance during 2016/17. This task has been given to
CATG so their recommendation can be ratified at the area
board meeting on 22" March.

Parade, Marlborough is not on the
list and considered rejecting the
list until The Parade featured on
it. It was pointed out that if this
happens, none of the roads on
the maintenance list would be
looked at and delay caused. It
would be better to accept the list
and then for unitary members to
meet with the portfolio holder to
argue for The Parade’s inclusion.
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d)

For local Parish Councils to be
allowed to buy and operate
their own Speed Indicator
Devices (SIDs) or Vehicle
Activated Signs

SG raised the problems getting new SIDs installed at
Ramsbury. The PC is prepared to buy the devices, pay to
have them installed and maintained, all at no cost to Wiltshire
Council. She feels this contradicts what Clir Philip Whitehead
said when he attended Marlborough CATG in December '15.

There was discussion around the
process being followed. SH
thought SIDs would have to go
onto existing post as new posts
could not be put up. SG said she
was happy to get Highways to
assess locations and install any
posts to comply with regulations.
It was felt that Philip Whitehead
needs to speak with Dave
Thomas in Highways to agree his
comments in December ’15.

JS felt that if SIDs cannot be
installed by June, Philip
Whitehead needs to be invited to
the CATG meeting

Froxfield’s Village Traffic Plan

CC introduced a traffic plan document produced by Froxfield
PC with input from Ben Hamilton-Baillie (who has worked with
other PCs from the area). She said how the plan is in the
context of a village-wide way to tackle traffic and highways
issues and is what CATG recommended they do. The
document was received by AJ on 16" March but could not be
circulated due to the size of it.

CC recognised that the cost of
much of the six suggested
schemes in the plan would
require funding via the
substantive fund. She wanted SH
to begin work in developing
designs etc. so that bids for
funding could be put in for the
June deadline. It was explained
that this would not be possible.
SH wanted to see the document
to assess if the schemes were
even feasible or allowable.
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f) County-wide Freight SDr introduced an item where Marlborough CATG was asked | SDr showed a list of six local
Management Priorities. to nominate two local roads to be put forward for consideration | roads and recommended that
and inclusion as ‘unsuitable for HGV’ status. CATG select the top two roads as

these had already been
prioritised. CATG accepted this.
The roads are: B3052 George
Lane, Marlborough and U/C road
from Ogbourne Maizey to
Rockley.
