Amesbury is an attractive small town embraced by a loop
of the River Avon as it cuts through the high plateau of
Salisbury Plain.

One of the largest, most impressive and most accessible
Neolithic chambered tombs in Britain. Built in around
3650 BC, it was used for a short time as a burial chamber,
nearly 50 people being buried here before the chambers
were blocked.

Durrington Walls is a massive henge, the site of the recent
discovery of Neolithic houses, where the people who
used Stonehenge may have lived. Nearby is VWoodhenge,
where excavations showed a series of concentric circles
of wooden posts, enclosed by a bank and ditch.
