Purpose of Report

Funding

regular newsletters - £771 requested

5. Trowbridge Westbourne Sports Club,Tennis Section — to provide tennis coaching
and summer camps for school children - £793 requested

6. The Trowbridge County Town Intiative — promotion of the Initiative to attract new
members - £939 requested

7. North Bradley Youth Club — to purchase equipment for a local youth club —
requested £449

8. Trowbridge Wanderers Youth Football Club — to refurbish shower facilitities -
£5,000 requested

Background

Area Boards have authority to approve Area Grants under powers delegated to
them by the Deputy Leader and Cabinet member for Community Services

(27 February 2010). Under the Scheme of Delegation Area Boards must adhere
to the Area Board Grants Guidance for funding.

In accordance with the Scheme of Delegation, any decision of an Area Board that is
contrary to the funding criteria and/or the officer's recommendation would need to
demonstrate that the application in question has a wider community benefit, and
give specific reasons as to why this should justify an exception to the criteria. In
accordance with the Area Board Grants Guidance officers are required to provide
recommendations in their report, however, the decision to support applications and
to what level is made by Wiltshire Councillors on this Area Board.

Trowbridge Area Board has been allocated a 2010/2011 budget of £77,592 for
community area grants, community partnership core funding and councillor led
initiatives. Plus £1,863.96 has been returned to the Area Board. To date £65,552.93
has been allocated from this budget.

Community area grants allocated so far this year:

e Southwick Playing Field — £5,000 for the construction of a tarmac path
around the playing field

e Newtown School — £2,300 to upgrade changing facilities and provide
temporary cover over the outdoor swimming pool

e Newtown Area Residents Association — £930 to provide security lighting
at Bond Street Buildings to increase community safety.

e North Bradley Peace Memorial Hall — £993 for energy saving and security
equipment

e Friends of Trowbridge in Bloom — £5,000 for a participatory programme of
events

e Hilperton Village Hall — £3,253 to upgrade toilets to include fitting of
disabled toilet.

e West Ashton Village Hall - £5,000 for the creation of a small meeting
room attached to the village hall to provide additional useable space.

e Larkrise Community Farm - £4,000 for the construction of a barn to store
animal feed.

e Trowbridge Town Council - £4,980 for Trowbridge Christmas Lights
Extravaganza event.

e Trowbridge Westbourne Sports Club -Tennis Section - £734 to purchase
equipment to increase junior membership & offer competitive
opportunities for children in the local community.

e Trowbridge Town Football Club - £2,446 for the purchase of training and
match equipment for the youth, girls and adult football club teams.

e Trowbridge Phoenix Badminton Club - £851 to buy new nets and posts

e North Bradley Peace Memorial Hall — £765 to carry out a project
development study for renewable energy

e Hilperton Village Hall — £2,775 for improvements to men’s toilet facilities

e Lavender Fields Residents Association — £212 to set up an interactive
website
e Trowbridge Town Football Club —£1,687 to fund coaching courses

4.2. If grants are awarded in line with officer recommendations the Area Board will have
an overspend of £2,368.97 which will need to be found from this tranche of funding
