o Netheravon and Ludgershall which are amongst Wiltshire’s 10 smallest libraries,
accounting for 3% of visits overall, will be operated in partnership with volunteers,
and supported by the library service.

¢ New self service technology will be introduced to all libraries to improve efficiency
and help communities extend library opening hours through support from volunteers,
who will be trained and supported by Wiltshire library staff
