Headlines

The Community Safety forum which took place at Malmesbury Town Hall on Thursday 7" April 2011 was well
received. Following a meeting with Sid Jevons, Martin Rea, Sgt Martin Alvis and Inspector Chris Martin it was
agreed that with local Police Officers regularly attending parish council meetings the need for a major forum
meeting every three months is no longer deemed appropriate. Therefore one major quarterly forum will be
held which will be in Malmesbury in the autumn. The other three forums will be less formal. Members of the
public will continue to be welcome at all forums.

The budget report for 2011/2012 has now been completed and has been presented to Andrew Jack of
Wiltshire Council. This together with the MVCAP’s Action and Work plan were discussed at a meeting with the
Area Board on the 12" April.

Project Planning forms have been introduced through the group who now use these to better describe any
suggested future projects.

Issues/Projects

Projects currently on the go are: Rural Broadband, Engagement with Parish Councils, Improving
Communications.

Projects that have been taking up a lot of the Group’s time have been Reduced Street Lighting, and
Speedbumps. Both these projects have left the hands of the Group and are now with Malmesbury Town
Council and Wiltshire Council.

Projects to be introduced are:

Cinema Bus - looking at ways of transporting people to the cinema at Malmesbury Town Hall from the villages,
Sustainability - a One Planet Action Plan has been adopted to help the Group’s work to become more
sustainable, IZWE a new social network.
