Scheme design work commenced. Draft proposals to be issued
for comment in February 2022. Proposals will include the
provision of improved advanced warning signs of the weight limit
on the A36, relocation of the weight limit terminal signs on New
Petersfinger Road closer to the junction of the A36 to improve
their conspicuity and the provision of advisory road markings.

The Southern Wiltshire CATG group have supported the
extension of the 20mph speed along Milford Mill Road to the
railway bridge and were generally supportive of the idea to
extend the 20mph along New Petersfinger Road.

Group to discuss the potential extension of the 20mph speed
limit along New Petersfinger Road (from the railway bridge to its
junction with the A36) in light of the Southern Wiltshire CATG
decision to support the extension of 20mph speed limit along
Milford Mill Road.

The group  supported the
extension of the 20mph speed limit
to the junction of the A36 and New
Petersfinger Road and asked that
design work on this issue be taken
forward as part of the ongoing
work at this location.

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New Requests / Issues

Issue No: 12-21-8

Request for lighting to improve
the visibility of the steps leading
from St. Michael's Road to
Gainsborough Close.

A request has been received to provide light to improve the
visibility of the steps between St. Michael's Close and
Gainsborough Close following reports that a pedestrian broke
their leg whilst using the steps during the hours of darkness.

The steps in question do not form part of the public highway and
are not a Right of Way so this limits the involvement of the group
in seeking to address this matter. However, it should be noted
that it appears as though the top third of the steps are in the
ownership of Wiltshire Council.

A site visit during the hours of darkness showed there to be
some illumination of the steps from a nearby lighting column on
the public highway and lights on the rear of Brier Court and the
Spar Shop. A lighting column could be provided at the top of the
steps to help illuminate them. If the group support this measure
a quote to provide a street light will be obtained from the Street
Lighting Team and brough to the next meeting of the group for
a funding decision.

The group noted that the steps
were not recorded as either public
highway or a Right of Way and that
this limited the measures they
could take to address the issue
raised. The group also noted that
the steps already receive some
level of illumination.

The group felt that some localised
work to cut back existing foliage
might help improve the level of
illumination the top of the steps
from existing street light and ask
that this work be organised via
Salisbury City Council.

The group asked that a quote to
provide a street light at the top of
the steps is obtained and brought
back to the next meeting of the
group for a funding decision.

Issue No: 12-21-9

Request for the provision of a
handrail next to the steps
Bishopdown Road and Linkway
to address concerns around
safe use of the steps.

There is currently a short length of Kee Clamp handrail that runs
from near the top of the flight of steps to where the steps join
Bishopdown Road. The existing handrail could be extended to
where the path forks (at the junction of Bishopdown Road /
Linkway houses) or all the way down to Linkway itself. If the
group support this measure a quote to provide additional Kee
Clamp handrail will be obtained and brought to the next meeting
of the group for a funding decision.

The group supported the provision
of additional lengths of handrail at
this location in principle but
queried whether the additional
handrail needed to extend all the
way down Linkway.

The group asked that quotes be
obtained for providing additional
lengths of handrail for both options
highlighted and be brought back to
the next meeting of the group for a
funding decision.

Issue No: 12-21-01

Safety concerns for cyclists
exiting Avon Approach into
Castle Street.

The originator of this query has raised concerns about visibility
of/for cyclists as they exit Avon Approach into Castle Street
when buses are stopped in the bus stop outside of Iceland. They
are requested either the installation of a mirror opposite the
Avon Approach junction or the installation or a sign indicating
that motorists should slow as cyclists may be emerging from
Avon Approach.

It is council practice not to erect mirrors on the public highway.
A cycle warning sign could be provided in the advance of the
bus stop to alert motorists of the presence of cyclists existing
Avon Approach.

The estimated cost of providing the cycle warning sign is £500.

SH commented that whilst a
warning sign could be provided, he
felt it would just get lost in the
streetscene and offer no particular
benefit to cyclists and was not in
favour of providing one.

The group felt that the best option
would be the relocation of the bus
stop would be the best solution.
PS advised that it was unlikely that
the stop could be relocated but
any decision to do so would rest
with  the Council’'s Passenger
Transport Unit (PTU).

PTU to be asked if it would be
possible to relocate this bus stop.
