Storage of some camping and other equipment, including gas bottles,
continued in an old railway wagon situated alongside the new Scout Hall. That wagon was
becoming derelict and beyond repair and was an eyesore. With the new Scout Hall in place,
the old railway wagon could be dismantled and removed from the site and this work has
now been completed. The project is to provide a new storage facility alongside the Scout
Hall. The proposal is to clear a space alongside our new building, including removing a tree
stump, and to lay a concrete base. We will then erect a prefabricated metal garage on this
base.
